CRUELTY TO ANIMALS.—The act
passed by the last Legislature of our
State to prevent eruelty to animals |
will commend itscif to geéneral approv-
al. It provides for the punishment of
any person who shall wantonly or eru-
elly ill-treat, overload, beat, or other-
wise abuse any animal, whether be-
longing to himself or to another, or
who shall in any way be concerned in
fighting or baiting any bull, bear, dog,
cock or other creature. The abandon-
mentinany publicplaceof any maimed,
sick, infirm or disabled creature is also
to be punished. The penalty for diso-
beying the law is for the first offence a
fine not less than ten nor more than
twenty dollars, and for thesecond, and
every subsequent offence not less than
twenty nor more than fifty dollars.
The informer is made a competent
witness and receives one half of the |
fine, and the county where the offence {
may be committed the other half. The ’
proceedings are summary, and the of-
fender, in default of payment of the
fine and costs can be committed to the
county prison until discharged by Gue
course of law, which amounts to the
three months required under the in-
solvent laws. When the fine exceeds
ten dollars, the . efendant may appeal
to the Court of Quarter Sessions, where
the cffence is to be prosecuted asa mis-
| demeanor. In aggravated cases, the
defendant may be bound over for trial
