By the Act of Assembly of 1864, known as the

‘Regiatry Law.” it is provided as follows:

1 ““Election Gfficersare to open the polls between
the hours of six and seven, A. M., on the day of
election, Before six o'clock in the morning of
second Tuesday of October they are to receive
from the County Commissioners the Registered
List of Voters and all necessary election blanks,
aund they are to permit no man to vote whose
name is not on said list, unless he shall make
proof of his right to vote as follows:

2. The person whose name is not on the list,
claiming the right tovote must prodyce a guali-
fied voter of the distriet to swear {n a writtén or
printed afidavit to tho residence of the claimant
in the distriet for at least ten days next preceding
said election, defining clearly where the residence
of the person was.

3. The party claiming the right to vote shall
alto make an affidavit, stating to the best of his
knowledge and belief whera and when he was
born, that heis a citizen of Pennsylvania and of
the United States, that he has resided in the
State one year, or, if formerly a citizen therein
and removed therefrom, that he hag vesided there-
in six months next preceding said election, that
he hag not moved into the district for the purpose
of voting therein, that he has paid a State or
coynty tax within two iyem’.\s,’which was assessed at
lenst ten dayz befors the election, and the afidav-
it shall state when and whepe the tay was assessed
and paid, and the tax receipt must be produced
unless the afliant shall state that it has been lost
or destroyed, or that he received none.

4. 1f the applicant be a naturalized eitizen,
he must, in addition to the foregoing preofs, state
in his aflidavit, when, where, and by what coyrt
Le wag natyratiged, and grodyae his'certifeate of
naturalizatipn, ¢

5. Every persan, claiming to be & naturalized
citizen, whether on the registry list, or producing
affidavits as aforesaid, shall be required to pro-
duce his naturalization certificate at the election
before yoting, except where he has been for ten
years ounsecutively s voter in the distrigt whers
he offers to vote | and on the yote of such person
being received, the Eloction Officers are to write
or stamp the word “‘yoted’’ on his certificate with
the month and yaar, and no other vate can be
cast that day in virtue of suid certificate except
where sona are outitied tu yoie upou tho uatyral-
ization of their futher.

& If the person clniming to vate why is not reg-
istered shail ntake an affjdavit that he is a wn-
tive born gitizen of the United States, ar, if born
elsewhere, shall preduce evidenoe of his untyrali-
gation, or that he is entitled to citizenship by the
reason of his father’s naturalization, and furither,
that he is between 41 and 22 years of age, and
has resided in the State one year, and in the ele:-
tion distriet ten days next precedieg the election,
he shall be entitled to vote though he shall ot
have paid taxes,”’

““Every person qualified as aforesaid, and who
<hall make due proof if required, of his residence
and payment of taxes aforesaid, shall be admitted
to vote in the township, ward or district in which

rrevent or n.uempt to

he shall reside.

“If any person shail {pre';’
vent any officer of an election, under this act from
holding such election, or use or threaten any vio
lence to any such officer, and shall interrupt or
improperly interfere with him inthe execution of
his duty, shall block up or attempt to block fip
the window or avenue to any window where the
same may beholden, or shall riotously disturb the
peace of such election, or shall use or practice in-
timidation, threats, force or violence, with the
design to influence unduly or overawe any clec-
tor, or prevent him from voting, or to restrain the
freedom of choice, such persons on conviction shall
be fined in any sum not exceeding five hundred
dollars, to be imprisoned for any time not less than
one nor more than twelve months, and if it shall
be shown to the court where the trial of such of-,
fence shall be had, that the person so offending
was not a resident of the city, ward or district
where the said offence was committed, and not
entitled to vote therein, on conviction, he shall
be sentenced to pay a fine not less than one hun-
dred or more than one thousand dollars, and be
imprisoned not less than six months nor more than
two years.

“If any person or parsons shall make any betor
wager upon the result of an election within the
commonwealth, or shall offer to make any such
bet or wager, either by verbal proclamation there-
of,or by any written or printed advertisement,
or invite any person or persons to make such bet
or wager, upon conviction thereof he or they shall
forfeit and pay three times the amount so bet or
offered to be bet.

And the election laws of the commonwealth
further provide that “The Inspectors, Judges
and clerks shall, beforo entering on the duties of
their offices, severally take and subscribe the oath
or affirmation hereinafter directed, which shall be
administered to them by any judge, alderman or
Jjustice of the peace, but il no sucﬁ magistrate he
present, one of the inspectors of the election shall
administer the oath or afirmation to the other
judge and inspector, and then the inspector so
qualified shall administer the oath or affirmation
to him. 4

“The inspectors. judge and clerks required by
law to hold township and general eiections. shall
take and subscribe the several oaths and affirma-
tions, required by the 19th, 20th and 21st sections
of the act of the 24 day of July 1839, entitled
“An act relating to the elections of this common-
wealth,”” which oaths or affirmations shall be
prepared and administered in the manner prescrib-
ed in the 18th aed 22d sections of said act, and in
addition to the power conferred by the 18th see-
tion of said act, the judge, or either of the inspee-
tors, shall have power to administer the oaths
preseribed by said act, to any clerk of & general,
special or township election.

““The following shall be the form of the oath or
affirmation to be taken by each inspector, viz: ‘I
(A. B.) do——that [ will duly attend to the en-
suing election during the continuance thereof, as
an inspector, and that I will not receive any tick-
et or vote from any person, other than such as I
shall firmly believe to be, according to the pro-
visions of the constitution and the laws of this
commonwealth, entitled to vote at such election,
without requiring such evidence of the right to
vote as is directed by law, nor will I vexatiously
delay or refuse to receive any vote from any per-
son who I shall believe to be entitled to vote as
aforesaid, but that I will in all things truly, im-
partially and faithfully perform my duty therein,
to the best of my judgment and abilities, and that
I am not directly, nor indirectly, interested in
any bet, or wager on the result of this election.’

“The following shall be the oath or affirmation
of each judge, viz : ‘I(A. B.) do——that I will
as judge duly attend the ensuing election during
the continuance thereof, and faithfully assist the
inspectors in carrying on the same; that I will
not give my consent that any vote or ticket shall
be received from any person other than such as I
firmly believe to be, aecording to the provisions
of the eonstitution and laws of thiscommonwealth,
entitled to vote at such eleetion, without requiring
such evidence of the right to vote as is directed by
law, and that I will use my best endeavors to pre-
vent any fraud, deceit or abuse, in carrying on
the same by citizens qualified to vote, or others,
and that I will make a true and perfect return of
the said election, snd will in all things truly, im-
partially and faithfully perform my duty respec-
ting the same, to the best of my judgment and
abilities, and that I am not directly or indirectly
interested in any bet or wager on the result of
this election.’

“‘The following shall be the form of the oath or
affirmation to be taken by each clerk, viz: ‘I (A.
B.) do——that I will impartially and truly write
down the name of each elector who shall vete at the
ensuing election, which shall be given me in
charge. and also the name of the towsship, ward
or district, wherein such elector resides. and care-
fully and truly write down the number of votes
that shall be given for each candidate at the elec-
tion, as often as his name shall be read to me by
the inspectors thereof, and in all things truly and
faithfully perform my duty respecting the same to
the best of my judgment and ability, and that I
am not directly or indireetly interested inany bet
or wageron the result of this election ’

The qualified electors will take notice of the
fullowing act of Assembly, approved 12th day of
March, 1866 : Ax Acr, Regulating the mode of
voting at all elections, in the several counties of
this commonwealth.

SectioN 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of
Pepnsylvania in General Assembly met, and itis
hereby enacted by the authority of the same,

Election officers will take notice that the act
entitled **A Further Supplement to the Election
Laws of this commonwealth,” disqualifying c-
serters from the army of the United States from vo-
ting, has recently been declared unconstitutional by
the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania, is now null and
tvoid, and that all persons formerly disqualliied
thereunder aro now lawful voters, if otherwise
qualified. The act decided unconstitutional by
the Supreme Court provided as follows :

“A FURTHER SUPPLEMENT TO THE ELECTION LAWS
OF THIS COMMONWEALTH.

Whereas, By the act of the congress of the U-
nited States, entitled ““‘An Act to amend the sev-
eral acts heretofore passed, to provide for the en-
rolling and ealling out the national forces, and for
other purposes,”” and approved March third, one
thousand cight hundretr and sixty-five, all per-
sons who have deserted the military or naysl ser-
vice of the United States, and wha haye nat been
discharged, or relieved fram the penalty, or disa-
bility therein provided, are deeraed, and taken, to
have voluntarily relinquished, and focfeited,
their rights of citizenship, and their rightsto be-
come citizens, and are deprived of exercising any
rights of citizens thereof :

And whereas, persons, not citizens of the Uni-
ted States, are not, under the constitution and
laws of Pennsylvania, qualified eleftors of this
commonweslth :

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the commonwealth
of Pennsylvania in General Assembly met, and it
is hereby enacted Ly the aathority of the same,
That in all ¢lections hereafter to be held in this
commonwealth, it shall be unlawful for the judge
or inspectors of any such election to receive any
ballot, or ballots, from any person. or persons,
embruced in the provisions, and subject to the
disability, imposed by said act of congress, ap-
proved March third, one thousand eight hundred
and sixty-five, and it shall be unlawfal for any
such person to offer to vote any ballot, or ballots.

Section 2. That if any such judge and inspee-
tors of election, ar any one of them shall receive,
or gansent to receive, any such unlawful ballot, or
ballots, from any such disqualified person, he, or
they, so offending, shall be guilty of a misdemean-
or, and, npon conviction thereof, in any ocaurt of
quarter sessions of this camymonweslth, he shall,
fur each offence, he zentenced to pay a fine of not
less than ane hundred dollars, and to undergo an
imprisonment, in the jail of the proper county, for
not less than sixty days.

Section 3. That if any person deprived of citi-
zenship, and disqualified as aforesaid, shall, at any
