Thus Ix/th lines of Ids descent
impressed upon the present Secretary of War those he-
nflitary traits which inspire the possessor with a laud-
able desire to perpetuate his family renown, f'Imrles 1

.lames Fox loved (lie eminence of I.oid Holland, and !
aspired to sitrjutss it. Win. Pitt was the ardent and indc-
i.itiguble imitator of the glory of Chatham, and modelled j
his reputation upon it. And the younger Floyd. the

subject of this imperfect notice -hns successfully aimed 1

to preserve and to perpetuate his family titlo to eminence
and honors. (

both the father and (lie son were l>orn anil reared in
tlmt delightful region of Virginia commonly called the
southwest, and sometime* Little Tennessee; and by their
counsels, family connexions, and influence, have widely
opened that prolitle section of our country to active capi-
t.il and competition. !

The education of the son was in progress while the
father was In Congress; and, to give the former the liene-
lit* arising from the wisdom and experience of the latter,
the son was placed at Georgetown College, where his
father could often see and counsel liitn, and where he

completed the usual course of academic studies. On his
return home, to begin the active business of life, young
Floyd had to select a theatre suitable to hi* genius aud
aspirations. Iu this country the confiscations of genius,
like the northern light, arc closely confined to the polar
circle of law and fioiitics. They sometimes illumine the
hattle-fleld, or sparkle in the closet mcilitations of philo-
Kopliical science. A knowledge of this prompted young
Floyd to study law and politic* ill successful comhinu-
Hon; and in these united pursuits most of his laborious
efforts have been fairly spent.
The promise of young Floyd to till the measure of hi*

father's fame was hailed In western Virginia with exiiltulionand delight. Gifted with precocity, with eloquence,
and conscious power, lie soon liegan to argue law que*-
tion* with judgment and success, and to discuss among
the people the public questions which sorely divided flopticalparties. He early took his stand upon the doc-
trine* anil principles of the democratic party, and con-

tender] for a construction of the constitution according to
the spirit and agreement of the parties to it. From this
l.oncvl en-c.l he has never swerved, and never will, uu

matter what the allurements of power ami the tempta-
tions ot' mm hit ion may present lor his acceptance.

This
measure, which he alone had the sagacity to coinpre-

In that free and enual condition thev entered into
i mutual ctmfederary, by the express articles of which
;hcy agreed to surrender to (he central government, ax a

xuntnou head, certain specified powers for commou defenceand general welfare; each State reserving tinto hertelf,and according to her pleasure, her residuary powers.
\nd, that the lawless hand of arbitrary power should
travo no pretext to seixe what the covenant of the contractingparties foriwide it to touch, the constitution was

uneiuled to declare, as it plainly does, that all powers not

expressly granted, nor propor and necessary to executo
the delegated powers, are reserved to the States respectively,or to the people. In fixing the t'amily-compuct no

uffenaive distinctions and dishonoring inferiority were

|>ermitted to affront the dignity or to wound the pride of
any State. Each State took her seat within tin: family
eirple with the Iwulges of equality seated on her lirow.
And wide as the circle may lieeome, and as many as it
shall contain in future times, sense, virtue, and justice
enough should be always found within it to preserve it
unhurt by human violenco, no matter from what quarter
it may come. Our States and their duties forever should
bo distinct as the billows, yet one, as the sea.

Vet this circle can only lie preserved hv a strict and
honest observance of the sacred principles upon which it
was formed. Family quarrels are the easiest to create
and the hardest to adjust. The fust dark crimson drop
that shall full from nny wound in civil strife will widen
till it swells into an ocean of blood. It is with kindred
states as it is with individuals, who unite for a common
end. Mutual confidence and respect lie at the bottom of
harmony and welfare, and never will lament reooncilomentobliterate the scars which the knife of discord has
made upon the heart, if any of the United States has a

right to meddle with the internal concerns of her coStates,the other States have the same right: for the
rights of equal States are themselves equal. What would
liecome of State sovereignty and reserved powers if Texas
could dictate to New York what estate the latter should
hold, what labor she should employ, or to what country
she must confine it ?

if Massachusetts can constitutionally prohibit Virginia
from carrying her property to Kansas, why cannot Virginia
prohibit Massachusetts from carrying htr property there?
There is nothing in the constitution, nor in the history of
our couqtry, w|drh allows either of those prohibitions to
the exclusion of the other- Yet it is lainentublo to see

the efforts now being made in certain quarters to create a

difference in the sovereign, constitutional powers of the
Stater;, and to censure, to vilify, and to uproot the federal
judiciary for exercising a legal and conceded power to expoundthe rights nnd duties of citizens within the meaningand intendment of the constitution.
The avowed motives for officious conduct are seldom the

real ones nnd never after the intcrmeddlers have l>een
warned that their eonduct is offensive.

In other countries, when the monarch has fairly acquiredwhat others want, a warlike league is formed
against him, on the pretext, hypocritically started, that
he disturbs the balance of power, and lins become dangerousto other State$. They then proceed to reduce the
monarch to that standard of im)>otence which the
leaguers apply to everybody but themselves.
To adjust this so-called balance of power, large armies

are raised ; and Mood and treasure drained from the exhaustedveins and purses of submissive subjects, till taxed
am! oxhnusted nature can endure no more. Then the estateof the victim is sliced and divided among the adjustersof the balance, to reimburse the labor and expensesof the process. Poland and Hungary nre but samplesof many such. This is called the adjustment of the
balance. fjueh modest arbiters of others' rights never
condescend jo no)ice f |ro misery and vossalago around
them. No; sin may beset them, and crimes degrade
tliCIU, hut the lur-sceing piiiiiiumropiM mciiuiuh ijicui uvi.

and the privileges too well appreciated to allow a neglect
of those simple acts which tell so directly upon the institutionsof a State. Out of Kansas, none but men who
regard a civil strife there as accessary to abolition strugglehere wish the (icople to forego their political rights.

The (hktxige Worm.- Mr. E. 11. Hewitt, of East Ron;dolph, Columbia county, Wisconsin, in h letter to the
Commissioner of Patents, remarks that he observed in
the Patent Office Report for 1865 that the cabbage worm

eat the cotton plant when small. The way in which lie
treated his cablmgc was to sow in the spring two and a

half bushels of salt to the acre before planting it. In all
instances, after such treatment the worm disappeared.
In his opinion salt would not kill eablsige, and if one

tca-sjioonful of salt was put into the onbbage before it
matured if wuil'l Ucad mucl} belter, and would not be
affected by the bugs or lioe. In conclusion, lie hoped
that some of the cotton planters would try a similar exiperitacut.
