TUB DOED scorr DBCLSION IN PENNSYLVANIA.
Under date of Ilarriaburg, May II, we find the followingspecial telegraphic despatch in the I'eiuisyL

vauian:
"Thin morning Mr. Welsh, from the select committee

appointed by the senate on the Iired Scott decision, made
au able and eloquent minority report. Thin report is
signed by Messrs. Welsh and Walton, the only democrats
upon the committee, ami, after bring read, was ordered
to be printed in the record I send you a hastily-preparedsynopsis of the document, and am sorry that time
will not permit me to extend this notice. The document
should be published entire in every democratic ]A(jer in
the land. After some preliminary remarks, the report
continues as follows:

" -We cannot but express our deep regret that a hostile
attitude lias been assumed toward the recent action of the
Supreme Court of the United States. Whatever differenceof opinion may exist in reference to that decision, it
should receive the respect and sanction of all law-abiding
citisens until tlie same breath that gave it existence sliall
pronounce its principles erroneous, and its doctrines untenableTo 'repudiate' it---to say that it is -inoperative
as law'.and to proclaim its authors -dictatorial,' 'tyrun:nicai,' and 'unworthy of confidence ami respect,' cannot
but be regarded as startling propositions in the candid estimationof all who view Uiat court as the great conservativeelement in our government, and the constitutional
pruU-ctor of the lights and liberties of the people.'

"After dwelling further upon this point, the report
next refers to the 'propriety' of a State legislature attemptingto review the action of tlie Supreme Court of
the United States, aud declare tliat 'it most be patent to
every one that sueli a course is entirely futile and withoutany possible effect.' This ]>osition is ably argued,
ami cannot fail to shake the convictions of those whose
(>rejudices have forced them into absurd position.
"The next jioint dwelt upon is, that 'it is clear and

conclusive that ours was designed to be a government of
white men. It was not iutended by its founders that anyotherclass or race should ever be permitted to control its
destinies.' The report is eloquent while referring to the
past history of the country, and the evils which a departurefrom the principle stated above would entail upon
our national future, and says Uiat, 'to protect ourselves
and our posterity from such alarming results, we must
carefully guard against the causes which certainly would
produce them.'
"This can only be done by plrfcing a barrier, wide ami

impassable, hetween the two races now in conflict; and
such we hold to be the true merit of Uie recent decision
of the court, which, in its future application and development,will amply shield us from tlie dangers to which we

have adverted. However much we may regret the unfortunatecondition of the colored race, we cannot, in our

cxaminaUon of a question fraught with so much interest,
lose sight of Uie great truth that 'self-preservation is Uie
lirst law of Nature.'

" The report concludes with tlie following eloquent
paragraph:
" ' The minority of your committee have no fears that

the recent decision of the Supreme Court of the United
States will not lie sustained and upheld by the calm good
sense of the American people. In tlie outburst of defeatedsectionalism, tones of denunciation may be hurled
against it by the party whose hopes it destroys and whose
principles it overwhelms. But in the future, as in the
past, the great mass of the people will be true to it, as

they liavo vver been to the I niou and the constitution.
And if ever tlie broken fragments of constitutional lilierty
strew our pathway, it will be in that fatal hour when the
strength and binding force of the judiciary shall be foreverlust on the treasonable resistance of degenerate factions.'"

THE RECENT VOTE.

The black-republican and know-nothing journals arc

seeking to excuse their defeat at the recent municipal
election by ascribing tlie result to a greatly diminished
vote, arguing also that the democracy of the city manifestedbut little interest in the issue, and that the election
was allowed to go by default, lire vote was, it is true,
considerably leas than at the presidential election last fall,
but, as oomjiared with our municipal elections for the last
three years, shows no such great falling off, as is alleged,
and of itself no lock of interest on the part of the democracy,

for the diminished vote as compared with the municipalelections of 1856 and 18jo is almost wholly in that
of tlie opposition. The democracy did not, however, exertthemselves to their utmost, otherwise our majorities
would hare l>een still greater; but as it is^ they ought to

satisfy the opposition of tlicir thorough and complete defeat.Our city candidates have a majority verging closely
upon 10,WW votes over the American candidates, and
about 5,000 over the vote of the American and black-republicancandidates combined. The total vote on Tu.«1day last was 51,705. whereas at the May election in 185G
it was 54,970, and at the October election in 1855, 54,852.

The diminished vote is here shown to be almost wholly
