The last of the children of George III has departed this
life. Her royal highness Mary, Duchess of Gloucester,
expired Thursday, April 30, at the age of 81. She was

bom on the 25th of April, 1770, and, consequently, had
long passed the ordinary limit of human life.
There were thirteen children born from the marriage of

Wales, afterwards George IV ; Frederick, Duke of York ;

r William, Duke of Clarence, afterwards William IV ; Edward,Duke of Kent; Ernest, Duke of Cumberland, afterwardsKing of Hanover ; Augustus, Duke of Sussex and
I Adoljrhus, the Duke of Cambridge. Of tire six daughter*,
f three died unmarried and three wore married. The

HitVOLT Of THK I'll IN CMS AT HAHAWAK. OHKAT NLAIUHThlt.

Tiie Strait Times of Marcli 21 says :

On Tuesduy last we issued an extra, giving an outline
of the recent outrages committed by the Chinese ut Sarawak,particulars of which were brought from thut place
by tiie schooner Good l.uck, which sailed on the 21st
ultimo ami arrived on the 10th instant. Although ru-
mors hud been current that the Kungxi contemplated resistingthe authority of the local government, the latter
ap pear to have treated the matter with indifference.
Suddenly, however, a large laxly, numbering about 200
Chinese, came duwn the river on t>r before the 17tli February,and nt midnight commenced u most determined
attack on the government jieople and property. Tlu-y
lirst procured possession of tiio two forts, one above and
the other below the town of Kuchln, (the seat of Kujuh
Brooke's authority,) which were only garrisoned by twelve
men, and, having furnished themselves with all the arms

and ammunition in the forts, they proceeded to the work
of destruction upon which they hod ventured. 'This wus
at midnight, when all were asleep. One party made an

attack on the residence of Kir J. Brooke, whilst the remainderassaulted the houses of Mr. Crookshank, the
magistrate, and Mr. Middlcton, also n government official.

Whilst the Chinese attacked the front of the house, Kir
James Brooke succeeded in i»assing down the bath-room
and swam across a creek near his house, by which means
he succeeded in gaining the Malay village ; thither, also,
others of the Euro|>ean residents happily reached shortly
afterwards. The assailants lired into Sir James Brooke's
residence, killing Mr. Nicolets, (whoso body wus buried in
the ruins,) plundered the place of everything of value, in
their estimation, and set fire to the building, ruthlessly
destroying Sir James Brooke's excellent library, and the
valuable collections of his whole life.a loss which friend
or foe must equally regret. At the house of Mr. Crookshankthe assailants met with a warm resistance, but that
gentleman wax overpowered. He defended his amiable
and recently-married lady with the utmost gallantry.
Mrs. (Tookshank was brutally wounded before his eyes,
and dragged away when he was no longer able to defend
lier. Mrs. Crookshank was believed to have been killed,
but happily next morning she was found in the jungle.
Her wounded Itody was covered with cocoa-nut leaves.
She was, at latest advices, doing well.

Mr. Crookshank reached the Mission House almost Insensible.'Hie house of Mr. Middlcton (also in the service
of Sir James Brooke) was attacked his house wus fired,
and two of his children unhappily perished in tiio dames.
Mr. Wellington, metallurgist. In the service of the Borneo
Company, a guest of Mr. Middleton's, was killed, and his
head cut off. 'The government treasury was plundered ol
everything it contained, which was considerable ; nearly
every European bad placed his money there as the most
secure place. About $10,01)0 belonging to the Borneo
Company wm carried on. In tire course ot a few hours a

large amount of government projierty was destroyed.
Next day the Chinese Kungsi stated that they had nc

hostile intentions against any one but persons connector]
witli the government. During tlie day negotiations were

opened witli the Chinese, and it was arranged that tlicj
should depart, unmolested by the Malays, with tire plunderthey hnd obtained. At four, p. ui., they started uj
tiie river in their boats.
The immediate cause of this frightful attempt to destroy

the whole of the government European authorities ot Sarawakis stated the. stringent measures which Sii
James Brooke lias Iftwtl ilt expedient to adopt to prevenl
opium smuggling.

Sunday, February 22, 8ir James Brooke received in
telligence of tire retirement of the Chinese, whereupon in
returned from Sudong to thp Sarawak river, but before in
could land tiie Chinese Kungsi had a second time veil
tared down the river in great force -between 500 am

600.
The steamer Sir James Brooke, from Singapore, hoyt

in sight most timcously. The site of her anchorage form
ed tiie base of all subsequent operations. Sir Jama
Brooke and his jwirty at onco proceeded In the steamer t<
Kuchin, and soon succeeded in driving the miscreants oui
of town.
The body or main force of the Chinese driven from the

town were finally either cut off by the Dyaks, or wen

starved in tiie jungle. At the outset about 100 of th<
uninesc were Kiueu. me wariarc assumed u nioae oi ir

regular attack, 'lire Dyuks were let loose, who, from i

large circuit, battue-like, drove the Chinese into theii
fastnesses, accompanied by great loss to the retreaten
where they were hemmed in ; in other words, there tool
place a kind of guerrilla warfare of the most harassing
character, grievously thinning the number of the rebels
Btill, the Chinese were undaunted- From their strong
hold they ventured an attack in five prahus, and coin

nienced ravaging the batiks of the river, 'lire Rungs
landed and constructed a stockude,- which they ailnet
witfi guns, and garrisoned by about 230 men with mns

kets, &o. The Datoo, with his three prahus, made t

dash at the Chinese stockade, where he landed with hit
party and carried the place without a repulse. 'Hie Chinese
in the stockude were cut in pieces. In half an hour tliej
lost from 100 to 120 men ; the rest ip the stockade, hav
lug lost their boats, took to the jung|e.
The wretched fugitives are driven into the jungle, when

a vast number of them must perish from wont and expo,
sure liefore they can reach a nlnce of security.

According to the most moderate estimate, at least 1,00(
Chinese have been killed at tho various places, while al
the flourishing settlements of the Chinese (except at Ku
chin) have tiecn destroyed. The exact number of Chines*

A Dutch war steamer arrived at Sarawak on the 15tli

Instant, (wlien all was happily over,) and after staying
three days returned to Sarawak.

the Chinese, it was found that their loss did not exceed
12 Malays and ltyaks.
The Chinese residents at Knchin were completely restoredto confidence when the steamer left, and had reopenedtheir shopa.
