wonts of collation for the entertainment of the welcome
visitors in tire evening. Extracts were printed in Eng- '

lish, on white banners, and hung on the walls, from '

Moore, Montgomery, llcattie, nnd Shakspeare. Besides (

tlieso there were others bearing extracts from the works
of Kerner, Teick, Leume, Martin Luther, Chaniisso,
Schiller, Uliliuid, Max Schenkendorf, and Claudius, in
German, all having-special reference to the nature, the
necessity, nnd the triumphs of sweet music, in front of
the compartments or boxes in the rear of the platform *

" During the evening a party went out with regalia

and music to meet the expected visitants, and a general '

WHAT BAYAKD TAYLOR THINXH DV TRAVEL
LING IN THE ARCTIC REGIONS,

bayard Taylor hn« returned to Stockholm froin his
rorthern trip, and in a letter to the 'lYibune, dated Kebuarv16, thus sums up tiro relative pleasuie of travel in
die Arctic aud in tropical rones
" It was jweciaely two months since our departure iu

December, and In that time we had {performed a journey
if 2,200 miles, 250 of which were by reindeer, and neary500 inside of the Arctic Circle. Our frozen noses had
reeled off, and the new skin showed no signs of the damigethey had sustained so that we had come out of the
ight not only without u Hear, but with a marked increase
>f robust vitality.
" 1 must confess, bowqver, that, interesting us the

ourney has beeu, and huppily as we have endured its exposure,I should not wish to mukc it again, it is well
a sec the North, even after the Honth; but, as*there is no
me who visits the tropics withput longing ever after to
i-turu again, so, 1 imagine, there is no oue who, having
icen a winter inside the Arctic Circle, would ever wish to
iee another. In spite of the warm, gorgeous, and cver'hangingplay of color hovering over the path of the unleeusun.lu spite of the dazzling auroral dances and the
uaglc&l transfiguration of the forests the absence of true
iaylight, and of ail signs of warmth and life, exercises at
ast a depressing influence on the spirits. The snow, so
leautiful while the sunrise-setting illumination lasts,
wears a ghastly monotony at all other times, and the
sir, so exhilarating, even at the lowest temperature,
recomes an enemy to be kept out when you know his
icrriblc power to benumb and destroy.
" To the native of a warmer zone this pretence of an

inseen destructive force in Nature wciirhs like a nii/ht-
mare upon the miiul. The inhabitants of the North also
seem to undergo a species of hibernation as well as the
mimals. Nearly liulf their time is passed in steep ; they
iro silent in comparison with the natives of the other
parts of the world ; there is little exuberant gnyety and
-heerfulneaa, hut patience, indifference, apathy almost.
Aspects of nature which appear to be hostile to man often
develop and bring into play his best energies, but there
are others which depress and paralyse his powers. 1 apt
xravlnced that the extreme North, like the tropics, is unfavorableto the best mental and physical condition of the
human race. The proper sono of miui lies between 30
und 55 deg. north.
"To one who lias not an unusual capacity to enjoy the

experiences of varies I travel, 1 should not recommend
juch a journey. With me the realization of a long-clierlsheddesire, the sense of novelty, the opportunity for contrastingextremes, and the interest with which the peopleinspired me, far outweighed all inconveniences and
privations. In fact, I was not fully aware of the gloom
and cold in width I had lived until we returned far enough
southward to enjoy eight hours of sunshine and a temperatureabove the freezing point. It wus a second birth
into a living world. Although we had experienced little
iwsitivc suffering from the intense cold, except on the returnfrom Muoniovara to Haparanda, our bodies had alreadyaccommodated themselves to a low temperature,
md the sudden transition to 30 deg. above zero came

upon us like the warmth of June.
"Mr. friend. Dr. Kane, once described to me the comfortho felt when the mercury rose to 7 dog. below zero,

making it pleasant to be on dock. The circumstance was
then incomprehensible to me, but is now quite plain. I
an also realize the terrible bufferings of himself and his
men, exposed to a storm in a temperature of 47 deg.,
ivlien tiie same degree of cold, with a very light wind,
turned my own blood to ice.
" Most of our physical sensations aro relative, and the

mere enumeration of so many degrees of heat or cold
?ives no idda of their effect upon the system. I should
lave frozen at home last winter at a temperature which
found very comfortable in Lapland, with my solid diet

if meat and butter and my garments of reindeer. The
ullowing is a correct scale of the physical effect of cold,
jalculatcd for the latitude of 05 deg. to 70 deg. north
