The following interesting article concerning the

Territory of Notrash* we copy front the Philadelphia

' The Territory of Nebraska was once a part of the old
province of Louisiana, purchased from the French during
the aiuiinistratiou of Mr. Jefferson, and ceded to the
United States in 1803 A territorial government was orinirrlin Nebraska in 1854, and Omaha selected as the
seat of government The progress of the Territory since
then has been gradual. and it now contains a population
ul shout fifteen thousand, and mal estate amounting to
two millions, while t'oogrem has provided for opening
four land offices in the Territory lint south line of Nebraskais the 40th parallel, its north the 49th On mw

lids is Kansas, and on the other the British possessions,
a Isrundary which will one day require fortresses ami
troopa. On the oast is the Missouri river, and on the
west the Rocky mountains, its area Is 335,882 square
miles, a larger extent of country having a government
than any other tin the continent, and enough for several
Slates. Physically it is divided into throe large portions: the first, a triangle, having the Kansas line
for its base, with the Missouri for its eastern, and
the ninety-ninth line of longitude fur its western side.
The seouud is between that meridian and the Rocky
m >untain*, running north from the Kansas line to the
Black hills. The third is the northwest half of the Territorylying between the Black hills awl the Rocky mountains.In the first division are bottom lands of cxtraorilinarvfeitilitv tirinir n Tiiivturc of Band arid chv rwrtmn
and Urge quantities of decomposed vegetable matter,
loaning a porous black mould. The soil is cany of cultivation,and very productive. Two hundred and fifty
bushels of |K»tatoeg, or One hundred and fifty of corn, are

the products of a single acre. 'Diere are numerous spring*
aud streams of excellent water, every quarter section of
land being well irrigated. This region is -veil timbered
with oak and black walnut, ash, cotton wood, willow,
and cedar. Its nek formation is principally sand-stone
and lime-stone. It also possesses a red pipe-day, soft
when first worked, but, on exp<isiire to the air, becoming
as hard as flint. There are lime-stone quarries possessing
the aarne feature, ami probably resembling the famous
stone of Caen, which is now being imported in large
quantities into the United States. This circumstance
will, at no distant day, have its due effect upon the architectureof the Territory, and invite to elaborate workmanshipin the construction of public and private bulKb
lugs. In addition to these arc large quantities of white
chalk, black-band iron ore, and coal aud salt in various
section* of the country.

" The aeooud section U not so productive, a large portionof it is represented as no better than u desert. One
of the most remarkable features of this section is that of
the tmnwaua term, or bad lands, a depressed portion of
the surface, that seems to have sunk down from the high
prairies several hundred feet, leaving everywhere standing
prismatic and columnar masses of the same freight, resemblingthe ruins of Herculaneuin or Pompeii, or an old
European towu with narrow streets and lanes. To the
imagination of the romantic traveller some of them resembleold castles in decay, with actual turrets and buttresses,arches, clustered shafts, and tapiering spires. One
might imagine, says Mr. Owen, the geologist, that he
was approaching a magnificent city of the dead. The
third section lies between the Black hills and the Kooky
mountains, having a mild clinttte and a succession of val-
leys, with the varieties iff the soil like that in the first
section* that on the Yellow Stone being the most fertile,
with here and there eridenoes of strong volcanic action,
not yet entirely ceased.

" Its river* are important. Tlie Yellow Stone is navigablefor steamboats three hundred miles from its mouth.
The Missouri also flows along its frontier, and the Platte
or Nebraska and its tributary, the Sweet Water, so called
from its delicious taste, are also important streams, the
Platte being navigable by steamers between Omaha and
its mouth, a distance of fifty miles. The river which
runs' rises in the bad lands, and runs an easterly course
for four hundred miles. On its south side the lands arc
fertile. The winter is cold but short, tlie summers are

warm, but the air is temjtertd by the cool air from the
prairies The climate is a healthy one The government
lias authorised an expenditure of $580,400 for various
purposes within the Territory, such as tlie military road
from Omaha to Fort Kearney, for the South Pass wagon
road, and for the public buildings."

The cost of these roads, about 2,000 mileR in all,

the Toronto Globe sets down at one hundred millions
of dollars, $50,000 per mile ; the weekly expenses of

running them at $100,000, or $5,200.000 por annum ;
and the annual interest on the capital invested $6,(HKI,000.In view of these figures, the Globe recommends'due caution and deliberate scrutiny before
engaging in any further enterprises of this character.

of Belknap and Ooojicr, and two years more will see the
mountain* ami valleys of the Wichita 'lotted over with
the cottage* of the hardy pioneers of American civilisation.
