Subjoined is the copy
of a letter received yesterday morning at the War Department;

Hbadqcabters Gila Kxranrnox,
Depot on Rio Gila, June 2, 1837.

Colokkl : In forwardiug my monthly return, I have
thu honor to remark that the expedition is developing
one of the most beautiful, fertile, and hcnlthy regions of
our country, in all places finding evidences of a former
numerous people, more civilised, more industrious, and
no doubt more docile than the wandering Allelic who
now desolates it.

In some localities are found irrigating canals, cut ten
feet wide into the sides of the mountains, conveying watermiles to irrigate valleys of the richest character, some
of which arc able to contain twenty thousand inhabitants.

Our efforts constantly at the heels of these Apachesforce them further west -crowding, as I learn, upon more
western nations, who report that their mountains arc inundatedwith new faces, who are forcing their way with
rifle and revolver.
