PREAMBLE AND RESOLUTIONS.

Whereas in all republican forms of government it
necessary for a free jieople in order to act unitedly n

understandlngly for the promotion of the best interests
the people, and in accordance with the usage of tho de
o:t.itic party, since the administration of Thomas Jeff
son, the great apostle of liberty, so us to effect the gre
est amount of good for the greatest number of person
thcrcforo tho undersigned democrats, assembled in c<
vention this 6th day of August, 1853, in the town of .

godones.
1. Resolved, That it is not only expedient, but that

proper regard for our character as democrats, and for (
prosperity of the Territory, seems to require a speci
efficient, and permanent organization of the deinocra
party in this Territory.

2. Resolved, That the democratic party of the Territx
of Now Mexico will organize, and that from tlds time f
ward is organized.

3. Resolved, That the democratic party has never, a

never will, change. Its name nor political creed; and that v

as democrats, are willing tosink or swim, as ctrcumstan
may require, under the broad banner of democracy ; tl
we do recognise, acknowledge, and approve all the lei
ing and established principles of the great deinocra
party of the United States, because we believe those pr
ciplcs to be more conducive to the happiness, welfa
common anil general interests of the people, sccuri
equal rights and equal privileges, and extending eqi
protection to all, denying all distinctions not justified
merit.

4. Resolved, That we do recognise as our basis f
principles recognised aud promulgated by the deinocra
party in convention at Baltimore, in Jnoe. ism, «

us the leading principle*of the party advocated and ma
taincd I>y Jottwrson and Jackson.

6. Ranked, That we fully oonftde in the capacity of
people of New Mexico for self-government, and that
believe the Territory has a sufficient number of citiaens
talent and integrity within her own limits to fill ull
ofliccs in it.

(!. Resolved, That we will support no man to represi
this Territory as delegate to Congress unless he he a de
ocrat, known and accepted as such in name and principl
and in ail corning elections for the purpose of filli
all offices of honor, trust, or profit, will nominate no p
son, nor vote for any person, who is not known to 1>
democrat good and true, and who will not submit
claims to the action and decision of his democratic frier
in convention assembled, and who is not capable.

7. Jltao/ml, That we, as democrats, disapprove the i

happy and unnecessary character of political contest whi
has heretofore been waged in this Territory; and lielievi
that the immediate abandonment of the parties whi
have Iscn created upon personal issues, in which t
masses can l>e neither interested nor profited, and thceai
adoption of the national party distinctions, will is: hail
by the people us being agreeable to themselves and l>
calculated to promote the common welfare that we d
approve all attempts, coming from whatever quarter,
create party distinctions, based upon difference in race
that such invidious distinctions find no place in the del
ocratic creed ; coming from Mexicans, it is anti-Amc
can, and coming from Americans, it iB native-America
ism, which is held in abhorrence by all true democrats.

Ilaohtd, That this convention can gee no icas
to change, annul, or amend any of the principles
forth in the foregoing platform, and \vc do hereby udc
and ratify each and every one of the principles there
contained.

Rr.'Avtd, That we hall the election of James Huchan
to the presidential chair, and John C. Breckinridge
Vice President of the United States, as the dawning 01

bright era in the history of the democratic party, and
n triumph over faction and fanaticism.

Rr.Holtnl, That we hold the maintenance of demoeni
principles to be of vitsl importance to the prosperity ai

well-lieing of the people of this Territory, and we repu<
ate the doctrine held by our political opponents that t
people of New Mexico arc not capable of self-govemmer
and not sufficiently enlightened to understand the pri
dples of the different political parties.
And he U further rein!red, That we will use all honoi

hie and fair means to elect the candidate for delegate
this convention.
