Fort Kearney, and report that a company of nineteen men,
having in their charge 824 head of beef cattle belonging
to Russell & Waddle, nnd destined for the Utah expedi-
thon, had been attacked by a band of 150 Cheyennes and
Cumanches on the 18t fostant.  The Indians came upon
the drovers and firpd quite unexpectedly, killing ane man
and desperately wounding another. At the time of the
attack scarcely any of the drovers had their guns londed,
After rocovering from the shoek they procveded to losd
their guns as quickly as possible, and to return the fire.
They think they oertainly cansed three, if not five, of the
Indians to bite the dust.

But this little ropaid them for thelr own lows. The |

cattle belonging to the drove took a stampede at the
first charge of the Indians, and before the skinmish was |
over they sneceeded in ronning off twenty out of twenty-
two of the company’s mules and horses, |

‘This happened ahout twenty-seven miles aliove Fort |
Keamey ; and baving only two mules pr horses left,
the greater part of the company had to foot it back to
the fort, which they did by a cirenitous route, n order to
avoid the Indians ; fhus making the acton] distance much
farther.
