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The following Athvr to kit Gcuulty, by James Madison,
the original manuscript of which is now in the pomession
of a gentleman in this city, was found, many years after
lib decease, among a mass of old papers. It will be new
to most readers, and would, it seems to us, form a singularlyappropriate inscription for a monument, whenever
his own State, or the country by whom his memory will
always be cherished and revered, shall erect one to him.
At present, even the yravt of Madison is unmarked by a

stone. His remains lie in a corner of the burial-place at

Pursuant to n call l>y the Sons of Israel, whose fore
lathers fought for the liberty and independence of them
United States, for the protection of freedom and religion*
liberty, which holds its place in our blessed constitution
and one of the strong links that hold our Union together
a meeting was held at the Synagogue, on Fourth street
au Sunday evening, the 20th ofSeptember, 1857.

guard to equal rights and privileges, and the Americai
flag offers protection to all her citiaens therefore.

Revolved. That, as citizen* and Israelites, we protes
jigainst certain articles in a treaty with this country ant

Switzerland, wherein the Jewish (itiaens are deprived o

their constitutional rights when scqourning in tha
country.

Re»olutd, Tliat we protest against an action of the Uni
ted States Senate in 1855 in having concluded a treat)
(when the petition and signatures of forty thonsanc
American citizens was before- them in opposition to mak
ing any such treaty) averse to the laws of Mature, whici
knows no Jew or Uentile. averse to ttie law of the land
and averse to the age of progress in which we live.

Revolved. That, while we and the great mass of thi
Jewish citizens have always been faithful to the govern
rncnt and its principles, and 1settled with and for tin
same in her days of conquest and reverse, so we hold tha
high body of the United States senators of 1855 responsi
hk for ratifying a treaty which would bare been worth;
