Further Foreign Inidltgenet.
Sr. Johns, (N. B.,) Sept. 29..Hie steamship Jura,

from Cork 011 the 17th, with London dates to the 15th,
brings the following news in addition to that forwarded
yesterday:
There are t}0 authentic details, however, as yet.
Gen. Haveiock was at Lucknow on the 30th July.
Hie three regiments that mutinied were dispersed by

the tenth regiment.
Calcutta and Hyderabad were quiet on the 14th August.
Brigadier Stewart arrived at Mliow on the td August.
Halklar remains faithful.
Krom Bombay it is stated that the mutiny in the 27th

regiment at Kalpore was suppressed by six companies of
the 33d regiment.
One company of artillery had arrived from the Mauri;tius.
Hamulus, Sept. 14..The French boat Mersey has

just brought the Bombay mail to the 15th August.
We have no China tmdl.
Delhi was expected to hill in about a fortnight, and

General Haveiock's troops, who are advancing upon
Lucknow, were expected to be at Delhi.

It is reported that Nona Sahib, who had taken to flight,
has destroyed himself.

'The seventh, eighth, aud fortieth regiments of Bengal
native infantry had revolted, and tied to the Roane river,
pursued by her Majesty's tenth regiment under General
Lloyd. Eight hundred of the mutineers were killed

'lire Punjaub is tranquil, as well us the country around
Delhi, Meerut, and Agra.
At Bundelcuud there were signs of disturbance.
There is little news from Gwailor. The mutineers at

Seal Kate were destroyed on the 16th of July by General
Nicholson.

Detachments of European troops had been sent to Bom|
buy. The panic which existed at Bombay a fortnight
ago had subsided.

Gen. Neil joined Havelock on the 23d of July, and
was on the full march towardB Lucknow.
A wing of the thirty-third infantry, from the Mauritlj

us, had arrived at Bombay.
At 'finbalpore, the 31st native infantry, 40th foot, and

the 3d irregular cavalry, under native officers only, at;tacked on the 17th of August the mutineers consisting of
the 42d native infantry and 3d irregular cavalry, and
completely routed them.
We learn that a plot has been discovered, and that

amongst the conspirators were the son of the well-known
Ameer Gundfya and Molier Ally Kunsen, who were arrested.
A plot had also been discovered at Benares.
It wus reported that Agra had fallen into the hands of

the rebels.
A despatch received at the Indian House from Alexandria,September 8, says Gen. Havelock's forces, after reoccupyingCawnpore, finding Bithoor evacuated, burned

it to the ground. On the 28th and 30th of July they
found the rebels at Buffer el Gunge, about 18 miles from
Cawnpore, numbering 10,000, whom they defeated with
the loss of fifteen guns. They expected to reach Lucknowthe next day.
Nena Bahib perpetrated a fearful massacre at Cawnpore,

in which nearly all the European inhabitants perished.
Sir Colin Campbell hod assumed command of the Indianarmy.
The 12th irregular cavalry, which mutinied at the

same time, murdered their commanding officer, Major
Holmes, and his wife.

'Hie disarmed 26th Bengal native Infantry mutinied at
Mecan on the 30th July, and murdered their commandingofficer, Major Spencer.

LATEST.

Qen. Havelock's force for the occupation of Cawnpore
had, in eight days, marched 126 miles and fought four
actions with Nena Sahib's arniy, against overwhelming
odds in point of numbers, and had taken tweuty-four
guns of light calibre, and that, too, in the month of
July, in India.
On the morning of the 17 th of July the force marched

into Cawnpore. The soul-harrowing spectacle which
there presented itself to them beggars description. A
wholesale massacre had been perpetrated by the fiend
Nena Sahib.eight officers and ninety men of her Majesty's84th regiment, seventy ladies, and one hundred
tuiu bvrvubj-uuv uuiiui en vi ucr majesty ti JAU IUOI, uiiu

the whole European and Christian population of the place,
including civilians, merchants, pensioners, and their
families, to tho number of 400 persons, were the victims
of this .Satan. The court-yard in front of the Assembly
Rooms, in which Ncnu Sahib had fixed hi6 headquarters,
and in which the women had been imprisoned, was

swimming in blood. A large number of women and
children who had been cruelly spared after the capitulation
for a worse fate than instant death had been barbarously
slaughtered on the previous morning. The former havingbeen stripped naked, and then beheaded and thrown
into a well, and the latter having been hurled down
alive upon their butchered mothers, whose blood reeked
on their mangled lrodies. Only four escaped.the wife of
a merchant and three others.

General Havelock, in a despatch to the Governor General,says that "Nena Sahib drowned himself, with his
family. He had an intention of going to Lucknow, but
when he got as far as the river the cavalry and infantry
deserted him. They are all gone off, after destroying
their arms, to their different homes. Cawnpore is now as

quiet as Adahabad.''

Philadelphia, Sept. 29..The city and Routhwark
banks arc {laying out small amounts.of specie despite the
agreement of yesterday. They receive the notes of the
other banks on depositc, with the exception of the Bank
of Pennsylvania.

Trentox, Sept. 29..H. H. Bottom & Co., paper dealers,and Bottom, Tiffany, & Co., machinists, have suspended.
The Burlington, Cumberland, Camden, and Salem banks

are reported to have failed.
The East Jersey banks, including Trenton, will hold

out while the New York banks remain firm.

Chicago, Sept. 29..The banking house of Frinkham
A Co. have suspended, but there has been no run on any
of tho other bankers.

St. Locis, Sept. 29..There was a run on the bankerB
to-day, and the house of Bogy, Miltenbcrger, A Co. suspendedin consequence of the non-arrival of specie in
truruitu. They will probably resume to-morrow. The
other bankers promptly met all demands.
The assets of Anderson A Co. will largely exceed all

liabilities, and it is supposed they will soon resume.
The house of Darby & Barksdale has suspended.
A card lias been published, signed by the wealthiest

citizens, certifying to the solvency of Lucas A Co., and
lienick A Peterson.
