Bevernl miles the point at which we wers vikited by
tlese * Kivways'' we reached the enonmpment of n large
ox traln with provisions for Col. Johsston's command ;

Thix party had been far beyond, bt bad turned dack, re-
tracing their steps for weversl days’ jonruey, having
learned from & Mexican captive in & band of Kioways
that o Jarge force of {he Cheyennes had concentrated be-
fow, woar e lower erossing of the Cimaren, ad on the
Arkoansss river, waiting for our party to arrive, intending
to wtop it,  This Mexican reported that the Cheyonnes
wore very angry, and had declared that the ssil shoukd
not pass through again.  Wikle waiting, and consulting
here, Col. Johnsten and his force of about 500 men, in-
funtry sl envalry, the escort of the Kansas bomndary
survey, prssed np lowards the wpper erossing.  From Col,
Jubmston wa denrmisd  that the mad was * highly dan-
zorons for sl pacties,”’ and be advised ns to remain
watil the return of Uie ox-tiolin,. We did so, and trav-
elled with it one day, bub the progress of the train was

W pssedd the Lower Springs  without secing Indians,
sl were cromsing the Jomada, on the 13th, when we
fuw e gronp of black objects on the verge of the praicie,
wih by the aid of a gloss 1 eonld distinguish eight or ten
Tudhians iu full gallop towards us ; others were soon scen
in differont directions, and they all npproached.
The arms and amuminition were loid out in resdiness, and
we travelled om o nsnal,

Nefore  coming  within  rifle mnge several of the
Indings torned off, and seven only came towards us,
and mwle signs for us to stop, but we kept on, and
they trotted belind us at o respectinl distance. They
ww that we were foo strong for them, and afier o
little consultation they eallod for our conduetor. *“The
captain,” Fields, conversed with them by signs, and or-
dered them to nostring their bows, which they imme-
tately did, nd then sode slonguide of our party. They
travelled with us for four or five miles, and then signi-
fied Wi willingnens to Jeave us if we would give them o

8 lew maon wonds fur them, and gave
onk sugar four old chiefs and
thiee young ‘men, and beautifully

sdorned by large
g chiefs sat down,
and, Tighting o pige, went through the corcmony of
smaking all avound. In thie we obscrved that the young
men did not participate, nor did they sit down, or take
any part in the proceedings,

We then drove on very cantionsly but papidly, and
reached the Sandd bills after daek ; found o double track,
or the trail of the other mail pasty, which Lol evidently
turned back, mnid & great number of tracks of Indian po-
nis om ench kide gave ne renson to fear that this party
had been foresid to retmn by the Indiane. When we
crossed the Arkansas river the next morning we fonnd
the rovlway completely coversd with mocemsin tracks on
enchside of the teail of the wagons. Fragments of crack-
eru anel deippings of molases in the road showed plainly
that the other party had been dealing ont their pro-

vislons,
