\\Y, the people of the Territory of Kansas, by our repnsentativeein convention, assembled at I<econtptoh, in

said Territory, on Monday, the 4th day of September,1857, and of the independence of the United States the
eighty-second year, having the right of admission into
<hc Union as one of the United States of America, con-
.-intent with the federal constitution, and by virtue of the
treaty of cession by France to the United States of the
province of IjOtiisiana, made and entered into on the
thirtieth day of April, lbOd; and by virtue of, and in
necordatioe with, the act of Congress passed March
drtth, 1854, entitled "An act to organize the Territories
of Nebraska and Kansas," in order to secure to ourselves
mid our posterity the enjoyment of all the rights of life,liberty, and prosperity, and the free pursuit of happiness,do mutually agree with each other to form ourselves into
a free, independent, and sovereign State, by the name
Mid style of the State of Kansas, and do ordain and es-
tablish the following constitution for tho governmentthereof:

Bounder*n.
Aitrictr. 1. We do declare and establish, ratify and contirm,tlie following as the permanent boundaries of the

said State of Kansas that is to say: Beginning at a pointon the western boundary of the State of Missouri where
the thirty-seventh parallel of north latitude crosses the
same ; thence west on said parallel to the eastern boundjo'arv of New Mexico ; thence north on said boundary tolatitude thirty-eight; thence following «;Vtd boundarywestward to the cast, boundary of the Territory of Utah,on the summit of the Rocky WUiuntaius thence northwardon said summit to the fortieth parallel of latitude ;thence cast ou said >>Aral lei to the western boundary ofthe State of MiiWjuri; thence south with the westernlamndary of "idd State to the place of beginning.

Art. 2. No county, uow established, which border*
upon (lie Missouri river, or upon either Ixiuk of the Kan

asriver, shall ever In* reduced by the formation of new

The powers of the government of the State of Kansasshall he divided into three separate dc[wti'tinents.thelegislative, the executive, and the judicial turd no personcharged with the exercise of powers properly belongingto one of their departments shall exercise any function,appertaining to either of the others, except in the

The chief executive power of this State shall
I vested iu a governor, who stiall hold his office for two
years from the time of his installation.

Skc. 2. The governor shall be elected by the qualified
eleetoI'd of the State. The returns of every election for
governor shall he sealed up and transmitted to the scat
of government, directed to the secretary of State, who
i-hull deliver them to the speaker of the house of repreMiitatives at the next ensuing session of the legislature,during the first week of which session the speaker shall
open and publish them iu tire presence of both houses
of tlie legislature. The person having the highest nutn-
l>er of votes shall be governor, but if two or more shall «
be igjurtl and highest in votes, then one of them shall be
chosen governor by the joint ballot of both houses of the
legislature. Contested elections for governor shall be
determined by both houses of the legislature in such 1

manner as may Lt pipscribed by law. >

age, shall have been a citizen of the United States for

See. 21. A State treasurer nud auditor of public accountsshall be elected by the qualified electors of the
State, who shall hold their offices for Ihc term of two
years, unless sooner removed.

LEGISLATIVE DKi'.UCTMK.NT.

Suction 1. Tho legislative authority of thin State shall
l>c vested iu a legislature, which shall consist of a senate
and house of representatives.

Sec. 2. No pei-sol'. holding office under tho authority of
tho United States, except postmasters, or any lucrative
office under the authority of this State, shall be eligible
to or have a scat iu the legislature ; but this provision
shall not extend to township officers, justices of the peace,
notaries public, or militia officers.

Bsc. II. No poison who lias been, or may hereafter
lie, convicted of a penitentiary offence, or of an cmbekxlementof the public funds, shall hold any office in
this State, nor shall any jieraon liolding public money
for disbursement, or otherwise, have a seat in the lcgisla-
tore until he shall have accounted for and paid such
money into the treasury.

Sko. 4. Tho member# of tho house of representatives
shall be elected by the qualified electors, anil shall serve
for the term of two years from the dose of the general
election and no longer.

Kbo. a. The senators shall lie chosen for (lie term of
four years, at the same time, in the same manner, and at
the same places as are herein provided for members of flic
hoiltto nf rortrp»j/>!\frit.iAr<H2

Sior. fi. At the first session of the legislature the Bona-
torn shall, l»y lot, divide their senator* into two classes,
and the seats of the senators of the first elans shall lw va-
eated at the expiration of the second year, and of the secondclass at the expiration of the fonrth year, so that one
lialf, as near as may be, may be chosen thereafter every
two years for the term of four years.

Net. 7. The number of senators shall not la; less than
thirteen nor more than thirty-three, and at any time
when the number of senators is increused they shall be
annexed by lot to one of the two classes, so as to keep
theni as nearly equal In members as possible.

house may prescribe.

Sec. 16. Each member of the legislature shall receive
roiu the public treasury such compensation for iiis scrilcesas may be fixed by law but no Increase of cotnpenationshall take effect during the term for which the
nembcrs were elected when such law passed.
Sec. 17. Bills may originate in either house, but may

>e altered, amended, or rejected by the other, and all
tills shall be rood by sections on three several days, exopton an extraordinary occasion ; two-thirds of the
nembcrs may dispense with such reading, but in no case
hall a bill be |>osMcd without having once been read, und
my bill having passed both houses shall lie signed by the
ipeaker and president, in the presence of their respective
louses.

esignation, or otherwise, of any of its members.

Section 1. The judicial powers of this State shall be
vested in one supreme court, circuit courts, chancery
courts, courts of probate, and justices of the jicoce, and
such other Inferior courts as the legislature may from
time to time orduin and establish.

Use. 2. The supremo court, except in cases otherwise
directed by this constitution, shall have appellate jurisdic!lion only, which shall be coextensive with the State,
under Huch restrictions and regulations not repugnant to
this constitution as may from time to time be prescribed
by law I'rviiibd, That the supreme toUrt shall have
power to Issiie wHts of lnjuction, maiukxttuu ijuo warranto,
/wheat corfnii, and such other remedial and original writsas
may 1* necessary to give it general superintendence and
control of inferior jurisdictions.

Skc. 3. There shall be held annually at the scat of governmenttwo sessions of the supreme court at such times
as the legislature may direct.

Sec. 4. The supreme court shall consist of one chief
justice and two associate justices.

Sao. 5. 'The supreme court may elect a clerk and re-

porter, who shall respectively receive such compensation
an the legislature may prescribe.

Kmc. (J. 'Hie Statu shall Ire divided into convenient
circuits, and for each circuit there shall be elected a

judge, who shall at the timo of his election, and as long
as he continues in office, reside in the circuit for which
lie hiiK been elected.

Sue. 7. The circuit courts shall have original jurisdictionof all matters, civil and criminal, within this State,
not otherwise excepted in this constitution; but in civil
cases only where the matters in controversy shall exceed
tire sum of one hundred dollars.

(Skc. 8. A circuit court shall bo held in each county or
district in the State twice in every year, at such times and
pluccs as may be proscribed by law, and the judges of tlio
several circuit courts may hold courts for each other when
they may deem it advisable, and shall do so when directedby law.

Sec. 9. The legislature may establish a court or courts
of chancery, with original and appellate equity jurisdiction,and until the establishment of such court or courts
the said jurisdiction shall be vested in the judges of tire
circuit courts respectively ; but the judges of ihe several
circuit courts shall have power to issue writs of injunction
returnable to the courts of chancery.

Sec. 10. The legislature shall establish within each countyin the State a court of probate for the granting of letters
testamentary of administration and orphan's business, and
the general superintendence of the estates of deceased persons.and such other duties us may be prescribed by law;
but in no case shall it have jurisdiction in matters of civil
or criminal law.

Sec. 11. A competent number of justices of the peace,
in and for each county, shall be elected, in such mode
and for such term of office as the legislature may direct;
their jurisdiction in civil matters shall lie limited to cases
in which the amount docs not exceed one hundred dollars,and in all eases tried by a justice of the peace tiic
right of appeal shall be secured under such rules and regulationsits may be prescribed by law.

8bc. 12. 'lire chief justice and associate, justices of the
supreme court anil judges of the circuit, court and courts
of chancery shall, at stated times, receive for their servicesa com|>ensatiou which shall lie fixed by law, and
simii not Du uummsiieu during tncir continuance in 01licc; but they shall roccive no fees, no perquisites of office,nor hold any other office of profit Or trust under this
State, the United States, either of the other States, or

any other power, during their continuance in office.
Six. 13. The chief justice and associate justices of the

supreme court shall lie elected by the qualified voters of
the whole Statu ; the judges of the circuit courts by the
qualified voters of their respective circuits; and the judges
of the chancery courts shall lie elected by the qualified
voters of their respective chancery divisions, at such
times and places as may bo prescribed by law ; but said
elections shall not 1)3 on the same day that the electionof members of the legislature is held.
Sw, 14. All vacancies in the office of chief justice and

associate justices of the supreme court, and judges of the
circuit court, court of chancery, and probate court, shall
lie filled by appointment, made by the governor for the
time being, but the governor shall Immediately, upon
the receipt of information of a vacancy aforesaid, orderan election to fill such vacancy, first giving sixty
days' notice of such election.

Sec. 15. The chief justice and the associate justices of
tiie supreme court shall hold their offices for and during
the period of six years from the date of their election, and
until their successors shall be qualified and provision
shall be made by law for classifying those elected, so tliat
the chief justice or one of the said associate justices of the
supreme court shall bo elected every two years the judges
of the circuit, chancery, and probato courts shall hold
their offices for and during the term of four years from
the date of their election, and until their successors shall
be qualified.

Sso. 16. Clerks of the circuit courts and courts of probateshall be elected by the qualified electors in each
county, and all vacaucics in such office shall be filled in
such maimer as the law may direct.

Sec. 17. 'Hie chief justice and associate justices of the
supreme court, by virtue of their offices, shall be conservatorsof the peace throughout the State ; the judges of
the circuit court throughout their respective circuits, and
the judges of the inferior courts throughout their respectivecounties.

Sue. 18. The style of all process shall be "The State
of Kansas," and all prosecutions shall be carried on in
the name and by the "authority of the State of Kansas,"
and shall conclude, " Against the peace and dignity of
the same."

Sac. 19. There shall be an attorney general for the
State, who shall be elected by tire qualified voters thereof,
and as many district attorneys as the legislature may deem
necessary, to be elected by the qualified votets of their
respective circuits, who shall hold their offices for the
term of four years from the date of their election, and
shall receive for their services such compensation as may
be established by law, which, shall not be diminished duringtheir continuance in office.

Sao. 20. Vacancies occurring in the office of attorney
general, district attorneys, clerk of the circuit court,
clerk, of the court of probate, justices of the ]>enoc, and
constables, shall be filled in such manner ns shall be providedfor by law.

Sac. 21. The bouse of representatives shall have the
sole power of impeachment.

Sac. 22. All impeachment shall be tried by the senate;
when sitting for that purpose the senators shall be on
oath or affirmation, and no person shall be convicted
without the concurrence of two-thirds of the members
present.

8*<\ 23. The govornor and all civil officers shall be lta-
blc to impeachment for any misdemeanor in office, but
judgment in such cases shall not extend further than to
removal from office and of disqualification to hold any
office of honor, trast, or profit under the Htatc ; but the
party convicted shall nevertheless l>e liable and subject to
indictment, trial, and punishment according to law.

Sac. 1. The right of property i* before and higher
than any constitutional sanction, and the right of the
owner of u slave to such slave and its increase Is the
nunc and as Inviolable as the right of the owner of any
property whatever.
