¢ In sccerdance with these principles, Congress, by nct
of 30th Moy, 1854, organized the Territory of Kansas,
It was declared to be ‘the true intent and meaning of
this act not to legislate slavery into any Territory or
State, nor to exclude it therefrom, but to leave the peo-
ple thereof perfectly free to form snd regulate their do-
mestic institutions in their own way.' Under this act
Eapsas, when admitted as o State, wis to be received into
the Uniou with or without slavery, as their constitution
may prescribe ot the tme of their admission, On the
19 ubiruary, 1857, the tevvitorinl legislature of Kansas
pasged a law providing for the election of delegates to a
convention, to meet on the first Monday of September,
for the purpose of framing n coustitntion  preparatory to
adwinssion into the Union. Delogates were elected under
this law, and they nssembled in convention and framed a
constitution, The conventlon, by a close vote, decided
to submit the provision respecting slavery to the people,
and directed an election o be held for that purpose on
the 21st of the present th, Thus the peaple, by their
representatives, proceeded ‘in thelr own way,” '
