'Hie diflicu!tvwas not at first a political one, but it was seized upon,
sk a pretext for tliuir acts, by those lawless and uatlos*
men who are never satisfied except when enguged hi some

broil or exciting trouble. The juan of the conntry is
tin- last thing such people desire, and they eagerly seize
on every petty qmurel to disturb it. Such acta are de-
uioralixing in their effects on the puhlie mind, and it lie
hooves every good citizen to discountenance ibein, and
arsist iii biiugiug tlic actors to punishment. To quell
these disturbances i have deemed it necessary to send u

detachment of lit iced (States troops into the neighbor
hood, which has had the effect to restore jic.icc to the
community The rumors of battles and the killing of
various person*, with which the country was rife at the
time, have proved to be untrue the marauders having
confined their operations to the indiscriminate plunder of
friends and foes.
The affair* of Kansas have for a long time attracted 1

much of tin' attention of all portions el the American
Union and it is sincerely to lie hoped that the troubles ]
which iiave heretofore existed among the people of this
Territory are about to lie peaceably adjusted After the
long-continued disturbances this will be a most gratify
ing result, and will give a new impetus to the prosperity

has been, by people from every portion of the older Statin,
many oi whom entertained extreme views on the questionof domestic slavery, it eould hardly be expected that
collidona would uot occur, and yet a spirit of tolerance,
Mich its hits characterized the people of our sister Territory,Nebraska, which was organized under the sauic law,
slid where slavery exists to almost, if not quite, as grmt
an extent as it does here, might have prevented it. There
all questions of public policy have been determined by a

resort to the ballot-box, and all parties have yielded a

ready acquiescence to such decisions. Coercive measures
have never been resorted to there ; and whenever frauds
have been attempted at the elections, application has keen
made to the proper tribunals for correction, and in no

iustaucu, as fur as my information extends, without findingredress. On these subjects the conduct of the |ieop)e
ol Nebrai-kii Territory is worthy ol all commendation, and
I sincerely hope that the great mass of the people of this
Territory will follow their example.

It is much to be regretted that the federal government
has la-en compelled to interfere in your territorial affairs,
and I trust tlrat such interference will not be required in
the luture. A full and fair expression of the wishes of
the (leople, hv means of the ballot-box, will wtUe ail J
these political differences, and during the time that 1 may
have control ol' the executive authority here nothing

-hall be left undone to afford theut an opportunity to give
such expression. 1

ton will be governed by ealui judgment and wise counhoU.Hasty or partisan legislation should be by all means
avoided ; the patriotic statesmen will always is- governed
by considerations id public policy, keeping in view the
necessities of the whole people, so as to protect and benefitthe meritorious, and at the same time check anil punishtlie vicious.

Before engaging in the business of legislation, however,
1 will direct your attention to the constitution recently
framed by a convention sitting in this place. The second
section of the schedule reads as follows :

Sec. 2. "All laws now of force in the Territory of Kansas,which are repugnant to this constitution, shall con-
finite and be of force until altered, amended, or repealed
by a legislature assembled under the provisions of this
i-oustitntimi."

This was signed on the 7th day of November, 1867,
and under its provisions submitted to the people on the
tint day of December last. It was again submitted to a

vote of the |>eople by an act of the legislature, approved
December 17, 1867, only one of the political parties voting
ut the time on these propositions, and the others almentiugt heiusel ves from the polls, lu this condition it will
probably lie sent to Congress, and it may be as well for
you to delay any im|s>rtunt legislation until you can ascertainwhat action Congress will take in the premises ;
for Hhoithl KAnhas Is) admitted am one of the Ktates of the
l'nion under this constitution, it would have the effect
to nullify all your acts, and revive such as you may have
ii |>ealed. If, however, you shall conclude to disregard
this possible state of affairs, It then becomes my duty to
direct you attention to some matters on which legislative
Action may tie accessary.
The criminal laws of the Territory, owing to the distnrtvtfl state of the countrv. are at nrcsent the most iru-

portant. Every offence against thu laws should be followedby speedy punishment, uud this should lie commensuratewith the decree of crime committed. That philanthropywhich necks to pardon criminals for the purposeof reforming theio will never reduce their number or

protect BOdcty from their depredations ; but Bure and

adequate punishment in well calculated to deter others
from like practices It is impossible, however, to enforce
thecrimioid laws without prisons in which to cqpfine the
i riuiiuals. Your earliest efforts, therefore, should be diirctedto the collection of revenue and tire erection of
prisons.'

I have liecu informed that on organization exists in
tins 'i'erritory similar to what is said to be the Danite or

gauizatiou among the Mormons. It is asserted that the
members are bound by the most solemn oaths and obligationsto resist the laws, take the lives of their frllow-citizcus,
or commit any other act of violence they may hp directedby their leadars. I am unwilling to believe that such
an organization could ever hud an existence in a civilized
community; but the baro possibility of its existeuce, and
the tact that assassinations have recently l>crn perpetrated
giving a color of truth to the statement, should induce
you to give it your most serioits attention. By allowing
it to go without notice, there is great danger Urat counter
organizations may be started, and thus the whole country
be placed at the mercy of lawless and irreS|ior.slble men.

The "act tor the prevention and punishment of election
bauds," |Hissed at your late session, ought to be so amendedas to apply to those who may attempt to deter men
from voting hy threats of personal violence or other meggs
of intimidation It ought, also to provide a punishment
for officers of the election who shall bill, neglect, or refuse
to send up the returns within a Specified time.

The ebvtion law ought also to be amended go as to rg-
quire every |ier»on to vote at the precinct near which he
resides, and in no case to lie allowed to vote out of Ids
«>wn municipal township. The number of election pre
«tnct0 ouffnt to ue increase w> &p to lmv« ihfm convenientfor tine people to attend the polls. At present there
it iniyoaa;*eciuct in some of the counties, and the peopleof the iHkoie oonnty are thus compiled to go to that
plac e to vote. ThU should be corrected The county
eourmisxioners should he autlu>ii«*l to establish a* many
voting places as they may deem necessary ; and all county
and township officers ought to 1st elected by the people.

II
cuthority is juu-aniotiut, ami cannot lie transcended by ut

lire powers it confer* are specilic, and must not he disit
iptrded. it is, in fact, the chart by which we must shap
>ur course. So long, therefore, as we sltall limit our otti
ial action to its provisions, listen to wise counsels, avoi
liasty legislation, pursue such a course as will give securi
ty to the lives, liberty, and property of the people, la
mide personal animosities for the public good, and hoi
the territorial officers to a strict accountability for th
faithful execution of the laws, we can have nothing t
lear. It may be in your power to restore tranquillity an

iibiiio pros|s>iity to the Territory, or you may establish
peigu of terror whh-h will be disastrous to all the best in
-crests of the people, who hare intrusted you with legii
alive authority Such is the condition of attain) in th
territory at this time.

times. The row* of letters running horizontally, from

papers, for ladies' letters, and for advertiser] letters, with
tables for the city carriers to assort their letters on.

Square baskets receive the letters drop)>ed in to be mailed,
and there are eouipleU' arrangements for "stamps," &c.
Single luinps will be sold on the outside hy a dealer iu
stationery, who is to have a neatly-fitted-up stall.
The mailing department is spine seventy feet hy sixty two,lighted by large sky-lights in the daytime, with

numerous gas chandeliers fur darker hours, 'lire ceiling,
which is seventeen feet from the floor, is (minted gaudily
In franco, and there are admirable urriuigeuienta for ventilation,while two large furnaces below supply any required
degree of iumt. A space is railed off at one end, where
the mail-carriers will enter todeposite or take uway letters
and (tapers, ui»d in a basement is a store-room for keeping
rinpty bags. There are large tables for stamping, count
iug, and sorting letters, for doing up packages, making
out and verifvfhg way-bills, and the other office opera
tious, with a new system for "bagging" the liutil matter.
A frame-work, iu movable sections, oil legs like tu

hies, forms a semi circle of compartments, arranged ut uu

angle, around the distributors. In each com(mrtment a

mail bag is fixed by four hooks, and the clerks can thus
toss (lockages into any one of about eighty bags without
moving As the "matter" is placed on a table behind
them, the labor of "haggiug" is thus greatly simplified,
and can he quickly done.
There are safes for the safe-keeping of money and re-

gist.red letters, wash-stands supplied with water, and all
th« modern conveniences of the day. In short, nothing
appears to have been overlooked that can contribute to
the comfort of the public, and facilitate the arduous dutiesof the clerks.

Mr. Bowks'* Lk.ti hk at ths Smithroxiak Inrtitctr.
Notwithstanding the inclemency of the weather, the audienceat the Smithsonian on Friday night last was good,
and the lecture of this reverend gentleman, wLich was on

Central Africa, was listened to with intense interest from
tin- beginning to the close. To most pereons this subject
was new, and jioaseRsed all the attractions which novelty
could throw around it. But its interest was heightened
by the agreeable manner of the lecturer, who spoke freely
without the incumbrance of a manuscript, and seemed
perfectly familiar with the topics he discussed. He was

the autocrat of his own theme, none of his hearers, from
personal knowledge to the contrary, having it in their
power to question the credibility of any.of his statements.But the veracity of his report was fully guarantiedhv the vocation of the lecturer, while it bore intrinsicevidence of its fidelity to facts; liesides that, no jiosaiblemotive could exist to create erroneous impressions,
while there were many inducements to communicate rare
and valuable information to an American audience.
There was much to commend in the execution of the performance; but, if we may venture upon a criticism, wo

should say that the reverend gentleman, considering the
ample opportunities which he lias enjoyed, from a residenceof several years in the country, for acquiring acciiI
rate information, should have dwelt somewhat more at
length than lie did u|s>n the social character, the peculiarhabits and characteristic institutions of a people
whose traits are ao little knowrn, and whose every distancewas news, probably, to the majority of his audience.
A portion of the time, which was taken up in describing
particular localities, the distances between cities, and
their respective populations, would, perhaps, have been
more advantageously bestowed on the particulars referredto.

other branches of the government, constituting as perfecta Iwlance of power as exists in this country ;
that the personal appearance of the people is striking
the features of the countenance and the intellectual developmentsof the cranium strongly resembling those of the
Caucasian race, while thsir mental powers and general
moral Impulses place them high In the scale of intelligence;that their languages are rich.more rich than our
own In words that denote abstract ideas, denoting a variedand extensive range of thought in those who employ
them ; that their religion is not pure idolatry, the im
ages they employ in worship being merely symbolic, and
significant of spiritual tilings which exists uliove the
sphere of nations ; that a portion of the inhabitants, and
those the most advanced, reject Idol worship altogether,
and are pure theists ; that-the system of |Milice which
exists in the towns and villages for the detection of crime,
and the recovery of fugitives from justice, is more prompt
and efficacious thou prevails in more dvillred portions of
the world ; that, in fact, without the name of civilisation,the habits anil history of this extraordinary rai-e of
