commenced his proparations for his thind expedition. 1
van add nothing to the lucid exposition of this part of
the case by the senntor from Maryland.  The pullieatioh
fin the New Orleans pu the day aftir ki departure of
the names and mnk ol his officers and of the objeets of
liis expldition ; the fulde Invoices and manifest of the
lading of the Fashion ; lis detachment of filty men ut
the mouth of the Colorado for the caplure, by that de-
tachment, of Fort Castillo ; the immedinte establishment
of his camp on his landing st Panta Avenas ; the arms,
smmunition, and stores fownd there ; the assumption of
the pompous title of commander-in-chief of the army of
Nicarmgus, forgetting, fur the t, the pret .
which he hassinee venewsed, of bofig thie lnwlful President
of that repubdic ; all show so conclnsively the oljeet tnd
charutcter of bis expedition, that it were an idle wakte of
words to dwell upon them.

But we are not left to were inforence or nuwu;ﬂm
statements to establish the fact of & military expedition
having been set on foot within the territory and jurisdic-
tion of the United States, and of its having been earried
on under the flag of the United States.  Anderson ind his
wen having alandoned  Fort Castiflo, surrendered them-
gelves to our squadron, and were vonveyed to Key West
in the flag-ship. Eight or ten of the men whi wern
there examined s witnesses devlared that they were ei-
listed ot New Orleans to serve under Walker; that they
all nnderstood that there wos to be some fighting; that
ull their expenses were paid from the time of their enlist-
mant until they were put on board of the Fashion, in Mo-
bile boy ; that after they had been b gea three or fonr
days a battalion of four Bompanics, composed of about
forty men each, was formed, with captains, lientenants,
and sergeants, nnd from that time the roll was regolarly
called, moifiing and evening, and rifles and bayonets,
taken from the hold of the sicamer, wers distributed.,
The United Btates district judge, Defore whom the men
were cxamined, thonght it unnecessary to inquire into
the question of jurisdiction as to what had ocourred on
the high seas, os there was suflicient testimody to show
(ho getting on foob of a military expedition st Now Or-
lenns, and divected them to be conveyed thither for trin,
I shall, in the course of my ent, show that in the
absence of all proof of a violation of the statute nt Now
Orleans or Mobile bay, the organistion on the high seas,
on board of o vessel carrving the American flag, was
within the jurisdiction of the United States,

1 conenr entively with that portion of the report of the
Connoitter on Foreign Helations which sustains the views
of tho President in his message of Tth of danuary, of his
rights wod dhutios under the act of 20th Apudl, 1818, and
asserts the Jegolity of the instroctions given to Commo-
dore Pauliding nnuld Lisut, Almy ; but 1 go further, and
maintnin that (he power to seize the Foshion and areest
Walker was not eonfined to the high seas, but might be
Ivwlully exercheed in the waters of Nieavagus ; and this
pesition Is, I think, essentinl to the full vindication of the
conrse of the Execntive.  Caplain Chatard was deprived
of lis communnd for having filsd to prevent the landing
of Walker, who passed under the stern of the Samtoga
while that ship was at anchor in the harhor of San Juan,
TPunlding is declaved to huve committed a grave error in
having captured him on the soil of Nigaagua.  Some-
thing has been said of the inconsistency of censuring Chin-
tand for having done too little, and Panlding for having
done too much, 1 cnn gee no ground for the charge ;
while I am free to confuss thak 1 think the President's
language too exculpatory of Panlding, and would have
prefervod to see himat once directing his recall.  Al-
thongh 1 have a good opinion of his ability and of:
ficiency ns an officer under ordinary circumstances, he hos
shown himself nnequal to the delieate and sesponsible
dutios of his Tate compmnd.

Dut we have, by our own statutes, an express recogni-
tivn of the prinelple for which 1 contend. The African
slave teade never was consldered, and it 1
sidered, chI.mry to thiolnw of ationk, wits not ouly
tolorited, bt also encouknged, by the whole civilized
world, until expressly prohibited by several nations o
its own citigens ; and when now earded on, ander any
ting, the ships-of-war of other nntions cabi only interfers
with it by suthority of express troaty stipulations.  Our
first. prohibitory act, presed 234 March, 1794, only ap-
plied to the truffie to forelgn conntrica.  The fourth sec-
tion of he mmendatory act of Ath Jununry, 1504, de.
clares that it shinll be lawful for any of the commissioned
vessels of the United States to scize and take any ves
sels engaged in carrying on business or traffic contrary to
the true intont and meaning of the act, and to appre-
hend and convey every person found on boaed of such
veseel, being of the officers and erow theseof, to the eivil
anthority In some one of the districts thereof, fo be pro-
vetdid against in due eolifwe of liw. Hoto there is no

Vnder this act, our shipe of war bive repentedly sidzed,
in the bays and rivers of Afvica, Amerlean vossels enga-
ged in the slave trade, and eent them to the United
States, where they have been, condemned. No one hos
ever dreamed of invoking the law of nations to profect
the vessels or their erews. It will be observed that, un-
der these Inws, the nationality of an officer or reaman
will not protect him from punishment ; it is, for the
time, merged in that of the flag under which he sails.

It Is clear that whether Walker had  renounced his al-
legiance to the United States or not, whether he was or
wasnob o cltisen of Niensugun, whether those who nes
cotpanied him weére of wete not American  eitizens,
whether they had or hud not, techinically, orgunized a8 n
militury foree before leaving the witers of the Undted
States, in entirely immuaterial ; the offence of carrying on
o military expedition was a continuous one from the mo-
ment the Faghion received on board the nrms for these
peaceful emigrants in Moldle bay,  The facts T have be-

But these questions are all of very subordinete import-
ance when coMparsd with the policy of onr nenteality
Inws, which, with the Indulgence of the Senate, I will
now proceed to exnmine with s much brevity as its great
importance will admit.  While 1 thiuk the policy of these
laws not only sound bot indispensable for the proserva-
tion of our peaceful relations with furcign powers, 1 by
no mesis recognise the position, geneeslly assamed, that
they do no more than vindieate well-estallishod princi.
ples of international Inw,  They go much furthes @ they
deprive onr government of the faeulty of deing that
which all writers admib to be steictly consistent with neu-
trnlity—the granting  to belllgerents  equal fawilities,
within our territory, for the enlistment of troops and fit-
ting out of armed vessels within onr territorial limito.
There hins leen s prevailing ervor on this subject, in the
public mind, from considering the atatutory provigions of
Great Tritaln nud of the United States, the foreign enlist-
et Bill, and our Iaws of 1784 and 1818, a8 morely pro-
viding specitic penalties for acts which before had been
admitted to be violations of the law of nations, Ho far
from this being the ciwe, it has never been considored a
violntion of nentrality on the part of sy nation to per-
mit belligerents to enlist troops within ite jurisdiotion,
nnless the permiseion were granted to one of the bellige-
rembs exclusively.

During the proteacted stroggle  between
Spein winl her revolted colonies on (this continent several
thousand men were mised in England to aid the revolu-
tionists,  An ondie legion, commanded by Goneral Dave-
reanx, completely orgunlaed, srmed’ and equipped, sailed
from England | and, although its destination was pro-
cluimed to all the world, met with no interruption from
the governmment.  General Evans, then a member of Par-
linment from Westminster, and an officer of tho Dritish
artny, ratsed from five to six thousand troops in Englaud,
organized them under the title of the British Legion, and
playod o distinguished pat in the Caalist war ; he re-
tained his eomnission and his seat in Parliament, and very
many of his officers held commissions in the British army,
and vegularly rectived their half-pay during the whole
term of their service in Spain,  Bir Hobert Wilson was
one of them, and at the ssme tme held bis seat in Par-
Hament.
