debt created for the whole town, including that portion
which they now ask. to have excluded from the corporate
limits ; which were referred to the Committee on tho
District of Columbia.

government estimates. So far as he was concerned, ho
went for thin reduction, and if he watt not very much
mistaken, the committee were unanimous in making their
report. He imagined that the President would do his
duty about tho ships that had been boarded in the Gulf.
He took it that the people were prejsued nt all times to '

protect their l ights whenever assailed by any nation, how- I
ever powerful it might be. There was something in the t'
past lilstory of the country that assured them that wlien

everthe occasion arose there were stout hands and
hearts to defend the country, let the assailant l>« ,

who he might. He agreed with the gentleman from
Mississippi [Mr. Quito**] to a very great extent. They
could protect the country just as well without borrowing
money. These work* of defence could wait until a more

propitious sengon, when trade and business should revive.
On motion of Mr. WA8HBURNE, of Illinois, the

enacting clause was stricken out and the committee arose

and reported to tire House.
Mr. QUITMAN stated that ho desired to move that

the fortification hill be recommitted t > the committee,
with Instructions to present specific Items of appropriation.

'Hie SPEAKER said tire amendment oould not be receivedinasmuch as the bill was reported to the Houso
with the recommendation that the enacting clause lustricken out, but if the House should refuse to agree to
tho report of the committee, he would hold the bill open
to amendment and discussion.
Mr. J. GLANCY JONES demanded the previous questionon both bills; which was sustained, and the main

question ordered.
