Mr. ( uaisman lu the discussion which took place
wmie iU>> since between the goiitluman from Ohio (Mr.
Shsxs*.*) mid myself, 1 llieu stated to tlie committee
Hutt 1 would wek mine suitable occasion between that
time and tlm clove of this session of Congress to present
my «iewv hilly ou the interesting sukjeet of government
mpuudituren. His speech exhibited ail the evidences of
uii'tul preparation, ami is interspersed with tallies of

figures lliat must have cost him immeuse labor in their
l,instruction Without a nroment'M preparation, and witlinut

even the mlvantage id hearing the entire speech, I
m toiled upon by several oi my political friends to rej,ly.Under these circumstances, 1 entered into the debute,anil amid constant interruptions from the gentlemanhimself, and several others, replied briefly to souse

of the leading positions which be hod assumed. The

speech, which was doubtless intended for general circulation,
as u campaign document, preparatory to the electionsthat will take place this fall, deuumds, from its ability

and iugeuuity, a more elaborate reply than it wua in

my power then to moke.
This speech, and others made in the latter part of this

session, gives reason to believe tlrat the questions
which divided parties in other days are again to
he revived. Hiuce the adjustment of the Kansas
controversy, and its removal from the congressional
lulls, gvntieuieu in this and the other end of the

Capitol havu directed their attention to subjects of
more practical importance and of more immediate interestto the people, lu the past two months our discussionshave beeu unduly confined to questions within
the range of legitimate congressional action. Que*-
tioun of a financial cliaractei and ueanng, uie tartn ana

iu revision, the disposition of the public lamia ami
their proceed*, the coinpreheuaive subject of internal
iuiprovemunta, the beat mode of raining revenue to

defray the expenses of the government and the pur|kjm»and objects to which it should be applied, and
sat, but by no means least in importance, our relationswith foreign governments.these now furnish the
topics for speeches, and claim from us that consideration
which lias been too long withheld from them, and too
often directed to exciting sectional questions, mischievous
iu their tendency and ruinous to the peace, prosperity,
and fraternity of the people who constitute the States
and organised Territories of this great nation. These
things Indicate a return to the policy of the earlier and
letter days of the republic.those days in which representativesof the people legislated practically within the
liiuiU of the constitution, exhibiting that manly patriot
isui which embraced the whole Uniou and its interests
and repudiated all attempts to interfere with the rights
and institutions of the States. They recognised and actsdupon the doctrine.the Union of the States is secure
so long m the rights of the States are respected. I trust
most sincerely that these indications are not deceptive,
and that they presage a calm and happy future, when
sectional controversy and strife shall be banished from
the national councils^

Tin* bill now under consideration proposes a loan of
$15,000,000, which is absolutely necessary to enable the
government to meet its obligations, 'lite gentleman from
Ohio admits the necessity of the measure.admits that
the government must have the amount provided for in
this bill, or the obligations incurred cannot be met as

they mature. Yet, strange to say*, he avows his oppositionto the only feasible measure that has been or that
can be presented to furnish the lfieans required to sustain
the credit of the government ! After voting with a vast
majority of his party friends to create this necessity.aftera formal complaint that wo would not increase the
expenditures by voting $1,500,000 to the improvement of
rivers and IflKors in the Northwest.he now comes forwardto resist the passage of a bill to furnish the means
required to meet approprigtioiui made by the two houses
of Oougresa. The policy of that side of the House seems
to tie to vots expenditures, and then refuse the means to

| meet them.to impose burdens on the government, and
then repudiate all tne measures proposed tor its reuet. I

anticipated such a result, and hence it was that 1 ltave
on several occasions during the session proposed to
engraft upon the bills a section providing for a loan
sufficient to cover the expenditures provided for in
each. It Is my deliberate opinion now that such a sectionshould have been engrafted upon all the appropriationhills, and then those who voted the expenditure
would hare been compelled to take the responsibility of
providing the means to pay the sums appropriated. The
House, however, did not concur in this opinion, and
hence it is that many of the most liberal voters for expendituresof inouey will now refuse to give their supportto this bill. If it stiall fail, these appropriations
iuust remain unsatisfied, until it shall please Congress to
provide the necessary means. Neither the President nor
the Secretary of the Treasury has authority or power to
furnish the money for that purpose beyond the provision
made by the tmasury-note bill, aud the accruing revenue
from customs and lands.
The gentlepaan charges that on the 1st day of July

last there was a surplus of $17,710,114 in the treasury,
and that Congress has already granted $20,000,000 of
treasury notes, making an aggregate sum of means of
$37,710,114 in a single year, which, together with the
current revenue, has all been expended by this profligate
sdiuiuistratiou. These facts, in his opinion, make out a

clear and undeniable case of extrarugonce against tire
party in power. Accompany me in the investigation of
these facts, and we will ascertain the precise weight to be
given to this charge.
The Secretary of the Treasury informs us in his annual

report that the public debt amounted, on the 1st day of
July last, to the sum of $29,000,380 90, and since that
time the sum of $3,895,232 39 of the debt has been redeemed.ThiB sum, then, is to be deducted from the surplusin the treasury at the date fixed by the gentleman
from Ohio. Making this deduction, wo have the sum of
$13,814,881 81, instead of the sum with which we are

charged in the account as stated by him ; or, in other
words, an error within a fraction of $4,000,000. Now,
add the $20,000,000 of treasury notes authorized by the
act of this session, and we have the gross sum of $33,811,88161, Instead of $37,710,114. Deduct the amount
of the deficiency bills, stated by the gentleman to be
$11,201,708, and we shall then have a balance of $22,613,17361.
Now. Mr. Chairman, I ask whether the present administrationcan, with even a show of reason or justice, be

held responsible, by its bitterest enemy, for the expenditurethis year of a dollar beyond the amount of the deficiencybills, which we have passed 1 The remaining
$23,613,173 61 Is the unavoidable result of paying for
the legislation of the last Congress, of which the gentlemanfrom Ohio was a leading member. The Speaker of
the House in that Congress belonged to the opposition.An opposition majority controlled and directed the legislation.A Committee of Ways and Means, opposition bytwo to one, reported the appropriation bills, and that op|>ositionare responsible to the conntry for the expendituresof the preeent fiscal year, expiring on the 30th dayof this month.
The gentleman then proceeds to give us the items that

are embraced in the deficiency bills passed at the presentsession, and charges tiiat the extravagance of the admin-

Will the gentleman pretend that theadminhtration U In any senau, or to any extent, rcaponlibit for this expenditure ' They had no agency in con

tracting the debt, but it came down U> thein tut a burden
imposed upon them bjr the republican House, ovwr which
N. y. Hank* presided aa Speaker 11m ueat item ia an
' 'Mtiimtlti'' printing deticiency for thfal year of $600,000,
which, if it ia to be provided for, ia ueedad to pay the
debta entailed upon ua mainly by the laat House. Why
was the printing ordered by the opposiUou r lihl -they
not know when it wee ordered that it wouhi have to he
paid fur, and as il wn ordered by tlie opposition.the
geutleiaau's friend* iu the Hotwe. with what propriety
can they now orraigu tw fur providing the meant* to pay
for it, if we shall be compelled to do e# 1 Neither the
administration nor ite friend* in this Houee oau be held
responsible for it. But will such a aum have to he
paid f 1 apprehend not, aa our action ahuwa that
wo have ouly appropriated iu the aundry civil bill
ihe aum of #316,000 for thin purpura. Here, then,
ia another error of the neat little aum of #284,000
no great amount to be aure, yet still worthy of a peering
notice. Then we have an item, atyled miauelianeoua, of
#373,318, which ia intended to pay off obligation* linpoaedupon u* by the legislation of the iaat Oongreee. It
is under thie head that we find the appropriationa for
custom-houses, marina hospitals, and other public build
ingr, which cover the "job* and contract*" to which he refer*.1 caunot suppose that the gentleman deaign* to
impute diahoueaty to the officers of the government, iu
couuexiou with the contiacta fur there buildings ordered
by Oougreau. The contract* which have been inarte were
uiade by the Fillmore and Pierce admiidetratioua, and not
tjr the peeaent administration. Btft far the oppOaRKm
there building* would not have been ordered by Oongleee,
and I would really like to know what the guntleroan from
Oalena fMr. Waaanuaaa] and from Detroit [Mr. Howannlana from Louiaville [Mr. Mabshall] and from Cleveland[Mr. Wans] think of this aaaault, coming from so

dlatlnguiahod an opporitiou leader. Let the gentleman
and his friend* shoulder the responsibility which legitimatelyattaches to them for the necessity which demandedthia appropriation. The administration ia in
no just aoniio chargeable with it, and the country
will ao decide. Then we have the army deficiency of
#7,925,000, paraded aa another evidence of extravagance
awl profligacy. Wan this expenditure neoe**ary 1 1
maintain that it wan.that the public Hentiinent of the
people, without distiuctiou of party, demanded that the
law* should be enforced in Utah. The President has executedthi* order of the people, and has brought the Mormonsinto subjection to the lawful authority of the government.A prudent forecast, a wise statesmanship, have
controlled and directed the entire policy of the President
towards these misguided people, and peace, quiet, order,
and obedience to the laws have been secured without tiring
a gun or shedding a drop of human blood. Everywhere
this result is hailed with satisfaction, and the sound, conservativemen of the nation applauded the prudence,
wiadom, firmness, and practical judgment which have beeu
exhibited by the administration hi the happy adjustment
of thia diflicult and daugeroua question. lot the gentlemanfrom Ohio and ids party frieuds make the issue
that the President has done wrong.that the measures
which lie has adopted have been unwise and injudicious ;
let them, if they see fit, charge that he has wasted the
public money, auil they will find us ready to meet them
and try the issues before the people. The respect and
affection of the people for law aud order, their settledand determined hostility to everything that wears
t.lifl aniMftrflntM of sitwn rHkintAiUM to thai* AiitkorStv
of a government to which we owe obedience, leaven
no room for doubt an to their verdict whenever audi
issuesshall be presented to them for their decision. We
challenge the opposition to these issues. Will they, dare
they meet us upon them? If they thiuk we have spent
more money than is necessary, we call upon them to »]>ecifythe items of expenditure that are, in their judgment,
extravagant. Withhold in future your wholesale charges,
and give us the details. In the namo of the tax-paying
millions, I demand this of you. This sum, however, has
been appropriated to support the army in Utah for the
next year, and is therefore au advance- not a deficiency.
The last item cuumerated is, the deficiency for ttie Poet
Office Department, amounting to $1,469,173. Was not
this expenditure required to carry out the legislation of
the last Congress? Mew post routes ware established,
and malls could not be placed upon them without entailingexpense upon the Treasury. To meet this expense
we were compelled to provide the means in the deficiency
bill, passed at the opening of the session. I imagine the
gentleman, and nine-tenths of his friends in both houses,
voted for the post-rodte bill; the execution of which
made this exftenditure unavoidable.
On this branch of the subject, I prove that the gentlemanfrom Ohio has committed several very extraordinaryerrors.unintentional, 1 doubt not, but yet

such errors as clearly demonstrate that implicit reliance
should not be placed upon his calculations. The
first error consists in charging the administration
witli the surplus in the Treasury on the first of July
lost, and withholding from it credit for tho amount
of the public debt, which it lias paid out of it since
that date. The second error consists in fixing the
Nouud duties, by treaty with Denmark, at $333,011,
when the true sum is $408,731 44. Tho third error consistsin estimating the balance of tho printing deficiency
for the year ending the 30th of this month at $600,000,
while the civic appropriation bill shows that it is only
$316,000. The fourth orror consists in fixing the amount
of the deficiency bills passed at this session at $11,041,690,when it should have been $0,704,309 89 for the
first, and $341,189 58 for the printing kill, and $408,73144 for tho treaty with Denmark, making in the aggregate$10,454,130 91. Bather serious errors in a speech
'which was designed to bo used as a text-book by the oppositionin their war upon the administration !

1 now come to his estimate of the expenditures for the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1859. lie makes a most
startling exhibit, and works out an aggregate of expendituresfor tbo next year of $92,143,202. And how
is this monstrous result ascertained f In ttie first place,
ho informs us that the Secretary of the Treasury estimatesthe expenditures for tiro year named at $74,064,755,and then he adds the following items, amounting to
$18,089,547:

Not one cent has been appropriated for the three new

regiments.the President having aarertained that they
would not be needed for the service in Utah. In the
regular post office appropriation bill we have appropriatedfor the Poet Office Department, for the year 1859,
the fiuin of $.'1,500,000, which exceeds the regular appropriationfor the present year by the sura of $1,000,000.
The Post Office Department drew from the treasury, for
the year ending June 30, 1868, $3,969,173. Suppose the
de|iartnient should require the same amount for the year
1859, aa we have provided in the regular appropriation
bill for $3,500,000, we would only be called upon for the
additional sum of $469,173. This, then, is an error of
upwards of $2,000,000 in his estimate In regard to this
single item. 'Jlie regular appropriation bill contains all
the sums necessary for public buildings, amounting to
$3,104,600 ; and this, therefore, is likewise an erroneous
estimate. Wo have been charged once by the gentleman
with the printing deficiency of $600,000 in the expendituresof 1858, but, for some reason that lie lias not chosen
to assign, he again charges us with it in the expenditures
of the year 1859. And, finally, be estimate* that the
army deficiency for tiie year 1859 will amount to the
round sum of $8,000,000. All these are conjectures,
and, so far as their accuracy can be tested by existing
facta, they are shown to l>o of the most unreliable character.That the gentleman himself ie not satisfied with
tliera is clearly manifest from his declaration that Uiey
' 'may bt mtr-nltmated.'' 1 submit it to him to say, whether,from the facts now before him, he is not entirely satisfiedthat thoy sre greatly " oar eMtmaitd.

Thus we find the expenditures for the year ending J nn<

30th, 1850, amount to the snra of $68,000,000, insteiu
of $02,000,000, as estimated by the gentleman fron
Ohio. If the wishes of the President and Cabinet, and
large majority of the democratic members of Congress
could have prevailed, the expenditures would have fallci
below this stun. The result, however, demonstrate
luost conclusively that the conjectural estimates of tli
gentleman from Ohio were not within millions of tli
true amount, And should cause the people to distrust al
theoretical and Imaginative calculations on subjects c

«o much imjiortaiice to their welfare.
And, in tlds connexion, permit mo to express my cordis

approval of the sentiments imbodied by the President ii
Ids annual message, in which he declares that.
"An overflowing treasury lias led to habits of prodigality and el

travagance in our legislation. U baa induced Congroaa to make larg
appropriation* to object* for whicb they never would have provide
had it been necessary to raise the amount of revuuue required to met
them by Increaaed taxation or by loans. We are now cumiwllrd t
pause iii our career, and to scrutlnlss our expeudlturu* with the u
most vigilance; and in |ierfbrnilng this duty, I pledge my co-operatia
to llio extent of my ooaetilutloual competency.

" It ought to be observed at the aauie time that true public erm
oroy doe* not consist in withholding the means necessary to see,in

pllsh' Important national objects intrusted to ua by the constitutiot
and especially such a* may lie uecessary for the common defence
lu the present crisis of the country it Is our duly to contlne our appri
prtaUon* to objects of this character, unless In cases w here Justice I
individual* may demand a different course fn all rases care ought I
be tiJten that the money granted by Congress shall be fktthfully an

economically applied.
" Under the federal c institution, 'every bill which slut11 have posse

the House of Representatives hud lit* Henate shall, before It heroine
a law,' tie approved and signed by the President; and, If not approve*
'ha shall return It with Ids objection* to that house in whkdt it orig
listed.' In order to perform this high and responsible duly, sulflclei
lime must be ollowad the President to read and examine every hi
presented to lilin for approval. Unless this be afforded, the coiisttti
lion bi-comes a dead letter In this particular; and evan worse, It b<
comes a means of deenptlou. Our constituents, seeing the President
approval and signature attached to each act of Congress, are Induce
to believe that he has actually performed this dmp, when, In trull
uotlilog Is, In many cases, more uufouuded.

' Prom the praotlce of Congress, such au examination of each hill a
ths constitution requires has been rendered Impossible. The moat In
.w..iiui.i,,Au if iarh uulAB It irenarwllv crowded Into Its last hnnri

This practice constrains the President either to suffhr mraa
ores to beootne laws wbleh be does not approve, or to Inour the rts
of stopping the wheels of the government by vetoing an appropriate
bill. Formerly, such bills were coudued to specific appropriation
for carrying into effect existing laws and the well established polii:
or the country, and little time was then required by tbo President fo
their examination.''

Conservative men of all parties have expressed thei
approbation of them- sentiments, and it should be cans
of gratulation with all that the President has adhered t
them with so much tirnincss and courage, ilia course a
this session has saved millions of dollars that would hav
lieen uselessly expended.

Sweeping charge* of extravagance, snch as the gentlemanhas Indulged in, do not nMfca my n$ind ae'tlre most
satisfactory mode of diecumlng thi* question. If the
cliarge* are well founded, it is an exceedingly easy matterfor gentlemen to designate the items in the annual
appropriation* that are not justified by a proper regard
for economy. If you are for reform, present your measure*,let them be examined, and, If they are wise and
ju*t, you can rely upon our support to aid in tbeir passage.If you are in earnest, you will do this ; but, untilit slmll be done, you cannot convince the people of
your sincerity. Cease your denunciations, give ns the details,bring forward your measures of retrenchment and
reform, and thus furnish practical evidence of your dispositionto remedy what you consider existing evils in tho
administration of the government and In our system of
legislation.
Another question which lias attracted a large share of

public attention is the proper disposition to be mado of
the public lands. It Is undeniably true) that the oppositioniu the North ai^ Northwest, as a party, aye committedto the policy of railroad grants. In the Thirty-fourth
Congress, when the opposition had undisputed control in
this House, the House Committee on Public Lands reportedseven bills, making grants of alternate sections of land,
six sections iu width on each side of the respective roads,
to the States of Iowa, Florida and Alabama, Alabama,
Louisiana, Wisconsin, Michigan, and jMisaixaippi, covering
13,686,304 acres. A like grunt was also made to the
Territory of Minnesota, which passed the Senate by ayes
32, uoes 10. Of the ayes, $1 were democrats, 9 republi
oans, and 2 Fillmore-Atrierlcan*. The 10 who voted
in the negative were all democrats. When this bll
came to the House, it was amended by a grant for Alabama,and as amended was passed by yeas 87, nays 60.
Of the yeas, 60 were republicans, 18 democrats, and 9
Fillmore Americans. Of the nays, 22 were republicans,
28 democrats, and 10 Fillinore-Americans. If I hod
time I would refer to the votes on such bills, on other
occasions, to show that the opposition cannot be relied
upon to liusbuud the public lands, and so to mauage
them that they may lie a source of revenue to the government.In my view, such dispositions of the public
lauds arc wrong in priuciplo, unjust to the old States, and
of mischievous policy. Such grants build up monopolies,
and monopolies are always prejudicial to ndividual interestsand tire equal rights of all.

In 1848 the opposition raised the cry of extravagance
against the democratic party, and, In the then existing
condition of the public mind, succeeded iu obtaining possessionof the Government. Taylor aud Fillmore were
elected to the presidency and vice presidency of the United
States, and entered upon the discharge of their duties on
the 4th of March, 1849. They came into power avowing
their purpose to retreuch expenditures and reform abuses
which were alleged to exist under the administration of
their predecessors ; and tho people were induced to believethat these great results would be attained. Duringthe administration of Mr. Polk, the duty of carryingon the war with Mexico devolved upon him,
and, as a necessary consequence, tho annual expenditureswere much larger than, under other circumstances,they would have been. In the four
years his expenditures amounted (exclusive of the public
debt) to $165,381,026 58.being &u annual average expcuditurcof $41,345,256 59. In the four years of Taylorand Fillmore the expenditures (exclusive of the public
debt) amounted to $165,683,650 48.being an annual
average expenditure of $41,420,912 62. The whig administration,therefore, of Taylor and Fillmore, cost the
people $75,656 04 u year more, in a time of profound
peace, than the democratic administration of Polk cost
them in a time of war. If such was the result in that
instance, may we not reasonably anticipate a like result
if tiie opposition shall succeed in the next presidential
struggle The same men who elected Taylor aud Fillmorenow constitute the body of the oppositioh arrayed
against tho present eminently patriotic administration.

It is known to thi* committee that during my cutire
service in this bodv 1 have labored zealously to reduce
ox)>endlturcs. 80 decided hat been my public action on

thin subject tliat it has subjected me to the fierce deuuu- *

ciations of agents and all others interested in large expendituresof the public money. Indeed, many of luy j>olitlcalassociates in the House, whose views upon this
subjected are more liberal, thou my own, not unfrequentlycomplain of the course which a sense of duty jo those
1 represent constrains me to pursue. While 1 have resistedail appropriations for custom-houso, marine hospital,
court-house, post oflice, territorial and district buildings
which arc now dotted over this District, the States and
Territories, and in the construction of which millions
of dollars have lieun most profligately dissipated, the oppositionin tills House at the last session of the last Congresssucceeded in appropriating for these objects 110 leas
a sum than $5,445,65 1 48. The appropriations for these
objects alone, during the Thirty-fourth Congress, amountedto the monstrous sum of $8,633,390 48 ! ! The countrywill lc astonished to iearn that for the Capitoi extension,the dome, and a few works of art, $4,970,000 have
been appropriated since 1852. An enormous amount
has also lieen appropriate!] to the aqueduct, that can only
be told in millions. I have resisted all these things to
the extcut of my feeble ability, hut who of the oppositionhas come to my aid f Now and then, some one
of them has raised his voice in opposition, hut it is undeniablethat an overwhelming majority ot that party lias
voted for them. The 19th amendment of the Senate to
the civil bill at this session mods appropriations fof
eleven custom-houses, in different |iarts of the country,
and on agreeing to that ainondment tho vote was.yeas
50, (democrats 18, opposition .72,) nays 73, (democrats 51,
opposition 22.) I have resisted tho increase of salaries,
ami the multiplication of officers and government employees; and haro, in all fair and honorable modes, endeavoredto reduce tho expenditures to the lowest practicableamount consistent with a proper regard to the
public interest and un effective administration of the
government. <

Much has been my course as a representative of the
people, and I now tender to the gentleman my cordial
co-operation in all wise, just, and proper measures which
he or his friends may proposo for the reformation of
abuses or the reduction of expenditures. I think the
expenditures may be curtailed without detriment to tbo
public service ; that the number of officers may la) diminishedand many salaries reduced without prejudice or

embarrassment to the prompt, intelligent, and faithful
disposition of the public business. Tito gentleman will

findthis side of the House ready to second all efforts lie
may make to this end, and all ho lias to do is to Introducehis measures at the earliest practicable moment.
He has been rather dilatory heretofore, considering the
magnitude and importance of tlio work before him, but
still there Is ample time during the next session to ac-

coiuplisli all that may be needed to inaugurate liis reign
of economy. ,

There is still another point the "endless jobs and contracts".towhich the gentleman has referred. What
those "jobs and oontructs" are 1 have uoincaus of knowing,ami the gentleman has not informed me.

At the present session an investigation into the
ihode of it* |*iewga «m ordered, and H ia a eonme of
pride and pleanore to find that not a aaamher off tha detu
ocratii- party of either the House or Senate could be found
who wan even suspected of being influenced in hta action
upon thia inflannre hv pecuniary or other Improper con
sideraUoua.

I Irave heard it laid often and again in the House, duringthe present session, vote for exprnditurre, and thus
create the necessity for a revival of the doctrine of protectionfor "protection'* anke." lire oppoeitlon, eided
by a fraction of the democratic party, have acted upon'
thin principle, and have accordingly voted for numeroue
items of expenditure not recommended, either by the
President or the head* of the department*. Complaint
ha* succeeded complaint that a high protective policy has
not been recommended by the administration. If it had
been recommended and successfully carried out by leg is
lation, what practical eud could it have accomplished '

Our revenue is mainly derived from imports; and, if tha

importations fall off, the receipts of the government must
be reduced in a corresponding ratio. Urider the recent
revulsion, which prostrated commerce, trade, aiul business,the importations were necessarily reduced to so

great an extent that the revenue from that source fell
greatly short of the sum which, under ordinary circumstances,would have flown into the treasury ; and hence
the necessity of borrowing an amount of money sufficientto supply the deficiency until the financial
storm should blow over, and commerce, tnule, and
business of all kinds should again resume their
wonted activity. That time is coming, and by the
month of August or 6e))teinber we shall in all probability
have a pretty lively trade, and it will coutinue to improveto the first of the next yeur.

But, says the gentleman from Ohio and his friend
from Rhode Island, [Mr. Dcaraa,] something must be
done for the maaufketuron. The tariff of last year
must be overthrown and substituted by a measure more

highly protective.a measure something like that of
1842- The manufacturers of cottons, woollens, and the
Iron and'coal interests of the nation imperatively require
a ckapge ilia* will give them greater protection. FYoui
the complaints made by the gentleman from Rhode
Island we would be naturally brought to the conclusion
that the manufacturing Interest was the only one

that had been affected by the financial storm tlmt
has swept over the country. But it is opt so. All
other interests have suffered and arc as greatly depress
ed. In tho South, the Hast, and the West, all business is
scrioualy depressed, and they could with as much propri
ety demand from the federal government relief from their
pecuniary embarrassments. If the tariff of 1857 pros
truled the iron and coal interest*, and the cotton am 1
woollen interests lo the North, what hp* caused the eiu
burrassmont and depression In these and all other branches
of industry and trade hi the other section* of the Union !
I do not propose to enter into a general discussion of this
subject at the present time. I will content myself with a

few facts in regard to the production of Iron in our own

country, to show that, whatever. «mharassment may.now
attend this interest, it is not justly attributable to our tar
iff legislation in the last Congress.
In 1809 the production of iron of all kinds in our eouutrywas about 60,0*0 tons. Ih 1000, owing to tb* war,

it ran down to abont 10,000 tons. Between the yearn
1820 and 182(1 it rose steadily until it reached 100,000
tons. In 1828 it rose to 110,000 tons ; in 1830, to 190,000tons; in 1833, to 210,000 tons. In this year the
compromise-tariff, measure was adopted, under the operationsOf whldh the duties were regularly reduced each
year. Between the years 1833 and 1840 the production
steadily increased, until in the latter year it reached
6lO,b6o tons. In 1842 it dropped down to 240,000
tons. Between the years 1842 and 1846, after the railroadfever had broken out in our country, it rose to
775,000 tons. The production ooutinned to Increase
until ih 1848 it reached 800,000 tons. In '849 it sunk
to 040,000 tons; In 1860, to 680,000 r.s!; and centhi
ued to fall until, in 1862, it had ranched 600,000 tons
In 1853 it rose rapidly to 650,000 tons; in 1864, .to
800,000 tons ; and continued to rise nntii, in 1856, it
reached 1,000,000 tana. If the theory of gentlemen
now contended for be true, I call upon them to explain
how it was that, under the operation of the tariff of 1848,
the production sunk from 800,600 tons In 1840 (two
years after the bill, was passed) to 600,000 tons in 1862 ;

and, again, I call ujion them to explain bow (under the
operation of the same tariff) the production roes, In the
short space of three years, from 600,000 tons in 18M to
1,000,000 tons in 1H&51 These facte are important, and
eminently deserve consideration. In my view they demonstrateconclusively the fallacy of the opposition theory,
which charges the depression of the iron interest to the tarifflegislation of the last Congress. The revulsion through
which we are now passing is justly chargeable to individualimprudenee, and not to governmental action. We
live in an age of the world characterised moat strongly
by individual and social extravagance. Extravagance has
its punishment in poverty, (uuUour commercial, tnechanica),agricultural, and manufacturing interests, as wallas
all other interests in tho country, are suffering that pun
ishment which imprudence in ex|>cnditur« has brought
upon them. Economy, energy, industry, and a deter
nuneu spirit win relieve us irom our pecuniary truus. nun

restore to uh that prosperity which hoe beet) ho suddenly
lost, and the low of which has liden accompanied by bo
nint h physical suffering and anguish of mind.
The democratic party nud the country demand a stable
