Another Peep at the Pictures.
Finding it quite too worm to bo amusing, tho MiddleAgedMan wont forth, on an evening last week, to be

amused, and eke to be instructed. Visions of green fields
came dancing over tho paper upon which he was striving
to pen hid thought*, and his thought* would no longer
be penned; imaginary odors of new-mown hay floated to
him, suggesting the notion of those old sea-dogs vrho
aver they can scent the land breeao three or four hundred
miles out on the ocean ; but, like the bridge Al-Sirat, betweenthe littered study of the Man and those fair fields
were the two oldcn-tirac enemies of human joy, time and
distance, and tire space was hot and dusty enough to daunt
a bolder pleasure-seeker. When I cannot see the Infinite
pcncillings, 1 have a great love for visiting the work of
some finite artist, striving to draw from his representationthe inspiration of the real. It was in such a mood
that I took possession of a lounge in tho bachelor quartersof a friend whose poetry sometimes graces the columnsof the Union. Around me were the handwritings
of the great ones in art. I could almost believe that
proud, calm, consciously-stroi*g face oT Pope Prri.il III'
was never drawn by any hand but the great Titian, at
least, like the librarian of the Musta Uoyale at Naples,
to whom is intrusted the undoubted original, and probableduplicate of this picture, I can only say if Titian's
picture wero lost I should be sorry to be caught with
this one in my possession.

I know it is not fair to reveal the secrets of tho literaryprison-houso, but if my friend does write good poetry,
I think he ought to thank his pictures for much of the
inspiration. Almost any one could write jwetry while
looking upon the Priest Disrobing, by Domenichino, or

that Shower of Gold which, like its mythic original, is
hidden from profane eyes. Having had some little experienceof tho marvellous way in which pictures by old
musters spring up and multiply all over the continent of
Europe, and having been duly initiated into the tricks of
tho Ciceroni, I am a confirmed sceptic as to the presence
of genuine originals in this country. When an esteemed
friend wsxes eloquent over the possession of an undoubtedold master, I outwardly smile, and inwardly
whistle, with a private cognomonal ejaculation, which, if
I were detected in its utterance, I should say referred to
my respect for the distinguished lexicographer, Walker.
In tho collection of Mr. F. 1). II. Janvier, however,
which I propose now to notice in detail, there are severalunquestionable originals, and others that have a fair
show of proltahility on their side. It is to lie regretted
that so large a wealth of art should be cribbed, cabinned,
and confined in a bachelor's quarters, and I beg to bring
my introductory remarks to a close by suggesting that
the possessor of so many charms (on canvas, of course)
owes it to society and hi* pictures to make such domestic
arrangements as huuiu ciiubb: ihmi iu give grouicr hjhicc
to his collection ; though hung with great judiciousness,
it is impossible to overcome the sense of being crowded
and jostled, when a large number of raie and beautiful
things are compressed into one parlor, even if it be a

tolerably larg" one.

The most valuable jminting in Mr. Janvier's collection
is the Pufx Taul III, and of the extreme probability that
it is a Titian, living a duplicate of tho acknowledged
painting in the Musi-e Royal, I have already spoken.
Beyond the mathematical criticism of art, that which is
governed by lines, curves, and shadings, there is a certainindescribable charuder in the production of on old
master which no mere imitation, however accurate, can

ever Irorrow. Judged by this standard, as well as by alt
others, nothing but its presence in America Would lend
any one to doubt its authenticity. Right here it occurs

to me to correct a popular fallacy about tho pictures by
old masters: many people sneer at the estimation in
which such productions are held Iredtuse they sup|K>se it
is the old which is admired, when, in fact, it is the skill
of the master ; doubtless there were hundreds of men cotemporarywith the master-souls in art of whom we hear
nothing, and whose works are not sought for, because
they were not remarkable for any special gift; but, just
as tho most remarkable artists of our own time will alwaysIre prized, so do we value those who held a relative
l«>sition four or fivo hundred years ago. There are many
men. slid women who can make tolerable dogs and horses
on canvas whose pictures will lie worth very little three
centuries hence, hut I fancy the amateurs of that distant
day will pay fabulons prices for a I-Audsrcr or Rosa Bonhenr.

Quintiamu was sent by Dccius to superintend the
persecution of the Christians in Sicily, ire sought St.
Agatha for a dishonorable purpose ; /failing of his object, (
he ordered her to be tortured tor her adherence to tho j
Christian religion ; and when she had lieen bound and
beaten with rods he directed two of his slaves to tear her
tender bosom witlr pincers, und then had her cast into a

dungeon. And about midnight there came to her a man
of fair and venerable aspect, carrying in his hand a vase

of ointment, and before him walked a youth bearing a

waxen torch. It was the holy Apostle Peter, and the
youth was one -of the angels of God ; but bt. Agatha
knew it not. Then such a glorious light tilled the
prison that the guards were seined witli terror and fled,
leaving the door open ; and one came to St. Agatha and
cried, "Arise and fly !" But she replied, "God forbid
that I should fly from my crown of martyrdon», and be
tho occasion that my keepers should sutler for my flight
tortures and death ; 1 will not fly.'' Then St. Peter said,
"lam come to heal thee, Oh! my daughter!" But
she drew her veil more closely over her wounded
bosom, and answered, with virgin modesty, "If it be the
will of my Saviour that I should be healed, he will himselfheal me." To which St. Peter replied, "Fear
not, for Christ has sent me to minister to tlieo." So he
ministered to her, restoring, with celestial medicines, her
mutilated bosom, and her body lacerated with stripes ;
and when lie had done so he vanished, and St. Agatha
knelt and blessed the power that had visited her with
this great mercy.
