
PRESIDENT MONROE'S REMAINS.

Kyi more than a quarter of a century the reiiutiuj> of

Jaiues Monroe, one of the most distinguished of our revolutionarysire*, have reposed hi au almost unknown
grave in the city of New York. At' the suggestion and
under the immediate direction of the patriotic governor
of Virginia they are now about to lie disinteried anil removedto Uichuioud, the capital of his nutive State, where,
on Monday next, Aey Will lie consigned to their tinal
rusting' place In Holywood Cemetery. 'lire disinterment
will taku place on the 3d of July, and on the 5th (the

' 1'uurlA being Sunday) (ioveruor Wiso will preside over the
solemn pageant which will restore to the bosom of Virginiathe sacred asiius of one of her many [Kitriots.
The time for thin imposing ceremony bus been well selected.Uu the 1'otnru or JlLT, seven and twenty years

ago, the venerable man over whose remains assembled
thousands are about to erect a shrine passed from thlH to
a better world. Thu touching coincidence tiiux sunk
deeply into lire national Ireart, and sow Iris public funeral
will swaken memories of the past, aid consecrate and
sanctify the irutional autiiversar) it is well that it should
Ire so. We live at a time when political asperity needs
the buttoning influence of hallowed recollections. The
event very naturally gives rise to historic reminiscences,
ami we do not know that we can present to our readers a

more acceptable sketch of the illustrious deceased than
may lie found in u funeral oration delivered at Aldie,
Va , on the 14th of Joly, MSI, by our talented towns-'
man, Wnr. I*. 1'restoo, es<]., published in the newspapers
of that day, front which wo make the following extracts
"At the shrine of deported worth we offer up the

gratitude of thu heart, and all who reverence virtue and
love their country will join with us in rendering homage
to a name laudably identified with the puges of American
history, and inscribed in legible characters on Time's iinmortalrecords. James Monroe commenced his career
wnen nut country whs iwiuiuk iur uccuoiu , ne #uug.
gled with her through (he stormy scenes of the revolution,and devoted the remainder of hie life to the completionand perpetuation of her happiness. Washington,
Jefferson, Franklin, and Adams were his early companionsand friends. Like theui, he can never be forgotten.
When, in dlstaut times, (he aniocs of the treacherous
Arnold, the voscillating Hull, and other contemptible
wretches, who endeavored to undo their country, shall
bo roused from the slumbering infamy of years to he mentionedwith execration, these venerable patriots, these
noble-hearted fathers of the. rerolntion shall be rememberedwith gratitude and respect.
"The illustrious subject of ray discourse was born in

1768, in Westmoreland county, Virginia. He was educatedfor the bar, and those who knew him well in early
life say he was admirably fitted for the duties of his profession.The trying times in which a republic struggles
into existence are too fruitful in obstructions to the
smooth and common concerns of life to admit of quiet
or Inactivity. Young Monroe saw with deep solicitude
the unsettled state of his native land ; hourly he watched
for a suitable opportunity to step forward in her behalf;
the occasion presented itself, and he at once joined the
patriotic bauds of his countrymen in opposition to British
thraldom. That period has passed away. The mists of
more than fifty vcars now rest upon the bloody scenes of
the revolution. Many of the brave heart* that throbbed
with valor in the light for liberty have crumbled into
dust. We, however, reap the fruit* of their toil the
Hag of freedom and triumph floats in undisturbed sincerityover scenes of domestic happiness nud social ease.

" Mr. Monroe, when little more than eighteen years of
age, placed himself as captain of a company of artillery
under the command of General Washington. At the battle
of Trenton, where he behaved as a brave and gallant oflicer,he received a dangerous wound in the breast, which disabledhim for more than a year. After his recovery, he was

appointed aid-de camp to Major General Lord Sterling, and
subsequently to the command of a regiment to be raised by
Virginia. At the close of the war he received from tire
commander-in-chief his public approbation as a soldier,
and retired to enjoy in private life his confidence and esteem.The affairs of the infant Slate soon made it necessaryto select from the hand of revolutionary patriots
sue I) men as were capable of properly conducting the affairsof nations. The best and brightest were chosen,
and among thein James Monroe. He was a member of
what has been emphatically styled the Revolutionary
Congress. It was in tho presence of that l>ody the immortalWashington bade farewell to his dear companions-iu-arms,and affect ionately recommended his beloved
country to the protection of Almighty God, with scenes
fraught with all that can affect and inspire the heart.
We are to identify the commencement of Mr. Monroe's
political career at a period when the usefulness of every
gifted individual was really required, and when all who
loved their country came forward and exerted themselves
to the utmost for tho general welfare. In 1791, when
General Washington deemed it necessary to send a ministerto the French republic, James Monroe was tho man
he iixed upon as the most capable to transact the very
difficult business then necessary to be accomplished. In
this mission lie had to encounter the dangers and horrors
of the French revolution. In the midstof the distressing
agones of bloodshed and massacre which at that time
were every day spectacles in France, while serving liis
country faithfully, he did not neglect his God or tbo dutiesof humanity.

"When about to leave Paris, in 1790, an address
breathing the purest sentiments of respect and esteem for
I.So oo,.;....o f.,.l C. I. In.

}u; whk again commissioned as minister extraordinary to
1he Court of Napoleon, he was hailed upon his arrival with
the most lively demonstrations of gratitude and joy. Of
the important success of this last mission it is not necessaryto speak. The amicable relations existing between tho
(wo countries ever since, and the very considerable Irenefitssecured to the United States hy his able negotiation
art his sufficient praise. On his return to the United
States he retired to the seclusion of his country home,
enjoying the felicity and peace which always accompany
* iniud at ease. He had served his country, and had
served her well. In the field of battle and in civil station
ho had done his duty, and, conscious of the approbation
of liis God, was willing to retire to the quiet of domestic
life. But a man who hod been the bosom friend of
Washington, the companion of Jefferson and Franklin.whohad acted with them on the great theatre of events,
nud was conspicuously of the glorious band who had bid
defiauco'to the storm of British vengeance.was not jver
milted thus quietly to glide from the public view. No ;
he had earned the highest honors of the State, and a nationsensible of his merit ami exalted patriotism determinedto reward them.

"In 1310 ho was elected to the general assembly of
Virginia, and during the session made governor. Ho
was eminently qualified to fill with dignity the highest
office of his uative State, but before the conclusion of the
term, he was invited to take part in the federal government.As Secretary of State, and Secretary of War, he
acquitted himself so much to the satisfaction of the |>eon..i<i... ii^ -..t;-;.,.. ioni

unanimously elected his successor. In tho high office of
President of fhc United 8tates, he fully displayed the
patriotic real and profound wisdom which hud at id I
timej characterised his action. The bold and comprehensivenational policy which emanated from bin administrationwill go down to future ages as a leading system. At
the end of his second term he retired from office, respectedby all parties and beloved and venerated throughout
the Union. In 182'i, although he was then upward* of
seventy years of age, ho consented, at tho earnest rotjucotof idb feUow-citisens, to become a member of the
convention assembled to amend theconstituliou of VirginiaIu this august body, convened to perform the most
Important act of civil government, he dischargee} his last
official duty to his country. This over, he permanently
retired to the bosom of his affectionate family.

"Of dames MdimV' It may be truly said that for more
than half a century he watched with unceasing anxiety
and careful attention the prosperity and happiness of his
native land. His name must, ever live in the |mges of
impaitial history, and we cannot but feel that, the appropriatehour iu whit li he left the world will lie esteemed a
sacred recollection by remote generations. At a moment
when the gratitude of millions might waft his soul to
tho realms of God, his spirit le&thls earth to join in the
regions of eternity the beloved compatriots of his early
vear He died in New York on the fifty-fifth anniversaryof Ameri. au Independence.

Secours, at Koucn, is about to lie supplied with a chime
similar to those of Bruges, Antwerp, and Mniincs, but
with all the improvements recently effected. The collectionis to consist of 26, and is to play the uir "Inviolata"
every hour of the day and night; but, in order to avoid
the monotony produced by the constant repetition of the
same air, the chimes are so arranged that they are to
play special airs at Advent, Ixmt, Christmas, Easter,
Whitsuntide, Ascension, and All Saints Day ; in a word,
on all the seasons and holidays of the Church. In addition,a finger-board has been adapted to the chimes to
enable them to be played on like an organ, 'Flic clock,
which is to set the chimes in motion, has already been
fixed in the belfry ; and it is to be completed by the additionof an astronomical and chrvnoractrical chamber, in
which will l>« represented nil the phases of the moon,
the day of the week and month, and the precise time at
Paris, Lyons, Straslxmrg, Home, Jerusalem, Sebastopol,
Constantinople, Algiers, Sydney, Philadelphia, San Francisco,New York, Canton, St. Petersburg, Cairo, Vienna,
Valparaiso, Dublin, Cadiz, and Moscow.
