The street* were crowded at an early hour, but there
were no disturbance* of the peace. Our citizens, with
their wives nnd families, imule a holiday of it, and left
their private pursuits for a day of pleasure iu some quiet
woodlaud luti e.it, or at the <litTereiit favorite excursion
points along the Potomac. For once the almighty dollar
seemed to be forgotten, and nothing was thought of but
tlie precious legacy left us by our forefathers. Fvly in
the afternoon they began to return, aud before nightfall
the city was full again. 'Hum cause thoughts of tire tireworks,and such a streaui of excited i>eoplo as. made their
way from every point to the President's grounds, Fourteenthstreet, and every eligible )>oint from which the
display could bo plainly seen, lias uever been witnessed
in this city Is-fore. Xsttto children were led along,
and even the infants in their little wagons, pulled by
their nurses, joined in the crowd. It seemed as if the
city were deserted, and the entire population hod congregatedat that single point of attraction. The exhibition
commenced about 8 o'clock by the firing of rockets,
which called forth the admiration of the assembled thousands.The Buchanan shells were the most admired, und
"ladies' whims'' reminded many a sighing lover of the artificeswhich so often hod tormented him in bis iurppiost
moments. Although many parts of the exhibition were

really superior, still there were those whowcrc somewhat
disappointed. On the whole, however, there was very
general satisfaction expressed, lire Marine Band enlivenedtire entertainment with tlieir best music.
Thus passed the day in Washington, and wo confidentlybelievo its recollections will extend far into the

future.

FOURTH OF JULY SERMON.
Last Sabbath was a very pleasant day, and, although it

was the Fourth of July, it is witli pleasure that wo record
the entire absence of anything like disorder.

Here he desired to explain that in using the word Pro- (testantism ho did not inean that hatred of Catholicism ,

which was sometimes mistaken for it, but he meant that
great movement in human souls which, impelled by a

Divine power, then and now demanded per feet freedom '
of conscience. Up to the ]>eriod of the settlement of i
this country, he said, tho Protestantism of Europe utter- <
cd potent truths only as sarcasms, and it was clear that it tcould never succeed in those King-ridden countries.
Then it was that the providence of God transplanted the
Puritans to Plymouth aud the Episcopal church to Jamestown.But oven then a colony whose faith, like its r

liberties, was governed by charters and Indigencies,
afforded no fitting soil for religious freedom. So that 1
