by McNamee bimself, who entered the stable of Mr.
Wright, bis employer, aliout 4 o'clock in the morning,

watchman on the prcuAscs, "1'almer, my wife is dead I"

Palmer asked how it took place.
1 don't know; 1 woke up and found her dead in

bed this morning "

Palmer immediately went k> the rooms occupied by
McNamee, and the appearances caused him at once to
leave information at the North Police Station op|>osite,

(upon whicu McNamee was taKcii into custody.
OH) coroner was immediately summoned, who took

charge of the rooms.

The murdered woman had by her husband two chil[jren, a little girl and a l<oy. The boy, four yeara old,
was called oa a witness, and gave testimony as follows :

Previous to the swearing of the last witness, the little
boy was brought In and told his story. He is a veryintdligtrntlittle lad, and told his tule with an artlessness
dixl sincerity that carried conviction to the hearts of
every one that heard it. In the morning he had been
asked by ths coroner if his father had whipped his mother,und roplied, "No." He afterwards told Mrs. Culloruthat "ha daren't tell that man, for.he would tell his
father." After he was brought in, his attention was first
drawn to ids playthings, until his timidity being overcome,he told in his childish, lisping prattle, how his
f ithcr struck his mother, and she fell down ; how the
blood ran and sh-i was "very sick how he stamped upon
hut after she lay upon tiro floor, at the sains time imitating,
with his tiny foot, the motion ; how his mother lay in a

dark room, and was "so bloody;" how his father drew her
forth by the hair of the head, and, suiting the action to
the word, he grasped both hands in the hair; how his
mother tried to get. up, but could not, swinging his littlebody to imitate the mother; how he had no dinner In
the day-tytib, for his mother wasasleep on the bed, but his
father got him some after dark ; that his hither put him
to bed that his mother was in the bed at tbe time, all
bloody by the nose ; how she lay on "the Iwards"
(the floor) with blocs! all round her ; how his father
wiped up the blood wjth a dish-cloth and put it in the
pan ; how he didn't see why she didn't die before, for bis
father did it very often. And filially, when asked if his
mother was drunk, he distinctly said "no, but fader
was." It was a bccuo long to bo remombered by all
who heartf him, in the innocence of his childish
confidence, tell his tale, which not a hearer could
doubt.not yet old enough lo realize his loss, or tho
danger in which he was placing his only remaining parent.

After listening to tho testimony, the jury, with a very
few moments' consultation, returned a verdict that tho
woman came to her death from blows inflicted by hor
husband, anil lie was accordingly committed to stand bis
trial for th? awful crime.

PRESIDENT DE THE UNITED STATES.VISIT TO
MOUNT VERNON.
On Thursday night, alter our paper went to press, three

companies of the 7th regiment of New York volunteer*
in rived up from the Ericsson, which they left uground
about eighty miles below this city. As soon as the drum
could l>e heard, our disappointed ciUxens, who were out
in large numbers, became ull expectation, and were seen
hurrying Trout every diicction to the corners of the streets
and other points from which a view of tho approaching
visitors might be exjiected to be obtained. When they
at length became visible, it was a brilliant sight, as they
advanced with the firm and steady tread for which they
are ho distinguished. On reaching the National and
Browns' Hotel, at which places they had been quurtered,
they were drawn up into line, and afterwards filed in, the
ranks were broken, and they were assured by the worthy
propiietors that they should have every accommodation
in their power to bestow upon them.

The only circumstance thut has occurred to mar the

pleasure of their trip thus far was the accidental death
by drowning of private Lawrence Hamilton, of the 6th
company, which melancholy event occurred at Kichmond.
The officers and privates, on learning the sad intelligence,expressed great sorrow and regret, for the deceased
was beloved by them all. Mr. Hamilton was a grandsonof Alexander Hamilton, and a second cousin of Hon.
John Cochrane, of New York, the orator .of the day.
Various rumors aro in circulation os to tlia manner of his
death, and it is not known certainly how thut event occurred*, but it is supposed that on the occasion of the
parting banquet, which was served up on board of tiro
two steamers lushed together, hi passing from one of the
steamers to the other the deceased fell from the plank,
and the occurrence was not noticed by nny one on board.
When lie was iuisscd, it was supposed that he had been
detained on shore by some of bis hosts in Kichmond, and
would return home by railroad. His remains were recovered,and have been sent to New York by the steamer
Roanoke.

Shortly after tlio arrival of the distinguished visitors, the
city was "all agog," aud the vicinity of the National,
Browns' Hotel, the City Hall, and various other prominentparts of the city, in which the dress parade was expectedto form, were crowded with anxious and eager
spectators.

On making big npiiearanCc, the l're-Went received a

Secretary Cass. Secretary Cobb, Secretary I'ioyd, SecretaryThompson, Secretary Toucey, Attorney General
Black, Postmaster General Brown, and several other distinguishedpersouH. The firm, elastic tread of the Presidenttook "the regiment" by storm. When offered
an umbrella to shield him from the sun, he declined
it, saying, he was too much of a soldier for that. 'Hie
review, itself, was highly Interesting, and the only circumstanceto be regretted was the constant moveuieut of
the people from one side of the avenue to the other, in
spite of all that the guard could do. If our District
voluutocre could not ]>aradc, they might at least have
mustered in sufficient numbers to keep the ground clear,
and thus relieved the gallant Seventh of considerable
lalior.

In regard to the morals of these
gentlemen, the Mayor of Richmond says he has never,
since he has been with them, heard an oath or witnessed
anything in their conduct which in the slightest degree
could lie condemned.

After leaving tho White House the regiment proceededto their quarters and partook of dinner ; after which
they embarked in tho Mount Vernon, Captain Reynolds,
for the purpose of visiting the gTavo of Washington.
Tho Mount Vernon wi s acoomi>anicd by tho Collyer, in
which a large number of gentlemen from tho city took
passage. Notwithstanding the excessive heat, and the
fatigue of the dress parade, the "bold soldiers" were in
excellent spirits, and amused tlicmselvcs in various ways.
Some of them read the afternoon papers, others played
a quiet game of euchre, and others still kept asking for
tho "pilot."
The run down was a pleasant one, and the only incidentwas the raco iietwecn the two boats. The Collyer

left her wharf at Washington first, but stopped at Alexandria,where the Mount Vernon passed her. Before
reaching our place of destination, however, the Collyer
regained tlie lead, and when wc arrived was ready to
receive us.

Dkar Sir: I hereby desire you to say to Colonel

Duryea, of the 7th New York regiment, that soon

this city a memento of some kind made from the wood
grown on the Mount Vernon estate, the home and restingplace of the immortal Washington. Furthermore,
Col. Hlckey, you shall see to the sending of each article
to each jierson from this city.

Yours, truly, J. CRUTCIIEIT.
To Col. Hicket.
Wc understand that the names will be furnished to Col.

Hickey, and the regiment fully upprcciate the kindness
and generosity of Mr. Crutchett.
A committee from Alexandria, consisting of Colonel

Corse, Major Ashby, Major Wliittington, and Captain
Herbert, vesterdav morninir waited unon the officers of
the regiment tendering to them the hospitalities of that
city ; but the invitation could not be accepted. The citizens,however, hiul already commenced making preparationsfor their reception when they received the despatch
announcing the above fact, and there is general disappointmentexpressed. A warm and enthusiastic welcome
would have been extended to them, for the " Seventh "

has won the hearts of all of old Virginia's sons.

Upon landing at Mount Vernon, tho regiment formed
by companies and proceeded to the tomb of General
Washington. At the tomb tho sceno was most, solemn
and imposing. There was not a head that remained
covered, and one could fee that the thoughts of ull were
fast travelling back, first to the youthful days of the
"Father of his Country," then to t.he memorable strugglefor freedom from the Briton's yoke, and finally to his
calm and peaceful death, and a nation's sorrow. For
several moments a profound silence pervaded the assemblage,and it was only broken by the mournful but impressivevoice of Mayor Mayo, of Ilichmond. Uis remarks
were appropriate to the occasion, and wore appreciated
by all who heard tliein. Mount Vernon (he said) was tho
common ground of every American cltisen. It was Do
longer property, but was national, and it became every
man to come and worship at the shrine of freedom.

Rev. Dr. Weston, the chaplain, then came forward and
said:
