THE SMITHSONIAN INSTITUTION.
Although our citiscns generally are familiar with portioiiHof this building, yet few are aware of the amouut

of scientific research and labor which in carried on in
those rooms where visitors are not usually permitted to
enter ; and for their benefit, as well ns for the benefit of
strangers who may pay transient visits to the metropolis,
wo will endeavor to give a brief account of what the
SmUhsoniuu Institution is, and what it is doing.
The Sinithsoniau Institution, as is generally known,

derives its name and endowment from James Sinithson,
esq., of England. Mr. 8. was an illegitimate son of the
first L>uke of Northumberland. His life was devoted to
scientific pursuits, and he contributed several important
l>apcrs to tho " Philosophisal Transactions" of the Itoyal
Society, of which he was a member. Having no

family ties, he bequeathed his fortune, consisting of
about $515,000, to the United States, " to found
at Washington, under tho namo of the Smithsonian
Institution, an establishment for the increase nnd
diffusion of knowledge among men".thug perpetuatinghis memory, nnd handing his namo down to posterityns the friend nnd jratron of science and luarning.
This institution was established by an act of Congress,
passed in 1S4G, and its government is devolved upon a
board of regents consisting of fifteen momliers. The managementof its affairs is under the direction of the Beerotary,l'rof. Joseph Henry.
The building is of an irregular Norman style. It consistsof a centre and two wings, united by connecting

ranges. The extreme length of the building is 417 feet,
und its greatest breadth 132 feet. Ills adorned with nine
towers, the highest of which is 136 feet. As the visitor
passes through the main doorway he first enters a room
on the lower lloor two hundred feet in length, in
whicli are contained tho curiosities that were brought
Li thin rnnntrv hv !h« various nvnlarSmr nviuutULom

and other curiosities collected from all part* of the
world by the officers of the army and navy of the
United State*, filling eighty-six glass cases. These belongto the government, and not Wing connected with
the design of the Smithsonian Institution, an appropriationis made by Congress for their preservation and safekeeping.They have recently been removed from the
gnllcry of the National Institute at tho I'atent Office
building, the r«om they occupied there being required for
the legitimate purposes of that office. Near the south
door of the main hall are two aquariums, which nttract
much attention.
Tho eastern portion of the lowor story of the building

is occupied as a document-room, where tho publications
of the Institution are boxed up for transmission abroad.
The object of tiro institution, as specified in the will of
its founder, is two-fold.first, the incrcnse of knowledge; and, secondly, the diffusion of knowledge nmong
men. It may bo proper here to remark that tho
Secretary is earnostly endeavoring to carry out that
two-fohl object in the most effectual manner, by
thu use of the annual income placed at his disposal.
This amounts to some $30,000 per annum, which would
l>c insufficient, after paying other necessary expenses, to
support a vory large corps of scientific men here. 'Hie
plan has therefore bccusuloptcd, of securing tho assistanceof as many co-operators as possible, each one of
whom, from the love of science, would render gratuitous
contributions to the common stock of knowledge, or

would do so on the condition that his expenses were [mid.
In this mannor, valuable papers on vurious scientific
sulqects aw received from all parts of the country, which
are referred to a committee consisting of the most eminent
professors of the subject treated of, and after receiving their
appr< >bation and endorsement, are published by the SmithsonianInstitution. In this manner nine volumes of "SmithsonianContributions to Knowledge," in quarto form, hare
already been issued, and the tenth is nearly ready for delivery.This knowledge is diffused among men by sending
these volumes to all the principal libraries In the world,
by whom they are highly esteemed, and in return the
Smithsonian receives sots of the Transactions of all foreign
k!,.;.n||n.

Ac., and also In regard to storm*. An interesting paper
on the connection of meteorology with agriculture, by
Prof. Henry, the Secretary of the Tnntitution, appeared In
the agricultural portion ot the Patent Office lleport for
1856, showing the cause* of the current* in the atmoe-
pliere and the ocoan, and their effect* upon climate.
