us and see us safely taken to Allahabad in boats. We en:tered these joyfully, never for a moment expecting treachery,ond were taken quite by surprise when we were
i tiled on. The river in many places in the middle had 110

o i. and even then with dlfliculty. The tiriug at fust was

i irregular, but after a while the bails came whizzing post

deck of my boat, seated stupilied with terror and amazement,when I was tuither convinced of immediate dangerby seeing u party of sepoys enter the boat I was in. I
was seized in an instant by tlie arm by one of these savnges.forsavages and ruitians they looked I was asked
to deliver all I posntsed money and jewels to the
amount of 401) ru|>cus, the sum I managed to take with
liie when 1 proceeded to the barracks, was now snatched
fio u inc.
On replying in the negative to questions whether 1 had

more money and valuables by me, my person was searchedrudely. My senses had very nearly forsaken mo. 1
was iu a sort of stupor. The search was made on my
person while I was standing, hut, to speak more exactly,
I w is made to stand while 1 was searched. The ruffian,

! as if to tantalize me, let off his gun over my head and
shoulders in the most deliberate and cold-blooded manncr. They afterwards shot two sweet little gills, sisters,
who were between the ages of six and eight. The poor
creature* were clinging to each other when they committedthis diabolical act. Next, they shot an Eurasian,
whose name was Kirkpatrick, a merchant of Cawupore.
How many others were killed by the miscreants I could
not know, for I felt dizzy and sank on the deck. For
what time 1 remained in this state I have no idea. 1 returnedto consciousness by feeling myself suddenly and
rudely seized and thrown into the river.

perhaps from weariness, from which 1 was aroused by
approaching stealthy footsteps. In an instant I sprang
to my feet, but, instead of the ruffians whom 1 expected

lu a few words I undei stood that she had been dealt w ith
5n the same way as myself.i «., thrown into the water
by the men, who perhaps thought she was not worth u

bullet.that, being insensible, she would soon sink to the
bottom of the river. Our agitation and fear, however,
were so great that we had not much of consolation to
offer each other. We had not beeu together more than
an hour, I should suppose, when a party of the enemy
surprised us. We were dragged in different directions,
and of Miss Wheeler's fate I knew nothing till very lately'.I was pushed and dragged along and subjected to
every indignity.

Occasionally I felt the thrust of a bayonet, and on ray
protesting against such treatment with uplifted hands,
and appealing to their feelings as men, I was struck on my
head, and was made to understand, iu language too plain,
that 1 had not long to live ; but before being put to

; death that I would be made to feel some portion of the
1 degradation their brethren felt at Meerut when ironed
and disgraced before the troops. After a walk of about
four hours I was brought to a place about four miles from
Cawnpore, very near Bithoor, where some of the mutineerswere encamped. I was almost in a stale of nudity,
for my clothes had beeu torn to pieces when I hail been

| dragged along by the men, and 1 had the mortification
" of being made a spectacle before these heartless and cruel
wretches. Clapping of hands and cries of " Khoobkea!"iwell done) burst upon my stultified senses. A
circle formed around me ; 1 sunk on the ground and buriedmy lace in my hands. Oh, the ugony of those moments.

At length 1 heard a voice H|>eaking to tny perse utorsin rather a conciliatory tone." Spare the poor creature,and ha\o compassion on her; let her alone, she
seems dead already," 1 looked up and saw an African.
There Was something mild and compassionate in ids look,
lie relieved mo in a great measure from tiro shame I was

suffering by throwing a covering or chuddur on me. He
asked me to accompany him. I immediately followed,
and was ushered into a tent, where I was desired by my
benefactor to take rest. He made me understand that

ilie would do ail in his power to have my life spared. I
thanked him for his kindness. After a while he procured
me a suit of uative clothes, which he said 1 should put
on. " You pre very unwell,' said he, "your eyes are

i bloodshot, and face very much flushed." I knew that 1
had strong fever on me, uud felt exceedingly weak. 1
replied that a little sleep would perhaps do me good. 1

(bud my aching head on the mattress and fell fast usleep.
On waking 1 still felt so weak that I could hardly lift

iny head. I had a ehupattie, or hand-bread, and a little
dball served to me, which I could not eat. My sable benefactorI saw no more till I went to Lueknow.he was a

eunuch in the King's employ, and had arrived in (awnporeas an uvanf counter, with some despatches from MoulvieAhmedoollah, Shah of Fysothad, to Nana Sahib.
1 heard of some ladies whose lives bad been spared,

ami who were in a building called the Assembly-room.
Jiow 1 wished that my sister, at least, was among the
number 1

I had been some time now with the mutineers, and
was treated brutally. How I survived my severe illness,
having no proper nourishment given to ine or care taken
of me, is a source of wonder to me now. Sinful as was
the wish, 1 wished and prayed lor death hut Providence
willed it otherwise.
As I understood the libidostuner language thoroughly,I managed to glean from the conversation of the men

that spies had come from Allahabad with news that the
British were making arrangements to march on t'awnpore.A ray of hope shot through lue at the prospect of
being thus relieved from the bauds of these merciless
men.
On the morning of the 15th of July, on getting up, 1

found (hat our camp was in an unusual bustle, news bav
ing reached the Nana that the victorious British were

inarching on Cawnjiore, after having routed the retails
fiist at a place called Khaga, about live miles from Futteliporcon Monday, the 12th of duly; then at Along on the
15th; and finally at the bridge on the l'undoo-Nuddee, or

stream.
Au order was issued by the Nana for the women, children,and sick, to be removed half way to Lueknow. I
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nuhabor. I whs dragged and pushed along in my weak
utaU-, mid when I actually Kink from futiguo, i wok put
on a cart, but not before I hud accomplished .10 miles
on foot without shoos. On the Slut we were joined by
ncftily the whole of the inuliiiouH trisips who hod evacuiitedCMrnpore and Bithoor, and 1 could easily guess from
onr hurried marches for day* that we wore in full retreat.
Whenever the news came of the pursuing "garaha," or
white soldiers, the flight was continued with a perseverancuworthy o( a better cause. It can 1st etisilv
imagined from this.in what dread the Sepoys held our
soldier*.

i had to accompany tl>« flying enemy, and made a delourof a groat portion of the northwest provinces on foot,
viz: Handily, Bobilcund, Kuttegbur, ShahjehanpOre, and
Alio districts near Delhi. After travelling through all
these places we Joiuod the mutineers at I.ucknow On
our arrival here I met. my sableqencfactor, wlio informed
pie that Moultrie Ahmcdoollah Nhfth, commonly calleii

the Fysafead Moulvie, »iui one of the principal tnea or

generulejMnnng the mutineers, und he woe certain that
the Moumo would shelter and protect in« if f wrote to
him, stating my hard case The Moulvie, though lie
had a very great antipathy toward* Clnisiiaus, especially
English, wan still in every way a good, feeling, warmheartedinan, and had declared his Intention of protectingwomen und children A* a steadfast believer of the
Koran, lie thought it outrageous to bum them. Very
different woe the < wo with the Niuiu Sahib.

A» the Moulvie could read and write English, I had
not much difficulty in malting him understand my deplorablecondition. Ou a piece of dirty paper, in which
some uall hud been Served to uie, I managed to scribble
with a bit of charcoal a few lines to him, stating my case
iu a few winds, and begging of liiul, in tin: name of his
prophet, Mahomed, to Help me. .is It was impossible to
drag on uiy miserable existence with the native soldiers,
whose conduct to me was cruel in the extreme. The
kind African, under whose advice i acted, not only proinisurudto tuke my note to the Mouhle, but to plead my
cause for me. A day after Ire brought me a verbal reply
from the Moulvie to the effect that the begum, his motherin-law,would take lac under her protection, und that I
should bo one of the belies of her household.

way. At dawn we reached tho Moulvle's camp. The
lielicral -Sahib, we are informed, was not to be seen till
o'clock, at which time he would drill his men. Alter

waiting with feverish anxiety for two hours there was a
hustle anions the men, and I was informed that they
were preparing for drilLitnd were to have a sort of shsmlight.In a short trme the plain was covered with Infan-
tiy, cavalry, and i/rtilleiy. The bugle sounded the "asinhly,"and thosVjvho ha<l not joined the ranltR rushed
( them from all quarters. The tuna of voices suddenly
Ceased as I perceived u cavalcade proceeding from the
Moulvie's ipiarters. 1 was informed that the General
and liia staff were approaching. Moulvie Ahmedoollah
Shah was a middle aged man, and lind a somewhat distinguishedinein. 1 could see that he had won the res(>ectand confidence of his men. After ridiag with his
staff from regiment to regiment, inspecting them, the
infantry were made to go through some manoeuvres
The cavalry had to wheel round, trot, and charge the infantry,while they formed sqnares and knelt to receive
the charge, and, when the troopers woro within a short
distance, tired a volley into them ; they wheeled, and
retreated, and then the artillery opened tire on them.

Various other maineuvros were gone through. The
infantiy regimenlH marched in often column, while the
lands pinyea "ino nine irons 01 nuotiaod 10 ttieir slow
march, llif troops ahd horse artillery on the right and
left. The force assembled, 1 was informed, consisted of
211,000 men of all arms. Marching in this fashion, they
leached the (leneral Moulvie's palace, when the order
was given to halt, front, dress, advance for general
salute, and, to my utter astonishment, "God save the
flueou" was struck up briskly. After lodging arms the
whole force was dismissed, the men cheering on the
Moulvle expressing himself satisfied with the way in
which the manoeuvres were gone through.

Alter the para<lo T approached with the rupees In my
hands ; with suitable phrases I won the Moulvle to interesthimself In me. "Nobody," said he graciously, but

Tim following day it suit ol clothes similar to those
worn by Muhomcdau I in lies of distinction who brought to
me, turd I wns in»ti uctcd to bathe and proceed to the
Begum's Bitluce at the Kaiserbub.

i shall briefly puss over the iKirticulurs of myconversiouto the Muhomedan faith and installation us a lady
of the household, as I feel puillcd to think ot this period
of my eventful existence suffice it to say that I had to
contend with sulhsings enough to beud und sulidue any
woman. The effect of the ill-trcutment 1 hart endured
tended to make me u downright hypocrite. 1 could huve
liecn made to do anything, and I plujed my part as a
convert to the Muhomedan creed in a style at which 1
feel astonished now. I was obliged to le&m by heart
portions of the Koran, (Muhomedun Bible,) and hud,
mornings und evenings, to get through my devotions.
If 1 excited the least suspicion in the minds of those
about me of being a Christian, instant death would h ive

inevitably followed. When I accompanied the troops i
was at one liuie ordered to he blown from a gun, hut on
account of a hasty retreat 1 fortunately escaped, though
at the time 1 was glad of lire order, lor my life then wus
well nigh intolerable.

In every respect I was well cared for and treated by the
Begum. My health rapidly improved, and the desire to
live was now strong in me. 1 was well aware that the
ihilish would relieve the garrison of Lueknow, and that.
troops were on their way from Kngland to punish the
mutineers. s

I have already mentioned that I became a hypocrite.
The Begum and the ladies of the household believed ine
to lie a devout Mahomedau. 1 was much praised when I
said that 1 thought the Knglish would not he able to relievothe garrison or even to approach Lueknow.
Things progressed very favorably with me. The approachof General Havelock gave me some hope of esca-

ping. L was here, i might mention, during nearly the
whole siege, and oh ! how often did 1 offer up my silent
prayers for the little band of hens* struggling for lil'o
against an overwhelming force. "The way of God is in
the sea, and His path is in the great waters, His footsteps
are not known. But although thousayest thou canst not
see Him yet judgment is before Him, therefore trust thou
in Him."
Great was the boosting around me because General

Havelock had twice to fall back upon Cawnpore, but
they miscalculated his perseverance. On the 23d of Septemberhe and General Outram fought their way into the
Kesidency. The mutineers retreated hastily in every direction.Kveu the little British force, consisting of only
2,500 men, und these infantry and artillery, with merely
a handful of volunteer cavalry, intimidated their ene-
niies, who appeared very numerous, in fact countless.
All that the miserable sepoys could now do was to occu-
py loopholcd houses round the garrison, and keep up au
incessant fire.

Nearly a month had elapsed thus, and reports were
rife that the commander-in-chief of the British forces, Bir
Colin Campbell, was advanciug effectually to relieve the
garrison, and the way in which he afterwards achieved
his purpose has been acknowledged by all as excellent.
The Begum, with whom 1 was now putting up, was a

grim and suspicious woman, and, when thwarted or au-
uuyed, cu ted with prompt cruelty. Who understood well
her position, and on rumors reaching her of the frequent
defeat of her troops by the British, she was irritable to
lire lust degree. On tire approach of tbecommauder-in-
chief her equanimity entirely forsook her. She treated
ure with great severity and abused me frequently, calling
Kallir, or unbeliever, a hypocrite, a slut, and a serpent
who would yet sting her benefactors. Her treatment
of ine ut last became cruel. I tried to bear up with her
ill-humor us well us X could, for to have said a word to
her would have been needless. Death, 1 knew full well,
stared me in the face should my conduct ho in the least
offensive.
One morning she eutered ray apartments in a frantic

dale, und commenced, as usual rallimr uw> nnnw-c f

thought it was one of her usual (its, but my eyes were
opened whell she said, " Your general is approaching, but
will find it no easy task to take Lucknow, for we have
Jone all in our power to strengthen our defences. You
are, I am sure, very pleased to hear of his coming. 1
can see it in your very countenance. Wretch, you shall
die rather than escape. I therefore advise you to prepare
yourself to-day, and make your peace with Allah, for to-
morrow at eUwn of day you shall be shot." The reader
ean imagine my state of mind at this unexpected and
appalling news.to die now when I had survived so
many hardships. But God in his wisdom sent mo succor
and consolation in my own servant.
The ladies of the Begum's household are allowed servantsor riolamt, slaves, as they are called. The ono in

attendance on me proved a faithful creature to me ill tuy
time of need. This poor, ill-used creature entertained au
affection for mo because I was kind to her. The slaves
are not generally treated well; they aro frequently
thumped, kicked, and abused by the ladies. They approachtheir mistresses with trembling and fear, so that
the slightest kindness goes a great way with them. On
heaving from me my sentence, she said, with tears
"Mistress, I will try to make you effect your escape
from this place, for what the Beguin once says is never
recalled. I heard before you entered these upurtmcnts
that you were to be shot to-morrow ; but, thank God,
there is yet time left to act. You must go into the gardenby the back door, and I will wait for you at midnightunder the Pcpul tree at the further extremity of
the garden, where you must change your clothes for
coarse apparel which 1 will provide for you. The guards
know me and will allow us to pass without molestation.
We will proceed to the Moulvie Sahib, and when you are
once under his protection the Begum dare not touch you.
I will provide you with a few rupees, which you must
present to him on your approach as nuxzur, or present. He
will be pleased if this respect is shown to him. Use (lattery,and approach him as you were his slave.

I accordingly waited till the appointed time, and when
1 was convinced that all was quirt I made my way in
(he (lark from the palace as noiselessly as 1 possibly
could. I met my faithful companion at the appointed
spot. After changing mv apparel I threw the clothes 1
had taken off into a well. Alter wending our way along
an avenue or grove of trees, we were challenged by a

sentry on duty. My companion explained that wo were
proceeding to join our husbands at the Moulvie's camp.
We were allowed, after due search, to proceed on our

in an upetarthli way, "will molest you. Taae *|«ii t |
mentis In ti e palace, ami have tlie hIuvi s to attend you.You have followed our creed, and we lunat protect
you.

1 wa* very comfortable an Ioiik an 1 remained at the
Moulvie* palace, and was free from all espionage from
the mm a* well aa women; for the Moulvie was a dc*|>»t,aud could order any pereen under him to lie put to
death, and hi* order* would l«i cheerfully carried out by
Id* Holdiora; in tact, he wax a determined aort of a|>eraoii,and a* lie bad taken an iufeo at in mo. 1 wiot imt inlcr-
fered with.

1 had inxiii in)' emu)*) from the Begum's palace in the
beginning of November, anil remained under the Moid-
via'* protection till the 12th of that mouth, when tie
went nut with his troops to incut Kir Colin Campholi,
then advancing to the relief of Lucknow. Before hie
depai lure he mint me again to the begum, with strict or-
ders that I should he well treated. She wo* atill mailing
at thu Ktudci Hugh, and icceived uie with moody silence
My feeling* during the combat which ensued in Luck-

now miy be imagined. 1 would have escaped at it* coin-
uienceiuent if 1 dared, but to have attempted it would
huvu been certain death

After a ill eadlul couilait it became evident that the
British would be everywhere successful, auil tbeu began
a frightful rout iu our camp. Horses, camels, elephant*,
and carriage* were prepared fur the Begum anil ber lionethold.The mutineers were Hying in all directions. In
the confusion 1 escaped through it loophole of the |>aluru,
hut the shot and shells were still whistling around. 1
knew not what to do. It was evident 1 was little caieil
for or thought of in the confusion which reigned around
iuc. Froui pursuit, therefore, I hud nothing to fear, but
how to reach the English camp 1 knew not. 1 advanced
a short distance, but to have continued my course in that
direction was to encounter ceitaiu death, us an incessant
shower of grajsi was pouring hi from every side. In this
extremity 1 had to join a lusty of mutineers, who took
the direction to the north. J wandered about 1 cannot
exactly say how long. \Ve made a tlMour to Qudn. I
journeyed on foot, and put tip with it course fare. 1
thought tlie ckttpylaf utul Ihall now buimc l**icht. 1 was
strong, 1 was well treated, and aide to lie.ir any uinount
of fatigue. Our numbers could not have been less than
1,000 men, with two guns but they were augmented
by fugitives joining in twos and threes daily, if the
British after the retaking of iaiekuow immediately bad
continued pursuing the cucmy for days iu every direction
they would by this time huvu liecii totally extinct. As
for me, iny safety lay iu uccouijMiiiying tliein nor would
they have let mu dc[»art.

Councils of war were held among the chiefs, but havingno regular loader to guide them and bring their discussionsto lietr upun their movements, they wandered
about., a regular set of fugitives, until we were nearly
thirty miles from Allahabad, when they came to a stand
still. They were uow in a feaiful state of uiiuil, and,
being exceedingly stupid, could be uiadc to believe anything,for all they cared for was to huvu their lives
spared. The British never before contended with such
contemptible foes. I kept very silent l'or days'; but
when 1 found that the men were so ready to take in
everything, i spoke to them and culled for a council.
They were eager to hear me.

1 explained to them that as their only hope was in the
clemency of the Company Bahudoor, the best plan would
be to send me with proper escort to Allahabad, where I
would explain their awe to the governor Keuerul through
the magistrate of Allahabad, who, 1 said, was my cousin.
I said that if they allowed me to manage their idfuirs,
they would come off with their liven and liberty. 1
made them understand that, though u Mahomiueduii
now, 1 had oneo been a Christian, and, Having influentialrelatives, I would urge tiieir kindness to uie as a
sufficient ground for their lives being spared. I tried to
convince them that the liiilish looked more upon their
sparing the life of one female than the slaughter of .*>00
men.

After seasoning and discussing the matter, they at last
consented to let me go. They were, in fact, like drowning
men, euger to catch at a straw to save ilieir lives. 1 was
made to give, licforo I started, to the chiefs or captains
certificates that I had been well treated, for they said it
vug better to have something, In case I played them
false. 1 readily agreed to this, and drew up about thirty
certificates accordingly, as they cost ure nothing, and 1
was very anxious to got away from them. I left them
with a light heart and journeyed on foot with aloof, ten
men. Oh ! 1 cannot sufficiently describe my feelings
when I left them. 1 offered up a silent prayer of thanksgivingto Hod that He had safely brought uie out ofsuch
sufferings, degradation, and misery.

After I crossed the flanges, zemindars, landholders,
thanadavs, heads of mofussil police, one and all rebels at
heart, perhaps, and disaffected, hearing that 1 hud importantdespatches from the rebel camp for the governorgeneral,readily supplied me with palkies and lieareis,
and heaped presents on me. I arrived safe on the third
day at my uncle's factory. a day's Journey from Ailnhahud.The old man and Iris family at first could not recogniseme ; my Mahomincdun costume, sunburnt face,
and emaciated form tended effectually to disguise inc ;
hut this was only for a few moments, and then 1 was
clasped in their warm embraces. I shall leave the reader
to iniugine the joy of that meeting.

I shall now draw my hostv sketch to a close by informingtire reader thut I am very happy in the midst of
friends and relatives ut Calcutta, whither 1 caiue after re-

siding with my uncle for a month.
The date on which I reached nty uncle's factory was

the 20th of Juno, ltSJH, exactly one year since the C'uwitporemassacre. 1 am now residing witlr my aunt uud
receiving 100 rupees a month front the relief fund and
I need hardly add that J nut as ltappy and comfortable as

1 could wish to be.

A CURIOUS SARDINIAN USAGE.

Towards the end of March, or tire beginning of April,
it is tire custom for young utoit aird women to agree to-
gether to fill the relation of godfathers ami godmothers of
St. John, compare e contort. such is the phrase for the
ensuing year. At the ettd of May, tire proposed cuiiutre,
having procured a segment of tire hark of tv cork tree,
bullions it in tire shape of a vase, and fills it witlr rich
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or. wheat. Tho vase being placed In tlio sunshine, well
watered and carefully tended, the seed soon germinates,
blades spring up, and, making a rapid growth in the
course of twenty-one-days.that is, beforo the eve of St.
John.the vase is filled by a spreading and vigorous plant
of young corn. It then receives tho name of Hemes, or,
more commonly, of Su \ennere, from aSarde word, which
possibly has tiie same signification as the Phoenician name
of garden; similar vases being called, in ancient times,
the "gardens of Adonis." On the eve of St. John tiro cerealvast!, ornamented with lihbuns, is exposed on a balcony;decorated with garland* and lings. Formerly, also,
a little image in female attire, or phallic emblems mouldedin clay, such as were exhibited in the feasts of Hermes,
were placed among the blades of corn; but these representationshave been so scvoi ely denounced by tho Church,
that they are fallen into disuse. The young men ilock
in crowds to witness the spectacle and utteud the maidens
who come out to grace tho feast.
A great tire is lit on the piazii, round which they leap

mid gambol, the couple who have agreed to lie tit. John's
com/Hire completing the ceremony in this manner : tho
man is placed on one side of tho tilts, the woman on the
other, each holding opposite ends of a stick extended over
the burning embers, which they pass rapidly backward
and forward.

After that, the music strikes
up, and the festival is concluded hy dances, prolonged to
u late hour of the night. In some places tlie couple go
in procession, attended l>y a gay company of youths and
damsels, all in holiday dresses, to some country church.
Arrived there, they dash the vase ot llcnnes against the
door, so that it fails in piece#. The company then scat
themselves in a circle on the glass, and feast ou eggs fried
with herbs, while gay tunes are played on the lintisttr.

Kvrulng Post, ear* that this must be nu error, There in
no inhabited ixland lying north of Celebes, except one of
the large ixland* of the Kpunish Philippines, capable of
sustaining xu many inhabitant*. There are ecverul inlet*
lying north of Celebes, but only two of fcutlicicllt extent
to be called islands- SSangir and Teloor each of which I*
about twice tiie extent of Stated Ixland and thexo, havingbeen recently visited, me known to bo peopled by a
few hundred Malay ltajanx, who are tile "sea gypsies,"
lixhertuen and pirate* of the Archipelago. Among the
Molucca island* to the west of Celclsw there are to lie
found some interesting leuii.iuts of the Christian couiinilnitiesfounded by the missionaries who aceoinimnicd the
heroic Portuguese commander, Oalvan ; and among the
xuiult islands of the Teniiuber group, hi thu Java sea,
mere nave ttecn recently discovered a few native Christlaucommunities, the descendant* of converts by Dutch
mirsions ut Amlxiyna. This islaud bus now a (Herniation
of 5,000 civilised Christian native*, and contain* unquestionablya larger native Christian population than any
other island In the Malay Archi{ielago. The conversion*
in the great island* of the l'liill|ipineu, in Luzon, (Vim,
I'unay and others, to C'luistiauity, have kept (tare with
the progress of the S|mnish civil uuthority, and the CatholicChurch claim* to have thiee and a hall millions of
communicant* in the I'hilippinc Archi|>elago. Theihlaud
of Mindano, about a* large u* the Slate of New York,
which belong* to this archipelago, hut i* not yet includedin what is termed the Spanish i'hilippinc*, inasmuch

with the universal, and he might nay the everlasting
rules of justice, those ideas should lie respected. There
were certain principles which wore probably older than
my form of belief now existing in the world such, for
example, us the principle that equality of punishment
diould attend equality of crime.and such principles they
were bound to carry out in opposition to any native prejudicesor feelings which might lie opposed to them, restrainedonly by the recollection that all innovations
must lie slowly or gradually made.
