W ghould remember that the press is under striet sor
veillanee in France ; that nothiog can appear which lins
not the censor's imprimator ; and that several of the
Journulists most hostile to England are the favorite pro-
tegres of the Binperor.  Bearing this in wmind, publications
which otherwise should be passed over in contomptuons
silence aequire some Imporfance, a8 their pablieation
under the régime of so stiiet w censorship stamps them
with some dogree of authority,  The press in Epgland is
free; consivpuently any violent or unscemly attacks upon
the people or Emperor of France bear with them no au.
thority but that of the individual journalist. The case
is very different in Franee.

There can be no doubit that the efiect
of the work an the health, worality, and intellectual cul-
tvation of the peoaple has bedn memorable, It s the
great work amd  the great event of the Uie of George
Combo, e wrole other works, but he is known by Lis
“Uonstitution of Man."

Perhaps the most wselul thing he did was translating »
part of Gall's wiitings,  In hin great work—the **Con-
stibution of Man'"'——he was proceded by Spurgheim, whose
CNatural D™ efftcted for s readers what Combe's
work did for the working classes.  H he had given s the
mastors themselves, we should have been Inw better po-
Sition than hy secing them representsd in the person of a
special pleader who assanies to bo their comrade,

The merit of Combe was groal in pertinaciously and ef -
fectively sustaindng the right of opinion,  His remarks-
ble eolfesteen 5 his  sell-conscionsnes, rendering hiin
very falntly limpressionable ; his good nature real
bonevolenee ; his slirewidness and caution ; the absence
ol ol keen sensibility, and the prosonce of o constunt
sense of justice ; all fitted him to hold any given ground
well ngalust unsernpulous god ndversnties,

In 1535 he morvied Miss Cevilin Siddons.  Four or five
yours after o quibbed e pragtice of his profession, aud
in 1804, accompaniod by Mis, Combe, went to the Uni.
teal Btisten, where he repwined, lecturing and preparing
bis journal, till 1840, Dr, Sp . bad visited the
Uited States T 1852, and  died there in o few months ;
aned the diselples he tad obtained, wishing foranother mis-
tor, invited Combe to' legture to them,  Three years after
his return were varied by continental jowrneys, too often
rendered niocessavy by fuiling honlth.  The latter period
of his Hfe was one of vory infivm health, the vesult, ws ho
Leligved, of the eurly adverse influence which turned his
own and his brother's attention to sanitary subjects.  Af-
ter more and move shiutting np for the winters, and less
andl Jess ability to enjoy the business wad pleasares of life
wil soclety within his own  homg, he died on the 14ih
inst., at his friend D, Tane's hydropathie cotablishment,
