Broadway wis, of we, the nd centre of witrmc-
tion,  Before ten o'clock the rm;a: began to throug the
sidewalks, viewing the numerons decomtions and mottoes
which adorned the great baswes. At noon the strects Le-
came almost impenetruble, such wias the solid mass that
filled it From Fourteenth street to the Battery the whole
pave, (rom house to house on either elde, was alive with

Not less than a mil-
lion of mon, , sl child lebrutod with us on
b lny the of the Atlantic cable. New York

was fulrly overwhelmed for once. ‘The celebration of
18563, when we wore in flush tiues, und when the Presi-
dent of the United States withoall bis eabinet ministers
e to uesist, could not be comparad to the cable jubilee
in noy way, Then there were great gatherings at certain
specitied points, but yesterday every chief avenue of the
city was cholied with Toopla For twelve hours and more
this stream of humanity flowed to and fro, almost with-
out cessation or diminution,

The officinl exercises of the dsy commenced with a sol-
emn service, at half-past ten o'clock, in Trinity Churol.
This ninl wan attended by the civie aunthorlties,
the rey tatives of foreign po , and invitod guests.
The spacious cathedral edifice was crowded in every

At oue o'dlock the line of march was formed on the
Battery by the military escort and the sevoral civie bod-
iva forming purts of the procession. At about 3§ o' clock the
wrand cortege moved up Brondway to the Fift! avenue, aud
thence to the Crystal Paluce, where appropriate excrcises
were gone throngh with  In the evening there was a
general illumination, preceded by o torohlight procession
of the Fire Department.  And thus was closed the cele-
bration,

We have seen royal and imperial féter in Enrope. They
were, perhaps, more artistic in their details than our
cable celebration of yesterday, but they locked its
spontaniety and cheery aspeet.  We walked from the
Bowling Green to Fourteenth street yesterduy, throngh
ot least o hundred and fifty thoysand persons, sud suw
not the slightest attempt at anything like rowdyism or
vulgarity. Everybody seemod happy, contented, and |
jolly.  Old quarrels were forgotten, and hand met hand |
after estrangements of many a day.

The scene presented along Broadwny altogether trun-
sconds description.  Eyery available and even unavaila- |
ble’ place was secured long beforeband, and from the |
Battery to Union place one was obliged to run a gauntlet
of eyes more effective and more dangerous than any
artillery battery. This display of female beauty, con-
joined to the groat array of flags, banners, and moltoes,
made us thivk of a Roman carnival.  To the pet mili-

regi the Montreal artillery, and the officers
and erews of the Niogara wnid Agamemnon, there was
given a most splendid greeting all along the line, Every-
where we heand cheors for Field and Hudson, Everett
and their British comdjutors, We have never seen a
maore oheerful, hearty, s cordial shout than that which
welcomed the gallant tars of Lhe Ningara, as they moved
up DBroadway, Nexlt to them in point of popular favor
came the military. The crack infantry regiments—the
Beventh and Seventy-first—npever looked botter, and re-
celved much applause. The crowd upon Broadway wns
#0 great that the military lnd much difficulty in getting
through it, and so the procession was somewhat retarded.

There wos much pushing, crowding, and gome litele
swearing ; but, for the sake of the cable, both the spec-
tators wnd the soldiers were willing to stand  great deal,
S0 matters turnod out well in the end, and the Crystal
Palace was resched in safoty u lttle behind thme.

At night one would suppose the crowd would lessen.
Not so. ‘The illuminations, the fireworks, the many-
volored lanterns, and the general gos and spermaccti de-
monstrations gave to Brondway a carnavelesque appear-
ance which it is nlmost impossible to describe. Beginning
with the clever design of the New York Club down to the
Park, there was n succession of illuminations and trans.
parencics of every possible sort,  The grent bamanrs vied
with eagh other in the number and variety of their mot-
toes nd designs, both for day and night ; but, passing by
all of them, we wero eapecially steucl with the following
distich on the side of a cur :

SPRINGFIELD ARMORY.
[Frow the Boston Adveribser.]

Ou a recent visit to the National Armory st Springficld
wae found it exhibiting its usnal aspect of busy and intol-
ligent industry.  We lenrned that the figures for the past
vear, recently calenlated, showed that the aversge cost

| of manufseturing each musket is ($14 01,4) fourfeen dol-

lars one cent sad four mille.  This aversge is obtained
by dividing the whole cost of maimtaining the armory
for one year, including wll the items whatsoever, by the
whols number of muoskets manufactured within the year.
The musket consists of 68 sopurmtbe pieces, which e
wanufietured in different parts of the works, and finished
with such pieety that they may be put together indis-
eriminately ; o that, if it should be necessary at the seal
of war, dampged muskets may be repaired by simply re-
nowing the broken purt ; or one good musket may be
male from the picces of two that have sustained different
injuries,  The whole of p ployed at the
wrmory is 370, From fifteen to twenty thousand mnskets
are munufrctured every year.  The large arsenal build-
ing containg a guarter of o million of muskets storad
veaely for any emergency. A part of these had been or-
dured to be transferred  shortly to Washington Territory.
From the ool of this building n splendid view of the
surrounding eountry s obtained, the elovation being
about 220 foot above the Connectient viver,  The water-
shops on the Mill xiver, which wore formerly scattered nt
thiree differant points along that stream, have been col-
Tocted at the nppermost full, where new and spadious
buildings hiave 1 erecked.  An immense power is ob-
tained by means of a subterrnean canal, whereby the
whole fall of the river is concentrated at this place.
