Kcbkw vs. Paodlks..The Peninsular und Oriental Company'ssteamer Malta sailed from the Mersey for Southamptonon Tuesday, after leaving tho large graving dock,
in the ship-building yard of Mr. John Laird, at Birkenhead,where the facilities of that tine establishment had
been again satisfactorily tested iu the important operationsof transforming a somewhat slow-going paddle into
a first-sailing screw steamer. The successful results which
have followed this transformation iu the Malta are powerfularguments in favor of tho screw, as compared with
the iladdie, so far, at all events, as regards speed and
economy. The advantages which tho owners of the Maltaaro likely to derive from the alterations may be seen
from the fact that while her average speed as a paddlewheelsteamer was not more than eight or nine knots an

hour, on her first rim from Liverpool to Southampton as
a screw steamer she accomplished an average speed of
twelve and three quarter knots nn hour, though down by
the head, having herfull complement of coal, water, and
provisions on board, with spare machinery and stores
not usually carried. This, wo believe, is the first experimentof tho kind, and goes far to increase confidence in
screw-vessels. From the result of the Malta's trials so
fur we may put her down as one of the fastest screw-vesselsafloat.. Liverpool Albion. . ~
