Sm: In obedience to the orders of Colonel Wright, 1
have the honor to submit the following report of the
operations of the battalion of the third artillery, under
my command, in the battle of this date, with the hostile
Spokanes, Coeur d’ Alene, and Peliuse Indians.

My battulion is composed of five fos, (A, B, G,
K,nsnd M,) armed o8 infantry, and a delachment of
twenty men of D company, seting ns artillerists, with
two tain howitzés.

The troops, officers, and men behaved t lves
handsomely, The battle was regularly and skilfully
fought in a manner only to be expected of troops nc-
guainted with their vocation. Col. Wright handled the
troops well, and displayed marked ability as a command-
er.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT OF THE BATTLE.
[Correspondence of the “un Francleco Herald |
Cawr ox Tae Foun Laxss, Sept. 4.

Col. Wright's command  left Snake river on the 28th
nlt,, and marching st the rate of twenty miles o day,
over barren, hot, and dusty wastes—the soraggiest, rock-
fest, God-forakenest rogion I have ever seen—we reached
here on the $1st.  As we appronched this camp the coun-
try looked somewhat habitable, and our encmies, the In-
dinns, made their appearance. They dogged us in our
enmp and in out last day's march, and we were compel-
led to run them occasionally.

On the 1st inst., us wo leurned afterwards, with » large
force, they hud arranged an ambush along a defile which
opened into & plain, on the trail to thelr villages, and the
one which we were marching. On this morning, st an
ently hour, we observed the enemy's ndvance upon the

On reaching the crest of the hill, the whole force of
the enemy, numbering from 400 to 600 mounted war-
riors, was seen sprend over the plains below, and ou the
ulope of the hills.

By direction of Colonel Wright, I immediately ordered
forward the tain-howitser detack t under Lieut.
I. L. White, supported by company A, deployed as skir-
mishers, under Lieut. B, O. Tyler. I
I, Ihrie, nesisted by Lieut. Jumes Howard, to deploy his
company B to the left of Lieut. White, and Lieut. Han-
gom to deploy company U on the left of the line.  Uapt,
Orl was ordered to assemble his company K on the hill,
and hold it in reserve.

Major Grier, and opened a fire so steady and well direct-
od, that the hitherto untamed audacity of the savages
began shortly to be disturbed. Large numbers of them
took refuge in the woods wt the foot of the hill, upon
which White, Tyler, and the rifles were beariog down,
and where the combat soon became vory warm, For a
short time appearances in that quarter gave me some
anxiety, but the attack was so spirited that the enemy
shortly began to stream out of the woods and up the hills
beyond.

As onr line moved down toward the plain, considerablo
numbers of the enemy made off to the left, but company
(+, under Lieut. Hansom, pressed down upon them, and
after nfter a short engagemont, sent them flying over the
plain.  Lieut. Nansom was thus necessarily retarded,
pnd it was not till near the close of the engagoment
that his company could be brought up to its position in
line.
After we hnd driven the Indinng some distance into the
plaing, and they were making for and up the hills in great
numbiers, the dragoons passed through our intervals, and
charged among them in a style which excited the most
intense adiration. We were, of course, obliged to sus-
pend our fire for some time, but I pressed forward the
line with all possible speed, and half way up the high
hill we passed the dmgoons again, whose horses were
thoroughly blown, and it was not till about half
the men had fallen to the rear from exhaustion that 1
ordered a short halt for the stragglers to come up. As
soon as the majority had joined, I ordered the line to
move forward to the top of the high range of hills, from
which we could seo far over the country beyoud. Very
few of the enemy were visible, they having found shelter
in the woods and ravines beyond our reach. A group of
twelve or fifteen, however, were seen standing about
eight bundred yards beyond Lient. White's detachment.
Ho fired o shiell in that direction, which, bursting a short
distance directly over their heads, sent them down the
ravine and out of ight.

After keeping my battalion a short time on the hill, by
onder of Col. Wright, the recall was sounded, and we re-
turned to camp, from which we were absent ouly four
hours.

The gallantry of the officers and men was sdmirable,
and among the officers it was g0 uniform  that I will not
attompt to disoriminate. The positions of some of the
officers brought their conduet into special notice, and in
this connection 1 must meotion Lieutenants White, Tyler,
and Ihrie. Captain Ord was ordered first o engage the
enemy, but, being in the reserve, T did not communicats
with him afterwands till the recall had been sounded.
The activity and intelligence displayed by Lieut. Law-
rence Kip, adjutant of the battulion, in travsmitting my
orders to all parts of the line, were most commendalile.

It affords me the highest plensure to slate that not
man of my command was killed or wounded during the
day. This fact is, in my opinion, the highest merit of
which wo can boast. During the last two months it has
been my 'th euduv:r.'mm; d l:yndmj' officars, to
Impress v o men, by “Hon precept, the
mmhsﬁonpnlgu. with our long range of arms, we could
kill the Indians in a fair fight, and vot be killed our-
selves.  Our lessons have been well lewrned. The men
fired at the gallant red rascals as they would have fired
at targets, and all the movements during the action were
erly ns on o field day. The suemy hos lost courage,
but he mny change his tactics.

A
heavy body of Indians had trated on our left, when
our whole line moved quickly forward, and the firing be-
came genernl throughout the front ocoupled by Ond,
Hardie, and Tyler, and the howitsers under White, sup-
ported by Winder with Gregg's troop of dmgoons,
fullowing in the rear, waiting for a favorable oppor-
tnoity to make & dash. At the same time Gib-
son, with company M 3d artillery, drove the In-
dinns on  the right front.

Moving forwards towards the Spokane river, the In-
dians still in front, Licuts, Ihrie and Howard, with com-
pany B Sd artillery, were thrown out on the right flank
and instantly cleared the way, and, after a continuous
fight for seven hours over a distance of 14 miles, we en-
coniped on the banks of the Spokane, the troops exhaust-
wl by a long and fatiguing march of 25 miles without
water, and for two-thirds of the distance under fire. Theo
battle was won, two chiefs and two brothers of the chief
Garry killed, besides many of lesecr note either killed or
wounded. A kind Providence again protected us; al-
though ot wany times «the bulls flew thick and fust
through our ranks, yet, strange to say, we had but onc
man slightly wounded.

He says: ** I remained during the 6th
at my camp, three miles below the Falls, as my
required rest after the long 'march and battle of the pre-
vious day. No hostile demonstrations were made by the
enemy during the day; they approached the opposite bank
of the river in very small parties, and intimated u desive
to talk, but no direct communication was had with them,
us the distance was too great and the river deep and
rapid. Early on the moming of the Tth I ndvanced
ulong the left bank of the SBpokane, and soon the Indians
were soen on the opposite side, aod s talk began with our
friendly Nez Perces na interproters.  They snid that they
wanted to come and see me with the chief Garry, who
was near by. 1 told them to meet me wt the fond, two
wiles nbove the falls,

I halted nt the ford and encamped. Soon after Garry
ciowed over and came to me. He said that he had al-
ways been opposed to fighting, but that there were miny
of the chiels against him, and he could not control them.
1 then told him to go back and sy to all, Indians and
chiefs, ** I have met you in two bloody battles, you have
been badly whipped, you have lost seversl chiefs, and
muny warriors, killed and wounded. 1 have not lost a
mnn ot animal. T have large forves, and you Spokancs,
Coeur d' Alenes, Pelouses, and Pend ' Orielles may unite,
and I can defeat yon as badly as before. 1 did not come
Iuto this country to ask you to make peace ; 1 came hore
to fight. Now, when you nre tired of the war and ask
for peace, I will tell you what you must do.  You must
come to me with your arms, with ysur women and ehil-
dren, and everything you have, and lay them ut my feet ;
you must put your faith in mo, and trust to my mercy.
If you do this, I shall then dictate the terms upon which
I will grant you peaco. If you do not do this, war
will be made on you this year sud next, and until your
pations shall be exterminated.’’ I told Garry that he
could go and say to all the Indinns that ho might fall in
with, what T had said, and also to say that if they did as
I demanded no life shonld be taken.

that this large band of horses vomposed the entire wealth
of the Pelouse chief Til-co-ox. This man has ever been
Liostile for the last two years. He has been constantly
sending his young men into the Walla-Walla valley and

horses and eattle from the scttlers and the gov-
ermment,  He boldly ascknowledged these facts when he
met Col. Steptoe in May last, Retributive justice s
now overtakien him ; the blow Las been severe, but well
merited. 1 found myself embarmssed with these 800
horses, I could not hasard the experiment of moving
with such u number of animals (many of them very wild)
along with my large train. Should a stampede take
place, we might not only lose our captured animals, but
many of onr own. Under thess circumstances, 1 deter-
mined to kill them all, save a few for service in the quar-
termaster's  department, and to replace broken-down
nuimals, 1 deeply regretted killing these poor creatures,
but & dire necewsity drove me to it. This work of slavgh-
ter has been going on sines ten o'clock yesterday morn-
ing, and will not be completed before this evening, and 1
shall march for the Coeur d' Alene Mission to.morrow. '’

ways :

I marched from my camp on the Spokane river, 16
miles sbove the falls, on the morning of the 11th inst.
After fording the river, our line of march was pursued
along its right bank for 14 miles, when I struck the
Coeur d' Alene lake and encamped.  Resuming our march
on the 12th, we soon lost view of the lake on our right
and struck into the mountains with a forest on either
hand and a truil which admitted only the passage of n
single man or adimal at  time. After marching 12
miles I found s small prairie with a flue running stream
of water, and encamped,

Marching early on the 15th, we fonnd the trail in-
finitely worse than that of the previous day. Passing
through a dense forest with an impenetrable undergrowth
of bushes on both sides, and an almost continuvous ohstruc-
tlon from fallen trees, our progress was necessarily slow,
having to halt frequently and cut away the logs before
our animals could pass over, The column and pack
train could only move in single file, and extended from
six to eight miles ; but it was perfectly safe. The front
and rear were strongly ganrded, and natore had fortified
either flank, No communication could be had with the
head of the column and its renr ; and thus we followed
this lonely trail for nineteen miles to this place. The
rear of the pack train with the guards did not reach here
until ten o'clock at night. 1 found the Indians Lere in
much alarm as to the fate which awaited them, but hap-
pily they are now all quicted. Father Jusct has been
extremely sealous and pesevering in bringing in the
hostiles. They are t-el'rllh]y frightened, but last evening
and touday they are coming in quite freely, with their
women ond children, and turning over to the quarter-
master such horses, mules, &c., as they have belonging
to the United States.

The hostile Bpokanes have many of them gone be-
yond the mountaing and will mot return this winter.
The Pelouges, with the chiefs Knwiakin and Til-co-ox,
are not fur off ; but it is doubtful whether they will vol-
untarily come in. I they do not I shall pursue them as
soon ns | can seitle with the Coeur d’ Alenes, .

The chastisement which these Indians have received has
been gevere but well merited, and absolutely necessary,

to impress them with our power.  For the last cighty
miles our route has been marked by slaughter de-
vastation. Nine Lundred horses a large number of

cattle have been killed or appropriated to our own use ;
many houses with large quantities of wheat and oats,
also many caches of vegetables, an diied berrles, Tave
been destroyed. A blow has been struck whiclt they
will mever forget, 1 hope to march from this on
the 18th or 19th in the direction of Colonel Stoptoe's
battle-ground, having in view to intercept, if poksible,
the Pelouses and also to hold a meeting with several
bands of Spokanes, if they can be collected. The troops
are in fine health and spivits. 1 have provisions which,
by economny wnd o slight redoction of the rations, will
lust until the 6th of October. We ghall soon feel the
want of Dbootecs very sensibly. The days are warm, but
few a quarter of an inch thick is made every night.''

BATTLE OF THE UNITED STAIES TROOPS WITH

Dear Mormen : Have received your kind letter, of
which it gave me much re to hear from you, ns
this is the first letter that I have received from yon for
twelve months. Beneath I will give you a correct ac-
count of n most glorlous victory over the Camanches in
the Wachitaw lfmmhlnl.

A seout of four companies under command of Major
Van Dorn started from the above cump on the 20th of Sep-
