Loomis, tendering to each of the teachers of the Associatiun
a copy of his work on "Normal Arithmetic," which

bus just been published. IThis work contains o vast

amount of useful informaliou, and from the systematic
arrangement of its several parts appears well calculated

to answer the object designed. It is the result of twenty
year* of experience by the uutkor as a mathematical instructorand his aim is to teach the student to think for

himself, instead of being always dependent upon rules.

The progressive nature of the exercises is such as to stimulite
the mental powers, and load the pupil on from the

fust rudiments of arithmetic to the most dillicult problems.]

THK DISTRICT*'VOLUNTEERS.
Our city readers will have observed from recent orders,

published by order of Col. Hickcy, that a most commcurlublceffort has been initiated witlr a view to consolidate
and harmonise, both us respects the military evolutions

regiment of tire District of Columbia, so long tending to

recent order from the War Department, sanctioned by tire

the whole subject of the District militia iuto considera-
tion ; iiml we are Mire, from the spirit manifested at the
battalion drill which took place on Friday evening, at
the Columbian Armory, under the iniuuliute direction of
Col. llickcy, that thin that meeting in but the beginning
of a complete re-organization in our military companies,
and the prelude to that ]>erfcctiou of discipline and unity
of sentiment which bo strikingly characterized the New
York regiment on a lute visit to this city.
Wo believe all the companies now existing in this city

were represented at the meeting on Friday evening, and
the movements "in the school of the soldier1* to which
Col. Hlckey limited the evening's instruction, were performedwith satisfactory precision. Col. Hickey's method
of instruction is simple, intelligible, clear, and sufficientlycomprehensive to convey every principle aud illustrate
the different movements of the soldier. The meeting on

next Friday evening is designed for the instruction of
the commissioned officers.
