| NEW PUBLIO SCHOOL LAW.

The now law in rolstion to the public schools, which
haa | ot passed both bosrds of the city councils, and has
veceiv d the approval of the Mayor, differs in soveral fm-
portant partivulars from the provious ane on the statute-
book, sud we th t of Its several pro-
vislons. Bectlon one divides the city of Wishington into
four school districts ; the First and Becond wards consti-
tating the first district, the Third and Fourth wards con-
wtituting the second district, the Fifth and Sizth wards
constitutiog the third district, and the Seventh ward con-
stituting the fourth district. S | provides for
the sppointment of & board of trustees, similar Yo the old
lnw. Bections third and fourth provide for the orgnuisa-
tion of sid boand, and the sppointment of a secretary
nnd tremsirer.

The fifth scction defines the powers of the board of
trustees. Thoy are suthorized *‘to appoiot all teacher,

i teachers, and sub-nsal teachers which may
be suthorizsed by Inw, and the same to change at pleasur;
to presoribe tho course of studies and the bouks to be
used in Lhe schools, but no book shall be changed unless
by & vote of two-thirds of the whole bowrd ; and the
books in all the schoola in the severnl districts shall be
uniform. The board shall alse make and esecute such
by-laws and rules and regulations for the mansgement of
the schools s they may deem necessary amd proper, a
oopy of which shall ocoupy & conspicuous place in each
wchool-room, for the go t of the hors aund
children, sud the sammo to alter, smend, or abrogate at
pleasure ; and to determine upon, do, and teansact all
bnsi and ppertaining o sid schools, agree-
ably to their by-Inws wod regulations, and subject at all
times to the laws of the corporation. They shall canse
an annunl exnmination of all the public schools to be holid
in or baftwe the mooth of July, on such day or days as
they may from time to time appoint, and shall make a
written report to the board of aldermen and board of
common council annually, on or about the first Monday
of September, giving a full nccount of their proceedings
fur the past year, the condition of the several schools,
the number of pupils of each sex, with the studies pur-
sued ; sud make whatever suggestions from time to time
they may conceive proper for the better mr.-mnplhhlunul
of the objects of this act, and shall give such informa-
tion as the two boards, or either of them, may at any
time call for.'"

Section sixth directs the boand of trudlees to divide
themselves into sub-boards, who shall meet at lonst onoe
a mouth nt the respective school-liouses, for the exercise
of o practical supervision over the public schools placed
under their jurisliction. Section seventh fixes the sala-
ries of the teachors, na follows : the male teachers of the
district schools are to receive not cxceeding $300 per an-
num, the assistant teachers of the district schools $500,
the tenchers of male primary schools $500, the principal
teachiers of primary schools $350, the nssistant teachers of
primary schools $300, and the sub-nasistant teachers $100
per annum, each of which salaries shall be payable
monthly., The cighth scction provides that the most
meritorious and advanced pupil in the female department
of each district shool chall be styled sub-assistant teacher;
andd the said sub-sssistant teachers shall each, in their
respoctive districts, supply sny vacan y which way occur
in any primary echool temporarily, whenever they are
required to do so by the sub-board of the district to
which they are attached. The ninth section provides
that all white children of bona fide vesidents of Washing-
ton, between the ages of six mnd seventeen yeoars, shall be
admitted into the public schools ; and the board of trus-
tees are anthoriged to cause the necessary books and sta-
tionery to be furnished free of charge to destitute pupils.
Tue tenth section directs the boanl of trustees to keep nn
office in the City Hall for the preservation of their records,
&c., and where their meetings shall be held.  The elev-
enth rection provides for furnishing the necessary appro-
priations to muaintain the school system, and the twelfth
and last section repeals all previous ncts and parts of acts
in relation to this subject.

Resolved, 'That the committee on books be requested to
examine into the propriety of adding to the list of text-
books some work ot composition, and report on the same
at the next meeting of this board.

On motion of Mr. Miller, the publication of the adidress
to the citizens was postponed for two weeks, in order to
obtain further information to imbody therein,

Mr. Atlaee called up the subject of the propesed night
schools for npprentices and others, and stated that in all
probability the bill suthorizing their establishment wonld
pass the lower board of the city couneil on next Monday
night, it baving readily prased the board of aldermen.
He took oceasion to gpeak of this matter now in order
that some provision might be made for tenchers and for
providing school-rooms.

The chaininan of the comunittes on expminations (Mr.
Walsli) stated, with regarl to teschers, that he has ro-
