A tobacco factory firm in Clarkcsville, Va., gave a dinnerto their slaves on Christmas day, at which 175 were

fed on turkeys, chickens, oysters, and other delicacies.
Tho New York State government has agreed upon a

On the 10th tilt, there was two feet of snow in the

Abnixzc, and the mountain* about Naples were covered
with snow. It lay so deep on the cone of Vesuvius, a*
far down as the Observatory, that ascension was impossible.The oldest inhabitant had not even heard of so curly
a winter.
The fruits near Darmstadt and in the Pulatinatc have

suffered severely from an extraordinary combination of
snow, thaw, and frost, which has so loaded the trees with
ice as to split them in pieces, and in many cases break
them down entirely. One little tree, four l'ect high, had
150 pounds of ice froscn to it.
The Houston Telegraph of the 15th instant, speaking
