The Tehuantepec mail brings advices from California

California legislature of the resolutions of condemnation
and iustriiclion in regard to Benutor ltroderick

which we published Wednesday. The case of the honorable
senator is one of (be most remarkable we ever

knew. At the time of his election lie was uli-powerful
in his State; now lie is censured bv the most decisive

vote that was ever taken in a legislative body
noon the conduct of a senator. It is the most signal
f.tll from power and popular favor into obloquy and

political ruin that ever wax known.
He wax the choice senator of California, the favorite
of her democracy. After the most unexampled

struggle by theiu in hix behalf, he wax triumphantly
elected over all the assaults of hix enemies, lie

c.iine hero the representative of her democracy, to

rcprexciit their principles, and to do battle in their

cause, lie rewarded tlioir confidence by marching
straight into the camp of their enemy, and putting
himself in their lead in every contest with his old

party.
