Lyons came to America, is a steam propeller, of thirtyoneguns, Captain Thomas A. Mason. (She is the same
vessel that, when engaged in carrying Lord de Radcliffe
from Constantinople homo, became stranded on the 1'eliovnshoal, and was relieved by the United States ship
Macedonian, Captain Levy. The correspondence lictween
the two captains was recently published in the Herald.

service to the Curacoa, and the other recalling the humanerelief to the sick and dying of the Susquehanna.
The Curacoa was also unfortunate on her voyago from
Kpithrad to i'lyinouth to hring lord Lyons, coming in
contact with the schooner Fleta, of Shorehaiu, off Durlstonebead, and doing her considerable damage.
