| A CASE OF IMAGINATION.

It i# a well established fact, (bat the
mind has a direct aud important action
upon the b -dy, and to a much greater ex-
tent than peraous iu general suppose.—
During the prevalence of an epidemic, for
instance, such as the cholera, thousand*
become afflicted through theifowu fancy,
who would otherwise escape tho fell de-
stroyer. We remember when this scour-re
was lust upon us, of hearing several per-
sons spoken of as likely to perish with
the disease, for the simple reason that
they wi re constantly iu dread and fear of
it ; aud we noted the fact that these same
persons rarely lived out the season ,

while, on the other hand, those w ho seem-
ed to care little about it, and in some ca-
se* scoffed at and defied if, were aeldum
touched by the invisible foe.
