Although
the Spanish people have not succeeded in

establishing a republic, their now monar-

chy seems likely to be founded upon very

liberal principles Tho proposed Consti-

tution. which has just been submitted to

the Cortea, makes ample provisions for

suffrage, and gives to the enfranchiseda . . - i
citizens not only an inalienable right to

vote, but the right of free speech and pe-

; tion. The provisions in regard to relig-
ion arc as follows :

Article 2. The nation obliges itself to

maintain the, worship and the ministers of
the Catholic religion.

Art 21. The public and private exer-
cises of any other worship are guaranteed
to all foreigners resident in Spain, with-

out other limitations than the universal
rules of morals aud of right.

Art. 22. Ifany Spaniards profess any
other religion than the Catholic, all the
dispositions of the foregoing paragraph
are applicable to them.

Art. 23 Every Spaniard may found
and maintain establishments of instruc-
tion or education, without previous, li-
c use, save the inspection of the compe-
tent authority for reasons of health, and
morality.

mously. More than a month ago a similar
res ution was adopted by the late House

f Representatives and -trance!v coupled
v tb a provisional sympathy with the Rev-

j olution m Spain. In both cases the vote
could nave none but a moral effect, since
t.ic constitutional responsibility rests with
to© President, who has already received
a memorial on the subject from the Cuban
insurgents. The House of Represcnta-
tivc-a, however, assures President Grant
of its support in the event of its seeing fit
to reengnii? any de facto government
in Cuba based on republican principle*.

„

The belief of the American people that
, Cuba must sooner or later- fall into their
bands has long been ail but openly avow-

ed. Not only the intrinsic value of tho
island, but the consciousness that it might
be worth infinite!v more to Amerca than
to Spain, irresistibly recommends the idea
;of annexation. * * • Far be it from

us to represent this action, however pre-
mature, as a moral enormity or as an in-
tentional insult to Spain. Kven if it were
an intentional insult it might well have
been provoked bv certain high handed
proceedings of the Spanish fleet, which
concern oar-elves as well as the United
•States. What is too self-evident to bo
denied is that it is utturly and flagrantly
inconsistent with tho grounds upon which
the Aabatna claims have been always

supported by American diplomatists. The
eomplaitt ags’r.st Great Britain is that
we conceded belligerent rightsto the Con-
federates with undue hnsto. though not

till after belligerent rights had been as-

sumed by the United States government
through a proclamation ofblockade With
a far veakor justification the American
Housi of Commons now urges the Prssi- (
dent to take a far stronger course. So
far as the facts are known there is no

comparison between the position of
Cuban insurgents and that of the Cm-
feterates in the first year of the
wtr. The utmost that is alleged on
hi sail of the former, in tho address to

President Grant, is that two-thirds
of the island is under their control, and a

majority of the population in their favor
In -espect of capacity for seif-govern-

ment, they are immeasurably behind the
Sou,hern whites, and nothing but the in-
ternal embarrassments of Spain has- ena-

bled them to hold their own against Gen-
eral Juice. Yet it is proposed not only
to retognize them as bel'igorenta, but to

recognize them as an independent State,
without awaiting the ssue of the contest.
