The Fifteenth Amendment. —The

Federal Constitution itself provides that

any amendment to it must bo ratified by
the Legislatures of three-fourths of the j
several p tales, or by the Conventions in j
three-fourths thereof, before it can be- j
conic a part of the constitution. There !
are thirty-seven States presumably in the '
Union, counting the fraudulently-erected j
State of West Virginia as one, and the,

ratification of twenty-eight is thus neces-1
sary to constitute the proposed Fifteenth j
Amendment a part of the fundamental ,
law. The State Department was only
able to declare officially, a few days ago, i
that twclye States—viz. Arkansas, Con-
necticut, Florida, Louisiana, Maine, Mas-
sachusetts, Michigan, North Carolina,
Pennsylvania, South Carolina, West Vir-
ginia, and Wisconsin—had perfected rati-
fications by iraiiFnlStting o£,
their regular action to Washington, al-
though the Radicals would have it ap-
pear that nineteen have already ratified.

They class among the ratifications the
action of Kansas, Missouri, and Nevada,
whose Legislatures indorsed an imperfect
and sensational telegraphic dispatch from
Washington announcing tho vote in Con-
gress ; tho outrageous and illegal course

of tho Indiana legislative caucus, which
voted upon it without any organization
in the Legislature; and that of New
York, whose Legislature ratified but neg-

lected to make provision for the trausuiis- j
shm of the result to Washington.

ificat'um complete. Br the requirements j
of the Radical Reconstruction Acts, Mis- j
