The taw, although ambiguous in some
of its paxiealara. is torse io others, and
wherevw defects. awing to hasty legida-
tioir or relaxed diligence upon the closing
hoars of a hug aad laborious session,
bars bwa allowed to remain, no doubt
some pha will occur to your jadgmeat.
tempers! by sa honest desire to subserve
the interest of PakKe Instruction, where-
by thee* defeat* any be rams lied, until
they be repealed or amended by legisla-
tive enactment.

T am swsre that you wiltfind yourselves
hampered hy th* liabilities of tho old
Board, swing to their neglect to call upon
the Canty Board lest year for aay addi-
tional mm necessary to carry on sqoeess-
felly tbs work of Pablie Instruction in
the eoanty as tbs law directs. Bat sach
being the ease, it behooves you to look
the matter in tbo face aad do the best
yon can under the circumstances. It
would seem, according to the published
opinio* of the late Board, er rather its
President, they bad no legal right to oti-

ticipnte a deficiency and call upon the
County Board for aid until a deficiency
actually did exist, and as they could not

legitimately determine upon any deficien-
cy natd the close of the scholastic year.
