Caor Paosezcr.—The wheat crop of

our county, as far as we have been able
to aseertain, zives prefent promise of »
prevpercus yield. It is generally forward,
in well set sud looks bealthy. We have
boen informed, however, that little over
Salf the usuat crop was seeded last Fall.
Ouer farwerd) gemerally, are certailing
from year to year the cultivation of this
esreal from the conviction that it does not
pay in the present condition of most of

our lande and 84 present prices for ferti-
lisers. Whether this be wise or other-

wise, the fact is certain, that the produc-
tion of whest i yearly dimivishing in our
eounty, the aim with most of our farm-

ers now being, to supply home coasump-
tion, to raise straw for manure and to en-

rich particular lote by obtaining sets of

clover and other grasees.

Tobeceo placts are plentiful and are
growiag off fuely, at least in the central
section of the cowaty. Itisexpected that
many beds will be sufficicatly advanced
for use by the 20th of the present month.
There is less complaint of the fiy thaa us-
3al.

Our fasmers are st present busily en-
goged pitching their corn crop. We no-
tieed with pleasure during several recent
sides that flelds intended for corn looked
% be much better prepared than com-
monly. The land 1o most cases presen-
ted a cleanly appearance and seemed to be
well ploughed and pulverised. A great
improvement ia fencing was, aleo, we
thought manifest. A beavier crop will
be pitched this scason, we would suppose,
than wswal.

The fruit bloom is prodigious, particu-
inrly apple. We noticed in several or-
chards, bowever, in this meighborhood
that many valuable trees had perished
since last seasom and that a considerable

sumber were partially leafless and look-
od to be in decline. The ‘*borer,” a ape-

cies of sea-worm, we believe, is supposed
0 bo the causs. The fruit prospect is
good, nevertheless, and the *‘gather” will
be larger than weual, unless some unfor-
forseen *‘wither” interveze.

Iurnoveusxr.—Our energetic and ef-
ficient **city fathers” have entitled them -
selves to grateful recoguition, not only
for the general sanatory precautions they
have taken during their past year’s term
of service for the health of our village,
but for their labors in mending its bad
**ways” and for their endeavors at its or-
samestation. They bave recently plan-

wd rows of aspen trees on either side of
our main streel, leaving equal space of

sidewalk, gezerally, between tree and pal-
ing snd suficient f - pleasant promenade.
Heretofore all attempts at beautifying our
town bave been sporadic and irregular
and mestly at private instance, and cou-
sequently only an indiffercut perspective
has bosa obtained. The introduction of
coasistency and unity in our municipal
adoraments, o far as practicable, is one
of the merits of the present commission-
ers. Without sacrificing local, they bave
legislated for general effect, and the good
vesult of their furethought in this matter,
particularly if they shall herwafter be en-
couraged sod supported to continue their
efforts in the same direction, will in a few
years be manifest in the appreciation of pro-
perty ia the village, in the bettering of
ita health 2ad in the enbaneement of its
very greal vatural attractions asa place
of visit and yesidence.
