Ravrear Mreeriva — Under the pretext
of celebrating the Fifteenth Amendment,
the Liack radicals of our county (a medi-
Sm-sised omnibes woeld conveniently
earry all the white ones), sssembled in
the Sheep-pen woods, near our Town, on
Saturday last, and, after the usual pre-
liminaries, pitched in and proceeded—to
celebrate. Celebrating the 15th Amend-
ment—this Las been the second eelebra-
tion here within the last thirty days—is
not new what it “‘yuster was.” It now
means, not a grateful and gratified recog-
vition that black men have been raised
or have rsised themselves to the ful!
privilege of American citizenship, but s
ficree denunciation of democrats and the
demcerstic party and a furious sttack on
every black man suspected of an inelina-
tion to vote that ticket cr suspected even
of not intcnding to voto at all. These
latter uniortunstes are all to be spied out,
to be hooted st and bented down, to he
kicked and cuffed, to be tarred and feath-
ered, and, if they are still found to be
cuntumacious, they are to be lost by the
wayside and buricd, or, as there is plen-
ty of salt water bereabouts and eonveni-
eut, they are to be caught and taken to
the nearest river side and then made to
keep silent company with the crabs and
fishes. We beg the Rev. Brother But-
ler’s pardon. This nice little Christian
srrsngement of his cannot be carried out
o even attempted in our county without
producinz a slight ‘‘onpleasantuess.” As
Brother Butler has no interest here nor
is likely to bave, outside of politice, this
may be no concern of Lis, but it is a mat-
ter of some little moment to us and oth-
ers who have a care for the preservation
of the public peace. Aud we bere spe-
cifically forewarn all persons who may
contemplate acting upon the wicked ad-
vice of Butler that the right of the black
man in this county ¢ vote as he pleases,
or not to vote at all, if he so desires, will
be vindicated even to the extremity of
force. Besides, the recent acts of Con-
gress to euforce the 15th Amendment is
a law for blacks as well as whites, for rad-
izale sa well e demoerate. That set makes
it a felony to do any one of the things that
Batler recommends shall be attempted here
at the coming election. It expressly for-
bids all manner of ‘‘intimidation,” all
*threats” or *‘violence” of amy kind
against the voter, and it punishes, both
by fine and imprisonment, all violations of
the law in cither of these respects. Mr.
Butler knows this very well snd he know=,
movcover, that he dares not do himself
whas he advises others to attempt. Let
him take the chestnuls from the fire with
his own fingers if he is awbitions to fig-
ure as & law-breaker. Bat we return to
our mutton.
