Death or Jonx P. Kcxxanv.—The
distinguished author of “Rvltof the BovT'
died at Newport on Thursday last in the
75f0 year of his age. Mr. Kennedy was

born in Baltimore, in October, 1795,
studied law in that city and practised his
profession there until 1838, when he en-
tered actively into polities and virtually
retired from the lr. He served three
successive terms in Congress, beginning
in 1839 and ending in 1845, having pre-
viously been a member of the Maryland
House of Delegates. In 1846 he was

again elected to foe State Legislature, was

chosen Bjeaker, and to him, to a large ex-

tent, was due the adoption of measures
tending to foe payment offoe State debt
and the restoration of foe credit of Mary-
land. In 1852 Mr. Kennedy was ap-

lioiuted Secretary of the Navy by Presi-
•deut Fillmore, and filled that position un-

til foe racccaaiou ofFranklin Pierce, when
he retired permanently from political life.
He was chosen Provost of foe TniveraHy
of Maryland in 1849, and held that offiee
to foe tiara of his death. As aa author
Mr. Kennedy made a good reputation.—
May of his political speeches, reports and
pamphlets which have been published bear
evideaee of hia ability. In general liter-
ature he was also well known. Among
his works are “Swallow Barm ; a Sojourn
ia foe Old Dominion,” “Horseshoe Rob-
inson.” “Bobof foa Bowl” “Quod lib-
et,” “Memoir*of foe Life of William
Wirt, late Attorney G mural of foe Unt-
ied States,” Ac. Mr. Kennedy was frr a

long time a active member and vice pres-
ident of foe Maryland Hialariral Society.
In politic*ha was a whig and n prates
taowat, and in dafimee af hat view*on pa*
litacal eaoaray wreto oral pamphlatr.

A Oloomt Ptomrr.—A ride of thirty
miles Inst week, extending into three dis-
tricts of onr county, has satisfied ns that
the gloomy reports which have been cir-
culated in regard to the present corn and
tobacco prospect have not been exaggera-
ted. Indeed, personal observation has
satisfied ns, that the damage from the
drought to onr great staples, serious as it
has been stated, has been greatly under-
estimated. At no point of onr extended
travel did we see a single corn or tobacco
field that, under any future weather con-
dition, could be reasonably expected to
yield more than half a crop, and we
thought the great majority of the fields
that fell under onr observation would dis-
appoint expectation if they yielded an
eighth. We noticed whole acres ofspind-
ling, stunted corn, the blades of which
wore the" tassel, and : nearly all
the tobacco of any heigbth that we saw
was either Frrnchtd, buttoned up or but-
toning.
