This
repeal would interfere with no guarantee
which the Democratic Sitae Central Com-
mittee ofNorth Carolina have given • ‘since
the late election, pledging full protection
to the colored voters in the cxereiae ofeve-
ry right they possess under the Constitu-
tion and laws of that State.” Where ne-
gro suffrage exists by fair State action and
with the approval of the people, it would
remain undisturbed—where it does not

thus exist, it might it and certainly ought
Ito he disturbed. Bat this 15th Amend-
raeut business is a two-edged sword. If
opposition to it would militate against oar

party at the South—though we are una-
ble to soe why—nothing is more certain
than that its acceptance would terribly

weaken. if it did not completely distroy
our party both in the West and East.—
The issue which the democracy has made
tor the last eighteen mouth* and is now

making in both these sections has been
and is, chiefly if not exclusively, with this
Amendment. Every victory that has
been won- -anti wherever there has been
a fight within this period, there has Wen
a democratic victory—every victory has
been won upon this issue. And this is
the issue to-day in these sections, as our
neighbor can readily find out, by reading
the resolutions of democratic conventions,
the enunciations of democratic statesmen

and the editorials ofdemocratic O<*woj*wjmm

Bat the fact is too patent to admit of dis-
pute. Whether colored suffrage was or

was not a “prominent issue” in the last
presidential election, it is certain that the
15th Amendment was not. and it is also
certain, that the national conventions of
both parties substantially held the doc-
trines we maintain to-day, namely, that
the queetion of suffrage was a question
which the States alone were competent to
dispose of.

We waive all discussion in regard to
the “force and fraud” manner in which

I the Amendment was adopted. Our broth-
jadmits “ that the ratification of the

j Amendment was obtained from aomt of
, the State Legislatures by force and fraud.”
