The scratch
on the man’s hand was treated bv an old
lady with salt. The man perished in six

1 wo ks in the agonies of hydrophobia.—
The boy escaped, though possibly I*-cause
I opened the scar and cauterized it deep-
ly, for possibly the poison might still be
incubating there.

When persons are bitten through cloth-
ing, perhaps two garments, the poison
may be all wiped from the tooth, and tin*
