For those who maintain that suffrage is :
; a universal manhood right, there can bo

no logic al denial of the same right to wo-
man. It has been the fashion with a large
school of |>olit iei:ins in America to assert
that the electoral capacity inheres in each

I individual by virtue of his being a man ;

i that it is to he ranked in the same class!
with the rights to life, liberty and tin pur- !
suit of happiness ; and that a government

: which refuses its enjoyment to any {torliou ,
• of its citizens is so far forth a tyranny.—

These views have been earnestly propaga-
! ted, and are too generally accepted as true
by the unthinking. It does not need
much logic to see that this doctrine must j

1 lead to woman's suffrage. It is thisteach-
¦ ing which has given the cause of woman’s
| rights all its strength among large masses
; of people who. having carelessly admitted ;
i the premises which I have stated, find it

impossible to escape from a result against
which all their instincts protest. But the
doctrine itself is false, is without the sup-
port ot any {tolilicalor social fact. The
