In i
count lea where they have a majority, (hey <
nominate, and nominate straight-out radi- 1
cals,—where they bare dot a majority nor '
a prospect of it, they don’t nominate hot (
fight our party under the color* of inde-
pendent democracy. Their programme '
evidently is. to uin wherever they can
this Fall, and to divide the democracy '
where they can’t, in the hope and expec-
tation of winning hereafter. This is their
game, and now to the article from the
Airri and Democrat :—

As soon as the democratic convention
was through with its tabor*, every prom-
inent. disappointed candidate waa visited
by me niters of the radical party and so-
licited to run independent. This has not
only been the ease in Dorchester county,
but we nee from other eonnty papers that
it is the ease all over the State, so for as
(be democratic Dominations bare taken
place; showing, conclusively, that there
is system in this thing. That the radical
prty in their councils have derided to
pursue this course in all counties where
there I* no hope of aecnring the election
of a radical ticket, and one moment’s re-
fection will reveal how wisely this plan
would work for them and how fatal it
would prove to the democratic party.—
There is no war so eruel, so bitter, and
so terrible as a civil war. So there is no
party hatred and animosities so great as
when a party is divided, and different
wings fighting against each other. Thus
whilst it is evident to all parties that the
regular nominated tieket would secure a
majority of from eight hundred to one
thousand rotes in this county in case there
was no other but an independent demo-
cratic tieket to oppose it; yet the animos-
ities and ill-willthat would be created be-
tween the two tickets would prevent them
from ever acting in unison or harmony
any more, and future victories ofthe radical
party would be insured. Another great
object why the radicals are in such earnest
about the getting in the field an indepen-
dent democratic ticket in the counties, is
found in the fact that the radicals can’t
get out a ticket of their own without de-
stroying their party.

Demosthenes axd Jims. ITootnirtL.—
Mr. Theodore Tilton has been rather un-
fortunate in his selection of Demosthenes
as Mrs. Woodb all's guide, philosopher and
friend. The following summary of the
character of the great Greek orator is ta-

ken from Mitford's History ofGreece, and
depicts him in a n**t altogether favorable
light:

“Want-drove him to apply his talents
to business, and at the age of five-and-
twenty he began with that employment
which had raised Isocrates to ftrtnnc, eon-
sequence, and fame, composing speeches
for suitors in the courts of justice. ? ? *

A weak habit af Itody and an embarrassed
manner seemed fe- deny him the hope of
becoming a speaker to win the attention
of listening thousands, and he had tbe
further great disadvantage of a defective
utterance. With this, a sour, irritable
temper was repelling to friendship, and
an extraordinary deficiency, not only of
personal courage, hot of ail tint* consti-
tutes dignity of soul, made respect diffi-
cult and esteem apparently impossible.—
N >r were these defects sb<rwn only among
familiar acquaintances; they were exhib-
ited in public, and made extensively no-
torious. In earlier youth he earned an
opprobrious nickname by the effeminacy
of bis dress and manner. Emerging from
minority he earned another opprobrious
nickname by a prosecution of his guardi-
ans. which was considered as a dishonor-
We attempt to extort money from them.
Mot long after in tbe office of Cboregos,
which carried high dignity, he look Wows
publicly ks the theatre from a youth of
rank, brought his action for the assault
and compounded it for thirty mines, about
XIOO. His cowardice in tbe field became
afterwards notorious. Even bis admirers
acknowledge that bis temper was uncer-
tain, his manners awkward ; that be was
extravagant in expense and greedy of

C*i, an unpleasant companion, a faith-
friend, a contemptible soldier, and of

netohona dishonesty, even kr hit profes-
sion of an advocate!*

The Star reviews the mineral resources of
the proposed county, esp*cial!y the Youg-
higheny basin coal, which it expects to
see developed in a marked way under the
influence of the Conocllsviilc railroad,
mentions other extensive coal deposits,
alludes to tbe agricultural capabilities of
the beautiful “Glades” platteau, and fi-
nally points out that th territory proposed
for a new county now pays £28,000 a
year under the county levy, and only re-
ceives 3i7.004.5ti in the county appro-

p priations. Finally, the present county is
one hundred miles long, which is ineon-

\ venient for the tranaetiou of county busi-
ness.
