The most interesting ease was that of
tho ease of McCann vs. Birdseye and oth-
ers on petitions of Messrs. Cornell ft John-
son. Delphinc I*. Baker and others, to re-
rind the decree for the sale of Point Look-
out heretofore passed. Able and lengthy
arguments (which occupied the whole of
Thursday) were made on the part of
the petitioners by Messrs T Wallis Blak-
istone and Judge Lucicn Birdseye, and
Messrs. Harris.

The
people of Port Deposit hare away of ac-
counting for the sudden cessation of work
on the structure that is not especially com-
plimentary to the liberality of its projec-
tor. Whatever may be the motive, cer-
