FARMING IN THE WEST.

Our readers have heard so much of the
great farm of Mr. Sullivant, at Burr Oak.
in Illinois, about Hmj miles from Oiica-
go, that they will be pleased toknow some-
thing of the way Mr, 8 farms it. From
a lengthy description of tbe farm we cop\
as follows:

In IB6ffMr. Pnllivant commenced work
1 o^ Burr Oak with. 1000 acraa of corn.

He bought the land from the Government
at 01.25 per acre. In the following year

, 50< 0 were put in; in ®Got acres
At the present writing he has upward of
11.0ti0 acres of com. which promise an

average of fully forty-five bushels to tbe
acre. Beid-s this there are quite 500t*
acre# of other cr<>p under cultivation.

Hut this is a comparatively small part
of the work done at Burr Oak during th<-
past four years. The estate embraces ex-
aetly sixty-five square miles—over 4<*.o* •>

icres. The land, which i ruling, in
some places quite broken, ia in the form
of a squire, md kas been crossed and re-
ernssed by wide avenues hedged on either
side with the O s ge orange. Three hun-
dred miles of hedge have been set out.
six miles nf boa*l fence built for cattle and
stock, and 150 milesofditehing (the ditch-
es are seven feet wide, and average nearly
two feet in depth) have be>-n done to drain
the wet places, numerous corn criba. farm
building, abops for various work; and a
vast amount of wok of all descriptions, in
which a new place abounds.

Burr Oak is a beehive with no drones
about it. Mr. S being a practical man
his farm work ia perfectly systematised.—

smiths; men constantly busy in the repair
of machinery ; barnese *hop. w.ignn-h<>p,

i painter*. ,In the fall of the year Mr. Bul-
livant find* it Oectssary to detail a certain
numlvrof men as gunner to kill or drive
away the innumerable (locks of wild geese
and durks which would otherwise destroy
thousands of huehe’s ofgrain, la spt'aking
of this, he snys :

•’I tried at first to equalise the thing by
planting ¦ few hundred more acres, but
my featheretl hoarders forced me to drain
some of tbe lakes and ponds lef>re. I could
gel them to come in more reasonable force.”

Each evening reports of the days work
arc made to the proprietor. Ten hours
work ia n quired from each min, ami at
noon each day two hoars rest ia given to
man and beast.

A REMARKABLE HISTORY.

Tn the Scientific American we find a
story of tbe struggles and triumphs <f an
inventor, which is worth presetvalifin.—
The substsnee nf it i* as follows:

In 1*53 Mr. Thomas Sheehan, otDun-
kirk. New York, foreman in the black-
smith department of the Eric railway shop-
at that place, patented a submarine grap-
ple. which, though an ingenious inren
tion. prated to be one fr which there
was little demand. This was his first in-
vention ; and the cost of its completion,
together with one year's struggle to man-
ufacture and introduce if. completely ex-
hau-ted Mr. Sheehan’s means, and redu-
ced him to the extremest poverty. He
was in fact, in pretty nearly the same
condition a* Palissy the Potter, at the
moment of his greatest distress A wife
and eight children in Sheehan’s finiilv
were reduced to the verge of destitution',
and Mrs. Sheehan became uncommon!\
hitter.

Just at this crisis. Mr S IV Colwell.
General Freight Agent of the Ene rail-
road, at Dunkirk, chanced to meet Mr
Sheehan in the streets of that town and
acco.-fed him. wifli—-

"Well. Thomas, how are *hegrapples?
I hear they have used you up.”

“Yes.” was the answer, • the grapples
have done my business; I wish I lu.i
never seen them ’’

“Throw 'em awav,” advi-ed Mr Co!
well "Have yon any now finished V”

In this strait, he applied to his wife to
lend him twenty-five cents to buv the ne-
cessary steel to forge the tsp. Hut she.
having no faith in the grapple, refused,
for two very good reasons—first, that she
believed the money would be thrown away
if she gave if to her hn-band ; and se-
cond, that she had not the money to give

him. even if so disposed The refusal
was seasoned with some very hot spice
that made if very unpalatable to Thomas.
But he licthought him of a merchant who,
in brighter nay* had seen the color of hi*
money, and who. pci haps, would now give
him credit for the small modicum of steel
he required for the tap.

To ibis merchant he went to prefer his
request, and began heating about the
bush ; and finally straying into polities,
hot words passed between them, am] our
friend, feeling his manliness would suffer
too keenly by asking credit for the steel,
came away without it.
