Duke, now 00 his waj to America, is the

1 f> urth born, but third surviving son of

I the present Russian Emperor, and is in
1 hi* 2'JJ year. The Imperial family con-

i sist* now of five sons and but one
} ter. It is descended from Miclnl Roman-

: off. eWted C*ar in 16KI. in. the female
line, and in the male linefrom Duke Karl
Frederick of HoNtein-Goitorp. who mar-
ried Anne, daughter of Peter I

Peter was succeeded hj his second wife.
Catharine, ihe daughter of a Livonian
peasant and her successor was Peter If.
grandson of the elder brother *f Peter I.
with whom the male line of the Romanoff*
terminated ic the year 173H. The next
three sovereigns, Anne. Ivan HI. aod Eli-
zabeth, of the female line of Romanoff,
formed a transition from the native to Ger-
man rulers of the Empire, whose reign
commenced with the secession of IVu.r
111. of the bouse of Ifolstcio-Gullorp It
will thus be seen that it Is a gross ni'stake
to speak of the present dynasty of Russia
a* the Romanoff; it is in fact that of Hol-
stein-Goftorp. the former dynasty having
terminated, both in th' male and female
line, on the accession of the sovereign last
named, in I7U‘J. All the subsequent Em-
perors allied themselves with German fam-
ilies. thns causing tbe house gradually to
become completely Teutonic in blood as
well as in origin.

I ing of the people is against its eontinn-
anee. while the owners, who naturally are |
opposed to depriving themselves of a por-
tion of their estate, only favor gradual
emancipation.
