Greeley was not discouraged by the
failure of h.s newspapers. After every i
fall lie got np and went af it again, until I
on the loth of April, 1841—a re<l-K*tter
day in his history—be published the first
number of the New York Tribute. This
name Grctlcy himself selected, and cer-
tainly its appropriateness cannot be gain-
raid. Wiih the Tribune Greeley grew fa-
mous. though the fame of the newspaper
was not earned without very hard work.
The early numbers of the Tribune were
mostly written by Greeley and Raymond
—both of whom delighted in bard work.

As was natural. Greeley soon entered
into polities, and With the Tribune behind
him soon became a power in the Whig
camp. He rariy learned wisdom from
Henry Clay, whom be supported for the
Presidency in 1844. After the defeat of
Clay Greeley assumed a more decided at-
titude of hostility towards slavery, and
wa* in no long time in complete accord
with the more ultra opponents to the sys-
tem. In 184$ Greeley was elected (o the
Houee of Representatives to fillnn unez-

pi red term. During the few months of
his stay in Congress be exhibited great
hostility to the abases of the mileage sys-
tem. la 1850 be published “Hints To-
wards Reforms ,” partly lectures and part-
ly essays. In 1851 he visited Europe,
end was ehoecn chairman of one of the
juries st tke great World’s Pair. Oat of
this trip grew “Glances st Europe,” the
moat of which appeared in letters to the
Tribune.

In 1852 Greeley supported General
Winfield Scott. Scott was defeated, and
the Tribune severely criticised most of the
measures of Pierce's administration.—
Greeley assisted at the hiith of the Repnb-
ean party, formed oat of the remains of
the old V\big, ‘-Barnburner,” and ultra
Anti-slavery parries, and in 1856 vigor-
ously supported General John C. Free-
moot, its standard-bearer, for the Presi-
dency. Buchanan was successful sod the
Tribune strenuously opposed all the im-
portant meanerts of his administration.

In 1860, Mr. Greeley took strong
grounds for Mr. Lincoln and succeeded
to securing the nomination and election
ofhis favorite. He supported him through-
out the war sad was a presidential elector
on the Liaeoln-Johoson ticket in 1861. In
1866, he published his history of the re-
bel Ikm, entitled “The American Conflict.”
After the dose ofthe war Mr. Greeley raised
tbeeryof “universal kmaesty and manhood
suffrage.** Ja 1867 Mr. Greeley traveled
to Richmond, Va, and became part bail
for Jefferson Davis, of Mississippi, ar-
raigned before the the United States Cir-
cuit Court for levying war against the
United Staten. Greeley opposed John-
son's administration throughout. He sup-
ported the impeach meat project, and sus-
tained Secretary Stanton in his refusal to
resign his portfdto at the rrqnmt af the
President. In 1868 Mr. Granloy and the
Tribune supported General Grant for the
Presidency. Ho seems, however, to have
soon tired of his man, for In little more
than a year the Tribune showed signs of
fettering in the Republican course of adu-
lation of the President, whether deceiv-
ing or undeserving. Greeley denounced
“honest” Tom Morphy while Collector of
rim Pert, and showed np the rascality of
the Custom-bonce, especially in the Lect

(bivdtd by Greeley and Story in Jumtj,
1888. *m the first peony Kwpaper ever
published. It coo tinned only a few week*.
Greeley k Co. founded, in 1884, The \em
Yorker , • weekly literary journal of no
particular stripe in polities, which lived
for seven rears and became very influen-
tial with the community. From March,
1888, to March, I§BV, Greeley edited Thr
Jeferoonian, a weekly paper published
under the direction ofthe Whig Central
Committee. Greeley espoused the cause
ef General Ilsrrisoo, and advocated his
election to the Presidency in the columns
of The Log Cabin, which he founded for
that cspeetsl object in May. 1840. Ih>
Lag Cobin was published weekly and had
a large circulation, at one time reaching
80,000. Thru paper gave him. Bays Par-
ton. “an immense reputation in all parts
of the country as an able writer and seal-
ous politician.” While Greeley was work-
ing at. Lis trade and founding newspapers
he did not forget that be needed a wife to

smooth the psth to glory or the grave. He
married Mia Cheney, ofNorth Carolina, in
18S6.

Printing, and as chairman of the Contin- j
gent Expenses of the Senate. Ou the ‘
death of S. Foot he subsequently served
as chairman of the Committee on Public
Buildings and Grounds. But it is since
the war that the political career of Gov-
ernor Brown Irs been brought most con-
spicuously before the world, by taking a

decided step among the foremost of th<>e
who were op|K)>c J to the centralising in- j
flu•'ncos at work in Washington, It was 1
in the year 1870, when Governor McClurg j
was put forward fur a renomination, that <
Washington dictation introduced those j
dissensions in the Republican ranks which,
though. like the storm-cloud, at first no
bigger than the prophet’s hand, have since
grown to the tremendous movement which
culminated in the Convention just held at

Cincinnati. Grata Brown, on being put
iu nomination against McClurg, so roused
the Missourians against the attempted dra-
gooning of citisena into voting for the lat-
ter, at the orders of the Grant administra-
tion. that party dictation was crushed in
Missouri and Grata Brown—to the aston-

ishment of every one—elected over the
Grant candidate by n majority of forty
thousand. From that time forward, both
in speech and in writing, be has been an
ever-active opponent of administrative in-
terference with local government, and as
such became the leading champion of the
important movement which has terminated
iu his nomination aa Vice-President ofthe
United State*.

One of bis eulogists says of bins s

‘-There is a clearness about tbs expres-
sed thought of firsts Brown when bo it
thinking his best that convinces his hear-
ers while converting them nnconsciously
into admit era. His pnbiio addresses are
surprisingly shore the paltry partisan lev-
el. Uis appeals are directed to the rea-
son and conscience. Ho is apparently im-
patient of the restrictions of partisan and
personal views, hot reaches oat after the
manner of statesmen for considerations
that are manifold, generic, and endariag.
As a representative of the better forms of
political thought with which the great
West is yet to iospire nor national pro-
gress—liberal, free, comprehensive, un-
trammelled with local Jealousies, full of
the inspiration of hope, and courageous
without the consciousness of it—he has al-
ready taken high rank hi the eyes of bis
countrymen, ami gives promise ofbolding it
with increasing honor. His Kansas speech
to the liberals of bis party contains puma
ges that are worthy to pans into the ac-

cepted records of popular eloquence. He
speaks of “the transformation which par-
tisanship has impressed apon the govern-
ment itself;'* be anva that “under * re-
public in name we have to-day a packed
judiciary and a subservient Congress dom-
inated by a military chieftain.” No one has
better stated the living issos of tbs rims,
which, ho says, is “to unite the pcoplsev-
erywhere apon the hosts of thorough re-
conciliation—to roadinot the displacement
our political system has suffered from the
rule of force, and to inspire the new nation
with its old faith in our institutions." For
pease be invokes every conspiring iuUTest
sad influenee.
