That whosoever be-
ing a corporation or matural person and
owner, or in charge of any public ian, or
of any place of publie amusement, or en-
tertainment, for which a license from any
legal authority is l’ﬂﬁ!i . or of any line
of stage coaches, railroad, or other means
of public carriage of passengers or freight,
shall make any distinction as to admission
or accommodation therein of any citizen
of the United States because of race, col-

on conviction thercof be fined not less than
five hundred nor more than five thousand
dollars for each offence, and the person or
eorporation 80 offending shall be liable to
the citizens thereby injured in damages to
be recovered in an action of debt.

That the offences under this
act and actions to recover damages may
be prosecuted before any Territorial, Dis-
trict or Circuit Court of the United States
baving jurisdiction of crimes ntlnil:u
where offence was charged to bave

A platform which, casting be-
hind it the wreck and rubbish of worn-out
contentions and bygone feuds, embodies
in fit and fow words the needs and aspi-
rations of to-day. Though thousands
stand ready to condemn your every act,
hardly a syllable of criticism or cavil has
been aimed at your platform, of which the
| substance may be fairly cpitomized as fol-
| lows :

1. All the political rizhts and franchi-

| spected evermore.

2. All the political rights and franchi- |

| ses whtch have been lost through that con-
i vulsion should and must be promptly re-
; stored and re-established, so that there
shall be henceforth no proscribed claes
